It is because of our sins we are driven away 
from our land. 

On the Day of Atonement, he used to 
see his parents weep when they repeated 
the confession that follows the enumera-
tion of the sacrifices which were appoin-
ted by God to.  be offered up for the sins 
of omission ; and many a time he shed 
sympathetic tears as he joined them in 
saying, 

We have no temple, no high priest, no altar 
and no sacrifice. 

As he grew older, he was burdened 
with the fear of sin and of his unclean-
ness in the sight of God. One day he 
heard of a Jew becoming a Christian. He 
was shocked ! He believed Jewish people 
who accepted ,the Lord Jesus Christ re-
nounced their national privileges from 
the covenant of Abraham, Isaac and 
Jacob, and publicly joined themselves 
with the ungodly Gentiles, who lived  

without God and without hope in the 
world. 

"DEEP IN THE MIRE" 

• One day while in acute distress of 
mind, feeling as David expressed it, that 
he had sunk "in deep mire, where there 
is no standing," that all of his own ef-
forts to free himself were of no avail, he 
cried out, 

"0 God, I have nu one to help me, and 
I. dare not approach. Thee for I am guilty ; 
help, 0 help _me, for the sake of my.  
father Abraham, who was willing to of-
fer his son Isaac; have mercy upon me, 
and impute his righteousness unto me." 

But there was no answer from God. 
No peace for his wounded spirit. He felt 
as if God had forsaken him, and cried 
again, 

Mine iniquities have taken hold upon in.-
so that I am not able to look up; they are 
more than the hairs of my head; therefore my 
heart faileth me. Psalm 40:12. 

One morning he went to purchase 
something in a store. The article he 
bought was wrapped in a leaf of the 
Bible. The shopkeeper was probably an 
infidel, who thought the Bible merely 
waste paper. But God had overruled the 
the evil for good ; for as Hayim walked 
home, his eyes glanced on the words, 

Blessed are the poor in spirit: for theirs is 
the kingdom of heaven. Blessed are they that 
mourn: for they shall be comforted. Blessed 
are the meek: for they shall inherit the earth. 
Blesised are they which do hunger and thirst 
after righteousness: for they shall be filled. 
Blessed are the merciful: for they shall obtain 
mercy. Blessed are the pure in heart: for they  

shall see God. Blessed are the peacemakers: 
for they shall be called the children of God. 
Blessed are they which are persecuted for 
righteousness' sake: for theirs is the kingdom 
of heaven. Matthew 5:3-10. 

He had no idea that it was a portion 
of the New Testament, but the words 
gripped him.

TEL Aviv. — Six members of the Agu-
dat Israel, some of whom are alleged to 
be chiefly concerned in the party's col-
lection of money abroad, were arrested 
in Haifa last week following the seizure 
of nearly 300 Swiss watches in tins of 
kosher meat. 

When the Negbah docked and the 
regular Customs check was made, it was 
noticed that one passenger had in his 
luggage a number of tins purporting to 
contain kosher meat. Something about 
the appearance of the tins aroused the 
Customs officers' suspicions and they 
ordered a tin to be opened. It was found 
to contain a number of expensive Swiss 
watches and spare parts. 

Similar tins were found in the luggage 
of other passengers and when opened  

they were all found to contain Swiss 
watches. Other contraband goods were 
found in the same passenger's luggage. 

MEMBERS OF GANG? 

It is believed here that the six people 
arrested are members of a large gang 
engaged in smuggling highly taxed 
goods into Israel in kosher meat tins and 
taking advantage of religious privilege. 

Haifa Customs officers found on Tues-
day quantities of pure gold and golden 
fountain pens worth many thousands of 
pounds in the false bottom of the suit-
case of a Tel Aviv resident returning 
from the United States on the Liner La-
Guardia. This man, who is also a member 
of Agudat Israel, was arrested. 

About 16 lbs. of pure gold and 400 gold 
and silver fountain pens were seized. The  

contraband was hidden in food tins 
marked, 'Kosher Cheese'."
