1  n accordance with our promise in the 
P- last issue of The Shepherd of Israel, 

we are going to answer, ill order, the other 
questions asked by Mr. Wodsilowsky. 

Question 3. Where is it written in the 
Bible that the Messiah must rise from the 
dead on the third day? 

Answer 3. We read in Hosea 6:2 "Af-
ter two days he will make us alive (lite-
ral) becaUse on the third day he will raise 
him up and we shall live before him". It 
is very plain that the Holy Spirit speak-
ing here thru the prophet refers to the 
resurrection of the Lord Jesus Christ, 
which exactly took-  place on the third day 
after he was killed and buried. That is 
the reason why the time is limited, "two 
days" and "on the third day," because 
it was intended to he a type and figure 
of Christ's rising the third day. 	Those 
who believe in the Lord Jesus Christ will 
also rise from the dead, and have 
eternal life. This is the meaning of the 
words expressed by the Lord Jesus in 
John, 6:57, "As the living Father hath 
'sent me, and I live by the Father; so he 
that eateth me, even he shall live by me". 
Also John 115, "Jesus said unto her, 
I am the resurrection, and the life : he that 
believeth in me, though he were dead, yet 
shall he live" and filially John 14:19, 
"Yet a little while, and the world seeth 
me no more; but ye see me ; because I live, 
ye shall live also." Thus we see that 
God condescended to reveal unto us that 
wonderful knowledge of hope and salva-
tion, that we shall not simply perish but 
all :who 1).lieve in the Lord Jesus Christ 
will live as well as He lives. Our lives 
are bound up in His resurrection. And 
again we read in Matt. 12 :39, 40, "But 
he answered and said unto them, an evil 
and adulterous generation seeketh after 
a sign ; and there shall no sign he given 
to it, but the sign of the prophet Jonas; 
For as Jonas was three days and three 
nights in the whale's belly; so shall the 
Son of man be three days and three nights 
in the heart of the earth". Here again 
it is evident from the fact that the time 

, of Jonah's being buried in the fish, was 
limited to three days, proves that it was 
-meant to prefigure the burial and resur-
rection of the Lord Jesus Christ as des- 
`cribed above. 	The reason that these 
things concerning the Lord Jesus Christ 
have been clothed in such expressions 
which seem to conceal and hide 
the events so that not everybody can see 
them plainly is because God said so thru 
Moses. Dent. 31:17, "Then my anger 
shall be kindled against them in that day, 
and I will forsake them, and I will hide 
my face from them; and they shall be 
devoured, and many evils and troubles 
shall befall them; so that they will say

in that day, "Are not these evils come 
upon us. because our God is not among 
us"? Also Hosea 14 :10, "Who is wise 
Anal be shall unilers'and these thiln4s 	 

.......the ways of the Lord are right, and 
the just shall walk in them, but the. trans- 
gressors shall fall therein". 	When a 
man walks humbly with God and ap-
proaches His word prayerfully, God will 
give him the required wisdom and under-
standing. 

Question 4. 	If Jesus is the Messiah, 
why did not the Jews accept him? 

Answer 4. The Jews were misled by 
their blind leaders who out of jealousy 
bent all their forces to one thing, namely 
to kill the Lord Jesus Christ. 	They 
could not suffer Him in their midst be-
cause the people in general followed Him 
on account of His great miracles and on 
account of the wonderful words that pro-
ceeded out of His mouth. The Lord Jesus 
was not the only one whom they killed 
because we read in the Bible that they 
murdered many other prophets before 
Christ came. 	They placed Isaiah the 
prophet in a hollow trunk of a tree and 
sawed him assunder. They killed a pro-
phet I.:y the name of Zechariah right at the 
altar. They tortured the prophet Jerem-
iah and misused nearly all the prophets, 
and mocked God's messengers. 2 Chron. 
36. 	So likewise they rejected the Lord 
Jesus Christ. That is why we Jews have 
been suffering ever since our fathers de-
livered the Lord Jesus Christ into the 
hands of the Gentiles to be crucified. If 
they did the right thing in killing an 
impostor as they thought and as the Jews 
in general think unto this day, then God 
would surely have blessed and not punish-
ed them for it. But since He has dealt 
with us to the contrary and has made us 
a. reproach and a "by-word and a hissing 
among all nations" we can infer without 
the shadow of a doubt that our fathers 
committed a great sin in rejecting their 
Saviour and we, by continuing to follow 
in their footsteps by rejecting the Lord 
Jesus Christ, are accemories in that.  crime. 

Question 5. Whence have the Christ-
ians taken that. teaching that our sins 
must be atoned for with man's blood? Is 
it not written in Lev. 16:30 "For that 
day shall make atonement for you."? 

Answer 5. Again I roust point out that 
our people have been misled by blind lea-
ders. Some of the Talmudists twisted 
that verse interpreting that the day, (that 
is the 10th day of the 7th month which 
is called the day of atonement) does atone 
for the sins. Hence the belief of the Jews 
that that day alone in itself makes atone- 
ment. 	In the first place, the Hebrew 
word for the English "On that day" is 
"Bayom" which means "in or on that 
day". Then if it were true as the Tal-
mud explains that the day itself makes 
the atonement, it should have been writ-
ten "Yom" meaning the day in itself. 
Besides the words following, "He shall 
make an atonement" refer to a person 
who will make atonement. on that day? 
And who is. the person? Why, it says 
very plainly many times in that same 
chapter and elsewhere that the priest was 
the one who made atonement by sprink- 
ling the blood. 	And again we read in 
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the 21st verse that Aaron. the 
had to lay both his hands upon t.r K"I 
of th 	ye-_ 	•onfess ove 
the i 	tlitieW.,o 	,elAildren 
Then e adqs 	fir then'.

read in Lev. 17, "For it is the blood.,,., 
makes atonement for the soul".".2; 
since we have no more the blood of sac-
rifice, because we have no temple and • 
altar and priest, therefore we cannot ob-
tain atonement in any other way than 
that which God revealed unto us thru 
Isaiah the prophett."If thou wilt make his 
soul a sin offering" and again "Jehovah 
hath laid upon him the iniquity of us all" 
and again "With his stripes we are heal-
ed" and in fact the entire chapter of 
Isaiah 53, which is the !word of God, 
teaches us that the Lord Jesus is our sac-
rifice, upon whom it pleased God to lay 
our sins, if we accept and believe. You 
will notice that the chapter begins with 
the question "Who will believe our re, 
port ?" When God said, "For it is the 
blood that maketh atonement" He 
not specify or define whether it mea 
animal or human blood. 	He left th 
question open until the fulness of tin! 
when the Lord Jesus shed His blood 
for our sins. 	Then God accepted Hi 
blood on behalf of all those who beih 
in Him. 
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
