4  T rom a leong the many letters from our 
readers We have chosen the following 

one.  to answer through these columns. The 
reason for doing go is to he found in the 
fact that the writer is voicing the senti-
ment of many of our brethren who take 
the same attitude because of our Jewish 
brothers aiol sisters across the ocean. The 
letter in part reads as follows : "As long 
as the Christian world is unable to stop 
war and Russian pogroms. resulting in 
injured, diseased. naked, shelterless wo-
men and children el our faith in the Uk-
raine districts (1 Russia and Central Eu-
rope -necessitating 0111' raising several mil-
lions a year fur medicines, hospitals, asy-
lumos and distribution expeditions,—so 
long will it he futile to conduct mis-
sions to the Jews to Christianize them. 
Our time and money are required for the 
sheer humanitarian labors of succor and 
eneouragement." Signed Al. Wolff. 

Our first remark is that• it is entirely 
illogical, unseripeu ral. and untenable to 
attribute to religion the sins of its sup-
posed followers. According to Mr. Wolff, 
when our fathers made a golden calf and 
worshipped it. as their god, the ten com-
mandments which Cod gave them were 
defective and powerless. We also find all 
through Jewish History that the Jewish 
people perpetrated great crit ics 

such 	as 	wars between the tribes, 
killing their prophets, worshipping idols, 
ete., etc. Can you lay the blame to Cod's 
law or religion? 	No. you cannot con- 
demn medical science because of some 
physicians who (lo wrong; neither can 
yon blame the telephone system because 
the receiver on your line does not work 
right. 

second, Mr. Wolff's conception of the 
Christian faith is that it is a world reli-
gion. This is evidenced by his expres-
sion "The Christian world". In this er-
roneous thought Mr. Wolff represents the 
vast• majority of our Jewish people. They 
call and consider every non-Jewish man 
a Christian. This error owes its eNitit-
clice in the hearts and minds of our Jew-
i‘.1r brethren to their igeorance of the 
Yew Testament. In Matt. 7:2 1, the Lord 
Jesus. our blessed Messiah said : "Not 
every one that saith unto ine, 1Jord. Lord, 
shall enter into the 'kingdom of heavy n. 
but he that doeth the will of my Tether 
in Heaven." Again in Matt. 20:16 we 
find His words recorded saying "for 
many he called but few chosen." The  

- purpose of. Cod in giving the Messiah 
Jesus to be a sacrifice, was that every one, 
from every nation and tribe may receive 
pardon for their sins by believing in that 
atonement. But Cod knew all those wick-
ed people stricken with hardness of 
heart, deafness of ears and blindness of 
eves, who would reject this great. salve- 

, tion. Hence the prophetic words "but 
few chosen". Cod also spoke through  

the prophet of ohl, concerning the con-
version of the Jews, foretelling that only 
a few Jews will be saved. "And 1 will 
take you one of a. city, and two of a 
family." Jer. 3:14. In Zech. 1:3:8 we read 
that only a. third part of the .Tews 
be saved. Now when we see only a few 
real Christians either among Jews or non-
Jews, we see another strong proof of the 
truth as it is in the Lord Messiah and 
Cod's word.

ach" so likewise .the word Christian is 
derived from the v. erd "Christ" which 
is the English for t he Hebrew word 

Moshiaeli". Did we not read and have 
not many Jews told its of not a few 
cases in which good Christians hazzarded 
their lives sheltering Jewish families, 
keeping them in hiding and thus protect-
ing than against the savages with their 
pogroms. We just read 'the other day 
of a Christian professmr who was arrested 
in Vienna because lie vehemently protest-
ed against the persecution of the .Tews iii 
Hungary. The trouble is that the Jews 
have not come in contact with the tittle 
Christians of the Protestant Church. Un-
fortunately, they have only known Cath-
olicism which is a gross caricature of 
Christianity. They, like the modern Jews, 
have a form of 'religion. but not the 
spirit of Christ, the Jewish Messiah. As 
the rabbis have kept the Jews in ignor-
ance of the. Bible, filling: their heads with 
traditions of men, (read NIL 29 :9-15) 
so have the priests invented ceremonies 
and pompous display of garments. sta-
tues. pictures and crosses and candles. 
Neither the Owe: nor the Catholic knows 
the Bible, which alone is the Word of 
Cod and is Ale to make one wise unto 
splvation. And it is this lack of krowl-
edge of the word of flod \Odell covers 
the people with darkness. What does 
Clod say to a religion made by men? "If 
they speak not aceording to this word. it 
is because there is no light, in them."

lip all the Bibles and books, broke chairs, 
and then lit bunches of paper, throwing 
them in the cellar with the apparent. in-
tention of setting the lmilding on fire.. 

Tf. the Jews would have the spirit of 
the Messiah in their hearts they could 
certainly 'never do MIA things% Our non-
Jewish neighbors read of such nets and 
.are amazed at a people who, as it. were 
like a "fire-brand plucked out of the 
burning" escaped from the terrible' peg-
roll's in Russia., turn 11011' ag;iiliSt their 
own brothers, enacting similar ernelties - 
tight in this_ free country, in 	which, 
through, the moral influence of the Mes-
siah, the Jews have been Permitted to 
enter into all the privilers of citizenship 
and eivilization. These things ,an only 
remind its of the Word of. Ced through 
Moses:, "0 that they were wise. tint th,y 
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understood this, that they would consider 
their latter end. How should one chase 
a thousand except. the Lord had shut 
them up?" Deut. 32:29. Therefore, let. 
us not blame other people or another's re-
ligion. The trouble is in our own eOnduct, 
:n 'our relation to Cod and His word. As 
long as Cod was with us no power in the 

world could touch us to do us harm. (Read 
the book of Judges and last. chapters of 2 
Chron.) Remember, at that time there 
were- no .Christians in the world, yet na-
tions hated and persecuted us. So you 
see that. it is a matter between ourselves 
told our Cod whose words we have thrown 
overboard. He sent unto us the Messiah to 
save us, hut our fathers rejected Him,
