ccasionally we have called the atten- 
tion of our readers to certain activi-

ties of our many Jewish leaders which 
create an atmosphere inimical to our Jew-
ish brethren at large. We want now to 
place before you another recent incident, 
showing how some individual Jews dis-
grace themselves and heap mischief upon 
the heads of the entire Jewish nation. We 
quote the following lines from the March 
17th issue of "The Jewish Tribune", a 
weekly periodical which modestly styles 
itself "America's foremost Jewish 
weekly": 

"We call the attention of our readers to the 
correpondence between Charles T. Williams, 
D. D., and Mr. Carl Laemmle, President of 
the Universal Film Manufacturing Co., Pub-
lished on another page of this issue. Mr. 
Laemmle has-applied a veritable rod to the 
back of the heartless D. D. We have met 
many Williamses who on Sundays bow down 
reverently in worship to a dead Jew, and the 
whole year around lie, abuse and hate the 
living Jews. This Williams, like others *of his 
ilk, forgets that' it is the Jew that extricated 
his savage parents from paganism, he for-
gets that if not for the Jews he himSelf 
would yet worship animals. True, judging= 
from his letter, this*D. D.'s morality has not 
gained much from his Jewish.Deity and Jew-
ish Apostles, yet he should be grateful 'to his 
Jewish sires for the possibility they gave 
him to figure as a religious instructor, when 
in reality his religiosity is swamped by his 
bigotry and evil-heartedness. However, we. ; 
Jews will not dare judge all Christians by.  

Williams. With' apology to Daniel, we place 
the good Christians among those who de-
serve everlasting life, and Williams with 
those who deserve everlasting shame and 

• contempt. Mr. Laemmle's letter presents a- 
- particle of the contempt which honest people, 

good Americans, and. if you please, true 
Jews feel towards blackhearted maligners of 
their. betters." 

It was Christian gentleman who called 
our attention to these offensive and insul-
ting. lines. We are arr azed that there exists 
a Jew in America who could be so incon-
siderate of the feelings of millions of 
Christian people by blattering ignorantly 
tfit they worship "a dead Jew !" How 
can any man of ordinary common sense 
utter such phrases which must only stir up 
racial strife and religious hatred? Is it to 
be wondered at that even in this free coun-
try we find people who do not like us? The 
Christians worship the Son of Cod, whom 
that "foremost Jewish editor" blasphe-
mously calls "a dead Jew" but who has 
proven to he the source of salvation to the 
down-trodden Jew. The Christian 's love 
for the Saviour, the Jewish Messiah, has 
developed 'into the finest spirit of tole-
rance toward the Jew. What. would have 
become of such "foremost Jewish editors" 
if these, worshippers of "a dead Jew" had 
shut their doors and compelled them to 
return to Trotzky's country and worship  

a living Jew ? And now instead of being 
thankful this "foremost Jewish editor" 
turns around and slaps both the right and 
left cheeks of his benefactors by adjudging 
them as worshippers of "a dead Jew"! 
Such an ingrate must bring a blush .of 
shame to the cheeks of every thoughtful 
Jew. 'We know the sad fact that the world 
has always judged the Jews not by the 
many that are good but by the few who 
are bad. It is therefore a grave situation. 
The danger is imminent. What is to be 
done? It is the duty of every decent Jew 
to protest against such publications. The 
rabbis, instead of bothering their heads 
with trifles, should concentrate their ef-
forts upon weeding out such thoughtless 
editors and thus turn away the tide of 
anti-semitism which is rising so rapidly 
as a result. of such ignorant "foremost 
Jewish editors". 

The Most Surely Established Event 
in History 

Besides the harm that the statement "a 
dead Jew" can bring upon. our Jewish 
people because of its insult to the most pro-
minent Christian people of this country'  
who believe in the Lord Jesus Christ as the 
Son of God and the Saviour of mankind, it 
is worthy of notice that 'such words come 
as a result of crass ignorance. The resur-
rection of the I iord Jesus Christ, Who 
arose from the dead on the third day, as 
He had foretold He would do, is the most 
surely established fact in history. Many 
profane historians who were not interested 
at all in the Christian religion, have re-
corded the fact of the resurrection of 
Christ. Even the great and famous Jew-
ish historian Josephus writes as follows: 

"Now, there was about this time Jesus, a 
wise man, if it be lawful to call him a man, 
for he was a doer of wonderful works,—a 
teacher of such men as receive the truth 
with pleasure. He drew over to him both 
many of the Jews, and many 'of the Gentiles. 
He was (the) Christ; and when Pilate, at 
the suggestion of the principal men amongst 
us, had condemned him to the cross, those 
that loved him at the first did not forsake 
him, for he appeard to them alive again the 
third day, as the divine prophets had foretold 
these and ten thousand other wonderful 
things concerning him; and the tribe of 
Christians, so named from him, are not 
extinct at this day" Antiquities 18:3. 

If that "foremost Jewish editor" would 
know his own Bible and then read the his-
torical narrative of the life and death 
and resurrection of Christ as recorded in 
the .New Testament he would not show 
such ignorance of these facts. What was 
the cause of the sudden change in the few 
Jewish disciples of Christ after He was 
crucified-? Just three days before He rose 
from' the dead they -were filled with fear 
of the Jewish Sanhedrirti and Priests. They 
scattered as soon as the T.ord Jesus was 
condemned to 'die. Even Simon Peter who  

had always been bold now became fearful 
and even denied any knowledge of Him. 
But after the resurrection there came a 
sudden revolution in their minds and be-
haviour. They stepped forward fearlessly 
before the whole nation and preached open-
ly that the Lord Jesus Christ rose from 
the dead on the third day according to the 
scriptures. No imprisonment, no stoning, 
no threats could intimidate them. How 
can our great editor explain such-a pheno-

And again, if it could hawe-iiecri possi-

ble to prove that the Lord Jesus -Was dead 
and buried and that He did,not rise again, 
would not the Sanhedrim have eagerly 
given these proofs to the Jews of Jeru-
salem? For it must be remembered that. 
those those Jerusalem Jews believed in that 
"dead Jew" because He rose up from the 
dead on the third day. Just a few weeks 
after the crucifixion three thousand' Jews 
in one day were converted to the "dead 
Jew". The Sanhedrim and the priests 
endeavored to destroy the new faith in 
Jesus the Messiah by resorting to persec-
ution and torment :they forbade those poor. 
Jewish disciples to preach the risen Mes-
siah Jesus under the penalty of stripes 
and other torture,s. Why did they not 
once for all take the prominent Jews, to-
gether with those who believed,, to the, 
tomb where the body of Christ was buried 
and show them that His body was still 
there so that the disciples could no more 
preach that Jesus rose from the dead? , 
The answer is simple: they could not do 
SO because on the third day after the ern-
eifixion the tomb had been foUnd empty,._ 
Thus the disciples' declaration of the re-
surrection was corroborated by the, empty-
grave, watched over by sixty Roman sol-
diers. 

Thanks be to God, whose word is true, 
He foretold us thru His only begotten 
Son Jesus that. as Jonah was three days 
and three nights in the he]ly of the great 
fish, so had the Messiah of Israel to be bur-
ied in the grave and rise again on the third-
day. And look at the wonderful effect 
His resurrection has had on the world at 
large and also on the Jews. Clod' grant 
that the same effect may come with power 
into the heart of this "foremost Jewish 
editor" as well as of all our Jewish breth-
ren, creating in them a new frame of mind, 
seeing in Jesus the promised Messiah and 
Saviour who is the source of life, light 
and wisdom. Then and only then will 
the Jewish people become God's people • 
again and be free from anti-semitism for-
ever...
