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FAMOUS JEWS WHO BELIEVED 
IN CHRIST 

This son of 
Israel 	W;IS 
born. in Bu-
dapest, Hun-
gary, on the 
18th of Sep-
tember, 1837. 
His parents 
were cultur-
ed and prom-
inent people, 
and he inher-
ited their 
taste and lit-
erary inclina 

tion. The way in which Saphir found 
Christ is one of the most wonderful stories 
in the annals of Jewish mission history. 

When Saphir was about eight years old, 
there was a religious revival ill Scotland. 
One• of the  blessed fruits of that revival, 
was a spirit of prayer in the hearts of 
iminy Christians that. something might la. 
done towards evangelizing the old cove-
nant people, to whom Christians owe so 
nineil. The result was that men were sent 
to Palestine and other countries of large 
Jewish population with a view of choosing 
a field for mission work among Israel. 
in 1839, Drs. Keith, Blaek. AlcCheyne and 
Andrew Bonar sailed from Dover. Be-
cause of the intolerance of the Austrian 
government, the Scottish church never 
thouOit of starting a mission in Hungary. 
il(though the Jewish population there was 
large But. (ilod's ways are not our ways. 
When the four ministers were traveling on 
their eamels from Palestine to Egypt, Dr. 
Black was hurt, and as his injuries were 
serious, he and Keith made haste to return 
to England. They traveled through Aux-
trig and stopped in Budapest. Naturally. 
they inquired there about. the -number and 
condition of the Jews. In the meantime 
Dr. ,Blaek became very ill and the Arch-
ditches, Marie Dorothea, a Protestant. front 
(fermany, heard of his sickness. She was 
a goodly lady, and since the death of her 
son had eonsecrated herself- more thor-
oughly than ever to the service of rloa and 
man. She visited Dr. Black and arranged 
for his care and also asured him that if 
the church of Scotland would start a mis-
sion to the Jews of Budapest, she would 
do all in her power to protect it. In this, 
the two miyfters saw the finger of (god.  
Dr. Keith finally succeeded in persuading 
the church at home to start a. mission at 
Budapest. Dr. Di ican was one of the 
men seal out and it was under his minis- 
try that 	A. Saphir came to a know- 

ledge of Christ. 
The history of the case is this; during 

the time of his friend's sickness, Dr. Keith 
was inquiring for a man upon whom he 
could depend for reliable investigation of 
the Jewish conditions in Budapest. The 
father of our Saphir was proposed. He 
was at that time studying the claims of 
Christ. His brother, M. G. Saphir, the 
great humorist, had already publicly ac-
cepted Christ as his Saviour, which was 
a terrible blow to Israel Saphir. He, there-
fore, determined to investigate the matter 
for himself, gave up business, procured 
the best literature on the subject and gave 
himself to the study of languages, mod-
ern science am+ theology. Dr. Keith took 
great interest, in the mail, and when Dun-
can came to Budapest, he too, sought his 
acquaintance. Israel Saphir visited% the 
services of Dr. Dunean, taking his twelve 
year old son along. Father and son be-
came anxious as to their soul's salvation 
and both found peace in Him, Who giveth 
what the world cannot take away. 

From his own story, we learn the ac-
count of his conversation in one short 
sentenee: "I, at that time, a lad in my 
twelfth year, was the first of our family 
to aeeept the iospel." From the Jews 
themselves came the testimony, "We 
he 	that the Jews were saying that the 
Holy Spirit had fallen on Saphir's son and 
that lie expounded the Scriptures as they 
had never before heard them." 

In 1854, after finishing his theological 
studies, he was ordained to the. Presbyter-
ian ministry, and licensed as a preacher 
in Belfast. Ile labored as a. missionary to 
the .Jews in Hamburg for one year. Then 
he had the charge of a church in South 
Shields, England. and in 1861, received a 
call to Greenwich. where people from all 
the churches flocked to hear hint. In 1872, 
a church Nvas purchased for him at Not-
itigham Hill, where. his ministry was al-
ways attended by many earnest Chris-
thins. 

Saphir's love and devotion to his people 
and to the cause of Jewish missions was 
boundless. We met, not long ago a Bible 
teacher of note, who had the good fortune 
of being trained in England under this 
sainted man, and he told us that many 
times Dr. Saphir would stop in the midst 
of his lecture and would plead in voice 
pathetic, "Oh, my denr students, when 
you leave these halls and go to a wider 
ministry among Christian people, I beg 
you, don't forget the Jew ! All you have 
eomes from him!" 

He died April 4, 1891. a few days ri('r 
his wife. Adolph Saphir will ever lip, e ill 
the hearts and minds of every rolov, (.1. if 
Christ. He has left the Christ inn NN orld 
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a legaey—a legacy of priceless worth, for 
he has thrown light upon some of the sac-
red pages of God's word which were to 
many minds obscure and dark. His best 
and most valuable work is the "Exposi-
tory:Lectures on the Epistle to the Heb-
rew's," an Epistle, which above all others, 
must have illumination from the mind and 
heart of such a. Prince , in Israel, such a
