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INTERESTING LETTER 

The following letter needs no introdue-
tion. Below you will read- the editor'a 
answer to it. 

I have read carefully your.writings and 
also the articles in The Shepherd of Israel. 
I notice that you attribute Israel's calami-
ties of massacre and persecution to the 
fact that Israel has rejected Jesus as their 
personal Saviour. How about the Armen 
ians, the oldest Christian people on the 
face of the globe, yet they are massacred, 
so there is but one conclusion to draw 
and that is, the majority are ruling and 
overpowering the minority. Jesus no doubt 
was perfectly human and nn apostle of 
peace; one of the nojzolest of souls, yet we 
cannot think of him as God, for new winds 
are beginning to blow. The modern Christian 
theologists are adopting Israel's view wits 
reference to Jesus, and the Christian world 
today is more split up on. their dews than 
any other time in the history of the world. 
The good Christian views the calam-
ities of the Jews and their persecu-
tion as a fulfillment of the holy writ 
and other classes of Christians claim it un 
Christian to partake in insulting Israel. But 
the fact remains that all antisemitie lit-
erature is distributed from denominational 
headquarters as I happen to know, and 
even converted Jews are everywhere as a 
hiss and by word of race prejudice.

The substance of the query in the a-
bove letter is why we attribute the per-
seeution of the Jews to their re;:ection of 
Jesus as their Saviour? Are m t the Ar-
menians, the oldest ehristian nation, in 
the same plight? Can we not therefore 
conclude that it is natural that the ma. 
jority are overpowering the minority? 

Let us begin with an illustration. If a 
patient refuses to take the medicine 
prescribed by the physician and he con-
tinues to suffer terrible pain, his suffer-
ing cannot be attributed to anything else 
than to the fact that he refused 
to take the remedy which would 
remove that which caused his sicknem. 
Now let us apilly this to Israel as a na- 
tion. We read the word of God spoken 
thru Moses 'in Deut.. 28:25, "The Lord 
sl all cause thee to be smitten before thine 
enemies; thou shalt go out one way a- 
gainst.them, and flee seven ways before 
them ; and shalt be removed into all th.i 
kingdoms of the earth." And again 
the 37th verse we read "And thou shalt 
become an astonishment. a pro-,erb, an 
a byword, among all nations whither the 
Lord shall lead thee." 

In the beginning of that chapter God 
promised Israel that if they woeld hear- 
J.en unto the voice of the Lord then all 
those blessings enumerated there shall 
come upon them. Now, if you please. 
read the book of judges and you will find 
again and again that when the ehidren of 
Israel sinned against their Cod He del-
ivered them "into the hands of their en- 

emies round about" and when Israel re-
pented, the Lord raised them up a del-
iverer. Read please your Bible; Moses 
and the prophets and you will then be a 
Jcw inwardly. You will learn how Goo 
sent unto the children of Israel prophet 
after prophet during the time of the jud-
12,.'S and the first Temple, but they re-
fused to listen to the Prophet.; nearly 
everyone of God's messengers was per. 
scouted and some of them were killed by 
tle Jews during the first Temple. It is 
naturally hardfor us Jews to being thal, 
f:;ct to our memory, but we must do so 
if we want to know the truth. 

Now will you please turn to 2rd Chron. 
36: 14-21 where we are told that both 
the priests and the people transgressed 
and polluted the house of the Lord. 
"They mocked the messengers of God and 
despised his words and misused his pro 
phets until the wrath of the 'Lord ros3 
against his people till there 	no rem- 
edy." So you see that the Jews ere de-
stroyed because the wrath of Clod came 
upon them, and not because they 
were overpowered by a stronger na-
tion did they suffer but because of 
their • sin. 	As long as they did lis- 
ten to God's word there was no such 
possibility as a stronger nation overpow-
ering God's chosen People. NOV if w..! 
are Jews inwardly we cannot argue and 
compare the Jews with the Aimenians. 
God never spoke thris to any ether na-
tion, and it is only God who has deliver-
ed the Jews into the hands of their en-
emies according to God's intimation as 
it is written in Dent. 28. 

To prove this point we have only to 
consider the fact that when the Armenian 
is being persecuted by the Turk for po-
litical reasons and when he finally suc-
ceeds in escaping the persecution in hi:, 
country he may settle down in any other 
country in peace and safety. But it is not 
so with us Jews. We are being persecuted 
in every part of the world. Why is this? 
Why have we not at least been so much 
favored by the natural trend of affairs as 
the Armenian? Why after we have es-
caped the sword of Titus an: i settled 
down in Poland, Russia, Germany, Spain 
and other countries, where there was no 
Titus and no political reason aLd no po-
litical altercation, we have still been hated 
and persecuted just according to God's 
Word in Dent. 28. 

Nov does not this plainly point to the 
direct punishment of Cod because of our 
sins, if they accepted that remedy. At the 
tl•em a remedy which would remove their 
sins, if they accepted that remed..,  At tiro. 
time of the. second Temple Go .l 
sent Him concerning whom the pro-
phets predicted hundreds and thous- 
ands of years beforehand.

diction was that a Saviour would be born 
of a virgin and would save His people 
from their sin. La; 7:14, foretold the 
virgin birth of the Saviour. (The Hebrew) 
word there is Alma which is the most 
expressive word, implying the strongest 
definition of the word virgin). 	Just 
at the. time of which the Angel told 
Daniel (chapter 9) that the Saviour would 
came and be killed for our sins, the Lord 
Jesus came and fulfilled not only that; 
but many hundreds of prophecies fore-
told by the messengers of God If our 
fathers had received this Saviour and ac-
cepted his salvation we would have been 
saved from. our sins and as a concomitant 
we would not have been persecuted. Just 
the same as when the patient takes the 
medicine his sickness ceases. But when 
our fathers rejected Him and we follow 
in our father's footsteps, we still suffer 
for the sins that our fathers have com-
mitted beeause we are committing the 
same sin by still rejecting the same Sav-
iour that God sent. 

The acceptance of Christ is net a mat-
ter of argument or speculation. It does 
riot concern us Jews, the belie:* or dis-
belief of Gentiles. He has been sent to 
I s Jews. lie was born of a Jewish mother, 
He was brought. up among Jewish people, 
He died among Jews. He w as buried 
among Jews and raised up on the third 
day among Jews. He showed himself to 
five hundred Jewish people after His re-
surrection. We Jews are the ones to 
know Cod's word and to know and ap-
preciate and accept and adore the Lord 
Jesus Christ as our Saviour, whether or no 
Gentiles accept Him. Belief in Christ dots 
not mean to be assimilated. Jest, as Amer-
ican citizenship does not mean assimila-
ation, so is faith in Christ. Tne China-
man, the Englishman, the German, the 
Jew, the Trishman, with all their national 
idosYnerasi,s,  are all one in Christ, for all 
have sinned and all must. have 9 Saviour 
This is our Jewish religion and Cod 
wants that all the Gentiles showd also be-
come children of God by accepting the 
Lord Jesus Christ as their Switonr from 
sin. But not all the Gentiles have availed 
themseltes of this open door of nod. Only 
a few have accepted Him and those few 
are lovers of the Jewish people because 
they are the brethren of the Lord ;Testi,  
Christ according to the flesh. It is BM
