I am a Jew and highly proud of it, in 
fact I do not see anything _among other 
races of people that would equalize with 
the Jewish race in general culture, in 
music, philosophy, physics and professor-
ship, in all the higher classical subjects 
that would induce me to drop my own 
people who. are so brilliant and join some 
other denomination who are inferior to 
the one I belong to now. 

I know, as a race, we have other faults; 
being human, none of us are perfect. 
The way the so called Christians have 
treated the Jews, after the Jews have 
contributed so much to the world ori-
ginal ideas that the Christians have 
greatly benefited and then turn around 
with inquisitions and massacres that is 
_fitted to savage's ways, and then these 
savages ask the Jews to be converted 
into their belief, which they themselves 
borrowed from those whom they perse-
cuted, seems to me that the Jews have 
nothing to apologize for their being in 
this world to say the least. . 

Excuse me for getting astray on the 
subject-  as this is chiefly written to re-
ceive your answer to the questions. 

In conclusion will say that I am not 
prejudiced against you, gentlemen, for 
turning Christians, if you are sincere, 
even if we do not agree in our way of 
believing.

. Answer: You evidently have not read 
the New Testament. Please read what 
the Lord Jesus Christ said Himself : 
"Think not that I am come to destroy 
the law, or the prophets: I am not come 
to destroy, but to fulfil. For verily I say 
unto you, Till heaven and earth pass, one 
jot of one tittle shall in no wise pass from 
the law, till all be fulfilled. Whosoever 
therefore shall break one of these least 
commandments, and shall teach men so, 
he shall be called the least in the king-
dom of heaven; but whosoever shall do 
and teach them, the same shall be called 
great in the kingdom of heaven." Matt. 
5 :17;  18, •19. 

So you see that when a Jew becomes 
a believer in Christ, he is not supposed 
to do away with any of the laws of God 
given directly to Israel. You must re-
member that the Gentile Christian is not 
under obligation to keep the Sabbath 
which was given expressly to Jews as a 
national memorial. Dent. 5:15. In like 
manner the Gentile is not bound to ob-
serve other Jewish holidays which are 
of a similar character, as-  the 7th day 
Sabbath. The Gentile Christians took 
upon themselves to observe the first day 
of the week in memory of Christ's resur-
rection on that day, but it was not a 
change of Sabbath from the 7th day to 
the first day. No man 'can change the 
Word of God which will stand forever. 
So you see that when a Jew .accepts the 
Lord Jesus Christ as his Saviour, he does 
not cease from being a Jew, and is not 
supposed to do away with his national 
memorials. Just as well as an American 
sojourning in Paris finds it proper to 
celebrate the fourth of July even if he is 
under a different nationality. Those who 
believe in Christ are individuals whom 
God has taken out, "one of a city and 
two of a family" (Jer. 3 :14), who united-
ly form one big congregation, .but their 
respective nationality is not swallowed 
up in this Christian unity. There is 
neither Jew nor Greek. We are all one, 
irrespective of differences in nationalities 
just the same as the citizens of the 
United States. Everyone can observe his 
national memorials but under the flag of 
the United States we are all one people ; 
the German who is a citizen of the 
United States may observe his Great 
Frederick Day. The Irish may observe 
their St. Partick Day, etc. If you join 
therefore the Great Christian ecclessia or 
congregation, you may observe all your 
national ceremonies and yet be one with 
all other Christians. We must accept the 
Lord Jesus Christ as our Saviour from 
sin, as it says in Isa. 53, "And Jehovah 
hath laid upon him the iniquity of us 
all." This point, remission of sin, you 
can never acquire thru ceremonies or ob-
serving memorial laws. After all the  

particular observances, one is still under 
the curse of God, who said, "Cursed be 
he that confirmeth not all the words of 
this law to do them." Dent. 27:26. 

You arse proud of perhaps one Jewish 
philosopher, Spinoza? Don't be proud of 
him, if you are a real Jew, because he 
has given birth to higher criticism and 
infidelity. Are you proud of a couple of 
Jewish fiddlers? What good do they 
bring to humanity ? Have Jews dis-
covered telegraphy, the cable, steam, elec-
tricity and radio?. With your boasting 
you confirm the old Talmudic' adage, "A 
few pennies in a pocket make a loud 
noise." 

You know, with all your' pride and 
boasting, you have broken God's law. 
There has not been one Jew in the world 
who did not break the law of God in 
one way or another. What do you do 
to be reconciled to God ? You may speak 
very highly of yourself and your people, 
but it is an awful thought when we re-
member: that as sinners we are all- under 
the condemnation of Deut. 27:26. If you 
are .a sincere man, you must come to 
our blessed Messiah, Jehovah, accept 
Him humbly and follow :Him all the days 
of your life. When you will be once a 
disciple of the Son of God, you will not 
say that you are proud 'of being a Jew, 
but you will walk humbly with God. 
Micah 6:8. You will not say that you 
are of the superior race and others are 
inferior, but you will follow the principle 
which the Lord Jesus Christ so much 
emphasized to "Love thy neighbor as 
thyself." Lev. 19 :18. Matt. 	:43;22:37. 
If you are right that our people the Jews 
arc superior in every way, doing God's 
commandments, why is it then that God 
allows us Jews to suffer so much and so 
long. He is our father and He loved 
Abraham and His children after him. 
How can He endure that His beloved 
children shall be oppressed, robbed and 
killed by such savages to whom you re-
fer. But remember, that God is waiting 
for us Jews to repent, give up our foolish 
pride and humble ourselves in the dust 
and accept our blessed Saviour thru 
whom alone we will become reconciled 
unto our father who will become again 
our God and our protector. Long may 
we pray all the day of atonement, long 
may we fast and give alms, that would 
not help us. Read Isa. 1:10-18, "Your 
new moons and your appointed feasts 
my soul hateth ; they are a trouble unto 
me : I am weary to bear them. And when 
ye spread forth your' hands, I will hide 
mine eyes from _you ; yea, when ye make 
many prayers, 1 will not hear : your 
hands are full of blood." 

When the Jews will be converted, ac- 
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cepting the Lord Jesus Christ, they will 
have His spirit in them and they will 
not have that Godless characteristic 
("Pride do I hate." Proverbs 8:13) of 
boasting of superiority which has been 

'the cause of our national ruin. But they 
will have the love of God in their hearts 
toward all men and then they will carry 
out their mission in converting all those 
savages who will also become children 
of God. Thus thru accepting Christ, the 
Jews will become a loving and lovable 
people. They will become God's people 
again who will be respected by all na-
tions on earth. Do •away with your pride 
therefore and humbly accept your own 
brother the Messiah Jesus and you will 
be blessed forever.
