WAS ABRAHAM A JEW? 

No, Abraham was a Gentile. His father 
was a worshipper of idols. He not only 
worshipped idols, but he taught.others to 
indulge -in the same abomination.. 

And yet, God loved Abraham. Indeed, 
so great was God's love for this remark-
able man, that He honored him by calling 
him MY FRIEND. And Abraham .has 
come down to us in history as the only 
person in all creation whom God ever 
called "Friend." What would you not 
give, dear .reader, if you too could be 
called the Friend of God? Sometimes we 
Jews get the false idea that just because 
we are Jews therefore we are entitled to 
some sort of charmed existence, and that 
somehow God owes us eternal care and 
eternal life. Nothing could be further 
from the truth than this. The Jews in 
the time of the Lord Jesus Christ used 
to boast of this false security, but one 
day John the Baptist said to them :— 

"And think not to say within yourselves, 
We have Abraham to our father: for 1 say 
un:o you, th:lt God is able of these stc,io 	to 
raise up children unto Abraham." Alatth. 3:9. 

In the clays of Abraham the word Jew 
was unknown. Such a thing as a Jewish 
nation was unheard of, and on. every side 
were only Gentiles. Arid yet God loved 
Abraham, a Gentile. 

It is of supreme importance that every 
thinking Jew should find out why God 
loved Abraham. The answer is not hard 
to find, nor far to seek. It is found in 
our own Pentateuch, in Gen. 15: 6. 

"and he believed in the Lord ; and he counted 
it to him for righteousness." 

At that time Abraham was 100 years 
old and Sarah, his wife, was 9Q years old ; 
both of them were beyond all human pos-
sibility of ever being a father and a 
mother. Yet God came to Abraham and 
told him "he that shall come forth out 
of thine own bowels shall be thine heir." 
And Abraham was just simple enough 
and trusting enough to believe that what 
God said would dome to pass, even 
though all human nature told him it was 
an utter scientific impossibility. 

Abraham Changes His Mother's Religion 

And long before even this incident, our 
own Jewish Talmud tells us how 
Abraham had become disgusted with his 
father's and mother's idols, and altho he 
had been brought up in his mother's re-
ligion, and his father 's religion, his own 
senses told him that that religion was vile 
and was in direct disobedience to the will 
of God. And Abraham as a young boy 
Set his teeth and turned his feet away 
frOm his father's home and away from 
his own kindred, and went out into a land 
wherever God would lead him. And if  

Abraham had not done that, and if he had 
stayed by his father and mother which 
was the easiest thing to do, would there 
he a .Jewish nation today? 

Listen, you rabbis ; hear us, you so 
called Jewish leaders, . who mislead 
thousands of innocent Jews ; don't ever 
talk again about a Jew who .becomes a 
believer in the Lord Jesus Christ as a 
"traitor to his mother's religion." If 
Abraham had not been a "traitor" to his 
mother's religion, you would not he a 
rabbi today, and you would not be a 
Jewish leader today. It is only because 
we have had such "traitors" among us, 
men who have dared to stand for what is 
right, and who • have gone down to the 
death because of their faith, if we had 
not had such men among us, we fear very 
much that God would have destroyed the 
Jewish nation many, many years ago 
because of the fullness of their iniquity. 

And God sent His only begotten Son 
into the world, and He asked us to be-
lieve in Him as the only Saviour for our 
sins as the only person through whom 
we may have eternal life. And in asking 
us to do this, God has asked from us 
exactly the same exercise of faith which 
He asked of Abraham nearly six 
thousand years ago: And Abraham be-
lieved God, but we Jews of today are so 
much smarter than Abraham that we 
refuse to believe God, and we quibble and 
argue and stumble over such a foolish 
question as to whether the Lord Jesus 

Christ could have been scientifically born 
of a virgin ! Was the birth of Isaac at a 
time when Sarah was 90 years old and 
beyond all human child-hearing possib-
ilities — was that birth any less mir-
aculous than the birth of the Lord Jesus 
Christ from a •virgin? if God was able 
of a piece of clay to speak the word and 
to breathe the breath that made of it a 
human being, could not the same God 
cause a young virgin to have a child? 
Don't you see, dear reader, how Satan is 
only blinding you and throwing dust 
before your eves so as to make you stub-
born and to make you argue over little 
foolishness and thus prevent you from 
actually hecomin a true child of God 
and a friend of God? 

And there are thousands of Gentiles 
to-day who just as Abraham did of old 
are actually believing God, and they have 
had no difficulty in believing that God 
could and did cause the birth of the Lord 
Jesus Christ by the Virgin Mary, and 
in so believing these Gentiles are exercis-
ing exactly the same kind of faith that 
Abraham exercised, and so they have be-
come, and God has called them "the 
spiritual seed of Abraham," and they are 
truly God's children, and.  they are putting  

to shathe our Jewish nation; because they 
believe God and our Jewish nation does 
not believe God. 

The. Synagogues were crowded this 
Yom Kippur as in previous Yom Kippurs 
and thousands of Jews fasted and prayed 
and cried to God the whole day long, but 
when the day was finished did they have 
any assurance that their sins were for-
given? Did God --open . the heavens and 
answer their prayers? No! Listen to what 
God says in Isa. 1 :15 :— 

"When ye spread forth your hands I -will 
hide mine eyes from you; yea when ye make 
many prayers, 1 will not hear: your hands are 
full of blood." 

So, dear reader, you can keep on pray-
ing and fasting from now until the crack 
of doom, and your prayers will get no 
higher than the beautiful dome of your 
synagogue ; because God has provided for 
you a way by which your prayers can be 
answered ; that way is only thru the Lord 
Jesus Christ, who said in John 14 :6 :— 

"I am the way, the truth and the life; no 
man cometh unto the father but by me." 

so that you can only be received by God 
thru the Lord Jesus Christ. 

How long then will our Jewish people 
remain blind ?. How long will you allow 
that Gentiles shall enjoy all the blessings 
that God has promised to those who be-
lieve in the Lord Jesus Christ? Why not 
try and put God to the test? Just say 
in your own heart that you honestly do 
want to be a child of God and that you 
honestly want to believe in the Lord 
Jesus Christ if God wants you so to be-
lieve. If you will do this honestly and 
then ask God from the bottom of your 
heart to show you whether or not the 
Lord Jesus Christ is truly your saviour, 
we are satisfied to abide by the results 
you will receive. Will you try it? Then 
you will truly he a child of Abraham, be 
muse you will have the same faith in 
God's promises that he had.
