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BLOOD 

• "And he said, What bast thou done, 
the voice of thy brother's blood crieth unto 
me from the ground.-  Gen. 4 :,1 0. 

"For I will pass through the land of 
Egypt this night, and will smite all the first-
born in the land of Egypt, both man and 
beast and against all the gods of Egypt 1 
will execute judgment: I am the Lord. And 
the blood shall be to you for a token upon 
the houses where ye are: and when I see 
the blood, 1 will pass over you, and the 
plague shall not be upon yc:u to destroy 
you, when I smite the land of Egypt.-
Exod. 12:12, 13. 

"For the life of the flesh is in the blood: 
and I have given it to you upon the altar 
to make an atonement for your souls; for it 
is the blood that maketh an atonement for 
the soul." Lev. 17:11. 

Whether we like it or not, blood plays 
a most important part in the revelation 
which God has given to us in His Book 
called the Bible. In fact, if we should 
remove from the Bible all mention of 
blood, the Bible would lose its message, 
and would have no value to mankind. 
Why this is so and why the blood should 
occupy so important a place in God's 
_revelation we cannot explain. It is be-
yond. all philosophy, it is beyond the un-
derstanding of all human reason. All 
we can do is to declare that which God 
has revealed in His Word; we are not 
concerned with arguing about it nor with 
any effort to explain it away. Just as 
truly as Moses was sent to declare God's 
message. to Pharaoh, .witho4t arguments, 
.-itho',.:,the

initely and just as clearly, and without 
compromise, the whole truth of God's 
revelation in His Book, the Bible. 

The carnal mind, that is our human 
fleshly nature, does not like to talk about 
blood. But God talks about it a great 
deal in the Bible, and when God does 
that, any thinking man should realize that 
it must be important. The Lord Jesus 
Christ once had a most interesting talk 
with a Jewish rabbi whose name was Nico-
demus, To this great and learned rabbi, 
the Lord Jesus Christ said something 
which the rabbi never had heard before; 
it was this: 

"Jesus answered and said unto him: 
Verily, verily, I say unto thee, except a 
man be born again, he cannot see the king-
dom of God. .Nicodemus saith unto him, 
How can a man be born when he is old? 
can he enter the second tijne into his 
mother's womb, and be born? Jesus 
answered, Verily., verily, I say unto thee, 
except a man be born of water and of the 
Spirit, he cannot enter into the kingdom 
of God. That which is born of the flesh 
is flesh, and that which is born of the Spirit 
is spirit. Marvel not that I said unto thee, Ye  

must be born again. Nicodemus answered 
and said unto him, How can these things 
be? Jesus answered and said unto him, 
Art thou a master of Israel, and knowest 
not these things?" John 3:3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 
9, 10. 

And so, today our Jewish rabbis, the 
very ones who think themselves the most 
learned, are 'the very ones who know 
nothing about what God has to say con-
cerning the importance of blood. Nov 
there is the human nature, which the Bible 
calls carnal or flesh; and then there is the 
divine nature which is called in the Bible 
the spirit. This divine nature can only 
be secured if we are born again just as 
the Lord Jesus Christ told Nicodemus. 
When we are born again, then can we 
understand what God means concerning 
the blood. Then we will rejoice in the 
blood, and we will thank God for His 
marvelous revelation concerning the 
blood. 

So again, the carnal nature, or the 
flesh nature, hates the mention of the 
blood as God has mentioned it in the 
Bible; the spiritual nature, the man that 
is born again, rejoices in it. 

Nov the first time we learn about 
blood is when God came to Cain after 
Cain had murdered Abel, and said to him, 
"the voice of thy brother's blood crieth 
unto me from the ground." 

Later we find that such men as Abra-
ham brought sacrifices to God, and these 
sacrifices were in the nature of blood, the 
blood being spilt from the animal. Evi-
dently God had told Abraham that thru 
the offering of blood sacrifices he would 
be acceptable to God. 

The next important place where we 
read about blood is on' that memorable 
night in Egypt when God slew all of the 
first born in every home in Egypt. But 
the wonderful record is that God pro-
tected the Jews by telling them that if 
they_would sprinkle blood upon their door 
posts then the angel of death would pass 
over them, and that Jewish home would 
not see tragedy that night. So blood was 
the means of salvation for each Jewish 
home which believed God and sprinkled 
the blood on the door posts. 

Later on God told our people: 

"For the life of the flesh is in the 
blood; and I have given it to you upon the 
altar to make an atonement for your souls; 
for it is the blood that maketh an atone- 
ment for the soul." Lev. 17:11. 	. 

And so God taught us Jews that thru the 
blood sacrifice, and thru that alone, could 
we obtain forgiveness for our sins. 

Fifteen hundred years passed by. 
Generations of Jews came and went, and 
every generation went to the altar, 
brought its sacrifices, and thru the spilt  

blood upon the altar these countless thou-
sands of Jews obtained forgi,.-ci.,e6., 
their sins. But every Jew knew that the 
blood itself of any animal could not for-
give sins. Every Jew knew that this was 
a symbol, a type, looking forward to 
some day when it shall have its complete 
fulfillment. 

And one day the shout went out upon 
the streets of Jerusalem, "Behold the 
Lamb of God which taketh away the sins 
of the world." The fulfillment of the 
symbol had come. The Lord Jesus Christ, 
the only begotten Son of God, had been 
born in Bethlehem just as our prophets 
had told us many years before, and now 
having grown to manhood He appeared. 
in .Jerusalem and prepared to offer Him-
self as the blood sacrifice for the sins of 
the world. 

And one day they led Him out to 
Calvary, and they crucified him, and the 
Roman soldiers thrust the spear into His 
side, and blood gushed out—the precious 
blood of the only begotten Son of God! 

And that blood from that day to this 
has been sufficient to forgive the sins of 
every man, woman or child that has 
looked to Him and said, "Lord I be- 
lieve. 

And at that hour when the blood 
gushed forth from His bless6d side, the 
veil of our great and much boasted Jewish 
temple in Jerusalem was torn in two, and 
from the day that Titus destroyed the 
Holy City there has never been a place 
where a Jew could bring his sacrifice; and 
properly enough, for no such place was to 
be needed ever again; the blood of the 
Lord Jesus Christ, the final fulfillment of 
the type which we Jews had been observ-
ing for all of those years had I-low come, 
and forgiveness of sins for all the world 
was to be had thru this blood shed once 
for all. 

"Without shedding of blood is no re-
mission. And as it is appointed unto men, 
once to die, but after this the judgment: so. 
Christ was once offered to bear the sins of 
many; and unto them that look for him 
shall he appear the second time without sin 
unto salvatiort.-  Heb. 9:27, 28. 

Dear reader, will you not accept this 
precious blood which was shed for you, 
and, being born again thru the Spirit by 
faith in the Lord Jesus Christ, you will 
inherit eternal life and know that your 
sins are forgiven.
