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"AS A MAN THINKETH." 

A friend sent us a clipping from THE DAY, 
a Jewish daily paper. We briefly quote from it 
the following. 

"From the other side of the ocean a certain 
reader of THE DAY wrote us a letter in which 
he says: 'Give us your opinion with regard to 
Jews who have been converted to Christianity. 
Why is it that the Jewish dailies as well as Jew-
ish writers, whether from the right or the left 
wing, whether conservative or liberal, look 
upon Jewish Christians with contempt and with 
the strongest hatred? They regard them as 
much lower than the born Christian. I am won-
dering and thinking. Many of the Jewish writ-
ers are as far from religion as the east from 
west and yet they call a Jewish Christian a trait-
or. Why is it that a Jew who believes in noth-
ing is all right in the eyes of the Jewish writer 
and yet a Jew who believes in Christ is wrong? 
You must understand that when I speak about 
Jewish Christians I do not mean those who join 
Christendom because of some egotistic purpose. 
But I refer to such Jewish Christians who believe 
truly in the Nazarene.' To this the Editor of 
THE DAY answers as follows: . fe,,vs who be-
lieve truly in the Nazarene, in Jesus? Where 
has the writer of this letter seen such Jews? It 
is true that a Jew who is converted nowdays to 
Christianity must not necessarily be an enemy 
of the Jews. He may perhaps become a Chris-
tian for the sake of a Christian girl whom he 
loves, or to join high class Sociew among Chris-
tians. But all that is mere egotism! 

The answer of the editor of THE DAY .is so 
ridiculous and yet so sad that it calls forth our 
pity and sympathy for him. He shows such a 
materialized brain that he cannot form any con-
ception of Jews who truly believe in the Lord 
Jesus Christ. Moreover, it is simply blasphe-
mous to see the editor assuming a knowledge 
of the hearts of men, a thing which is ascribed 
to God alone, "for the Lord searched all hearts, 
and understandeth all the imaginations of •the 
thoughts." 	 I Chron. 28:9. 

But we would not mind so much if his god- 
• less ideas were limited to his own person and 

did not concern other people. But it is natural 
for his readers to be influenced by his publica-
tion; it is somewhat similar to what the Word 
of God says in Hosea 4:9, "Like people, like 
priest." The editor instils such corrupt 
thoughts in the hearts of his readers that' he 
causes them too, to despise and hate their own 
brothers and sisters who believe in the Lord 
Jesus Christ. 

Rabbi Wise in -one of his recent sermons 
blamed Christians. for not employing Jews in 
their business. Of course not all Christians 
pursue that policy of discrimination. But some 
of them. who know about such utterances as 
obtain in THE DAY.  are fearful of entrusting 
their business to such people, for they knoW  

very well the teaching of the- Lord Jesus Christ 
that "Love thinketh no evil." 1st Cor. 13. And 
persons who do think evil of others are certain-
ly too questionable to be put in places of -Trust, 
Expressed thought shows .the character of the 
man. We read in Proverbes 23:7, :`for as a 
man thinketh, so•is he." If one suspects: others 
of falsehood, that shows that the heart of the 
suspector is filled with falsehood. "Out of 
thine own mouth will I judge thee." Luke 
19:32. And again "out of the abundance of 
the heart the mouth speaketh." 	Matt. 12:34. 

But the Editor of THE DAY not only suspects 

but is positisie that there is no. Jew who truly 
believes in the Lord Jesus Christ! He arrogant-
ly sits there on an imaginary throne of judg-
ment and with a stroke of his pen condemns 
all the millions of Jews in the past and in. the 
neighborhood of half a million Jews in the 
present who believe in the Lord Jesus Christ. 

Possibly such editors and leaders caused the 
hatred against Christ and his disciples which 
resulted in the tragedy at Calvary. It is hard 
to understand how a man is not ashamed to 
utter such a monstrous falsehood that if there 
is a Jew who believes in Christ, he does so 
only for love of a Christian girl. This in face 
of the fact that the first believers in the Lord 
Jesus Christ were Jews exclusively; that the 
first eye-witnesses of the resurrection of the 
Lord Jesus Christ were Jewish righteous wom-
en, and that. the first martyrs were Jews. John, 
Peter, Stephen, Saul of Tarsus and many others, 
were all Jews and there were no Christian girls 
and there was no Christian society to help them 
in any way. NoW can the editor of THE DAY 
find any of his attributed motives realized in 
all those followers of the Lord Jesus Christ? 
But there have been and still are at present Jews 
who have accepted the Lord Jesus Christ in 
their old age and their only reason for so doing 
was because of the desire to be reconciled unto 
God by obtaining pardon for their sins that 
the blood of the Lord Jesus Christ, basing their 
faith chiefly on Isa. 53, "And Jehovah hath 
laid upon him the iniquity of us all." 

As one illustration, one out of many similar 
cases, we briefly quote here a few extracts from 
the story of the conversion of Rabbi Lichten-
stein of Tapio-Szele, Hungary; who Was•one of 
the most honored rabbis in that country and 
had been for forty years rabbi in the same syna-
gogue before he was converted and accepted 
the Lord Jesus Christ as his Saviour. It was in 
the year 1882 when a man by the name Istoci, 
whose father had been financially mistreated by 
a Jew vowed to reek vengeance upon the Jews. 
He brought about the old blood accusation 
against the Jews and false witnesses testified to 
having seen the Jewish vice-rabbi slaughter a 
Christian girl and receive the blood which the 
Jews then used for the Passover. He was a 
member of the Hungarian parliament and he 
brought in a bill to punish all the Jews of that 
country. It was a great shock to the Jews and it 
looked like a repetition of the days of Morde7  

cai and Hainan. While Rabbi Lichtenstein 
among others, was continually praying to God 
for deliverance, One, day an article written by a 
Protestant clergyman from England, under the 
caption "A Christian Minister Pleading for the 
Jews" attracted Lichtenstein and he read with 
great astonishment that article, in which were 
quoted a number of sayings of the Lord Jesus 
Christ, one of them "love your enemies." The 
article also contained a protest against the blood 
accusation by many clergymen. He became be- 
wildered. Hete in his country the Christians 
desired to punish the Jews and there Christians 
from England took sides with the Jews. He 
became strongly 'desirous of reading the New 
Testament from hich those utterances of the 
Lord Jesus Christ were quoted. After some dif-
ficulty he received a copy which he read with 
much avidity and the result was that he ex-
claimed "Lord Jesus thou art the son of the liv-
ing God, and the Redeemer of Israel." Then 
he began to preach in his synagogue. When 
the other rabbis in Hungary learned of it they 
excommunicated him and his people, so that 
there could be no buying or selling done by 
his congregation among the Jewish merchants 
'of Budapest. But Rabbi Lichtenstein could not 
suffer his congregation to undergo such terrible 
persecution, so he resigned and moved over to 
Budapest. The Jews of Budapest would call on 
him out of curiosity but when they left the door 
of his room behind them there was divine 
knowledge in front of them. Rabbi Lichten-
stein 

 
was over 70 years of age at that time, and 

he was married; and was greatly honored by 
the Jews in that country up until the day of 
his conversion. What will the editor of THE 
DAY say about this conversion? This narrow 
minded and bigoted and ignorant attitude on 
the part of many likeminded Jews has repelled 
a large number of refined and educated Jews 
all over the world. As an illustration we quote 
here a few sentences from Jacob Vassarman, 

"I have found, and still find, that Judaism ins 
the Diaspora, having been sanctified by two 
thousand years of martyrdom, is the last refuge 
of humanity against the advance of the new ter- 
rible barbarity that is called nationalism. A few' 
days ago I read that a Jewish sport club refused:. 
to accept members who were not Zionists. Here. 
you have the whole tragedy, the whole paltriness, 
the whole narrowness. What difference is there- 
between this and the rabid phraseology of our- 
!Voelkische'? (This is a German anti-Semitic 
band led by Hinter) None. By adding to the 
existing ninety-nine parties of war and hatred 
one more such party, we have ceased beinft dif- 
ferent, we have ceased to be humanitarian, and 
if there is any reason for despair it is this."
