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ACCORDING TO THE SCRIPTURES. 

We who write these articles are not 
Gentiles. We are Jews. Neither are we 
destructionists; we ask our Jewish friends 
to believe nothing which is not to be found 
in our own Jewish Bible. 

Everything we believe, is Jewish. The 
Lord Jesus Christ Himself was born of a 
Jewish virgin, and came directly from the 
seed of David. Paul, the greatest Christian 
that ever lived, also was a Jew and was 
proud to call. himself a Jew. This Paul 
was a student cf the great Rabbi Gamaliel, 
and thus he was thoroughly versed in all 
the Old Testament teachings, so that you 
may be sure he would never have believed 
in the Lord Jesus Christ if he had found 
anything contrary to what he had learned 
thru God's revelation in the Old Testa-
ment. 

In spite of what our esteemed Rabbis 
try to tell us today, there were thousands 
and thousands of Jews in the first century 
of the Christian era who were believers 
in the Lord Jesus Christ. A Gentile be-
liever, or a Gentile Christian, as we would 
call him today was unknown for at least 
13 years after the Lord Jesus Christ had 
arisen from the grave and ascended into 
heaven. 

So you see, it is all Jewish from the very 
foundation, and so we have a right to come 
to our Jewish brethren today and ask 
them to do what our forefathers did 1900 
years ago, that is, to accept the Lord Jesus 
Christ as Messiah and Saviour. 

Thru that great Talmudist, Paul, God 
tells us, in 1st Cor. 15 :3 : 
"For I delivered unto you first of -all that 
which I also received, how that Christ died 
for our sins according to the Scriptures." 

Thus you see that God showed Paul 
how that the very death of Christ was in 
accordance with our Old Testament 
Scriptures. 

To show our readers just two or three 
important and remarkable illustrations of 
this wonderful fact, that whatever the 
Lord Jesus Christ did on this earth, it was 
foretold that he would do in our own Old 
Testament Scriptures, we will give you 
several Scripture references so that there 
cannot be the least shadow of a doubt as 
to the correctness of our statement. 

First, let us take what is possibly the 
most important Scripture reference in all 
the Bible. We refer to Daniel 9 :25,26 :—. 

"Know therefore and understand, that from 
the going forth of the commandment to re-
store and to build Jerusalem; unto the Messiah 
the Prince, shall be seven weeks, and three-
score 'and two weeks; the street shall be 
• be built again, and the wall, even in 
trogblous,-.titnes. • "And-after :threescore and 

two weeks shall Messiah be cut off, but not 
for himself; and the people of the prince that 
shall come shall destroy the city and the 
sanctuary; and the end thereof shall be with 
a flood, and unto the end of the war desola-
tions are determined." 

Of course every Bible student knows 
that the expression • "weeks" in these 
verses means a period of seven years for 
each week. In the year 445 B. C. the com-
mand was given to restore and re-build 
Jerusalem. See Neh. 2 :1. Seven "weeks" 
later, that is 49 years, the street and the 
wall of Jerusalem were rebuilt, Artaxerses 
having given the command to rebuild in 
445 B. C. This was exactly as Daniel had 
foretold, to the very year. Sixty-two 
"weeks" later, that. is 434 years later (62 
times 7 years) the Lord Jesus - Christ rode 
into Jerusalem for the last time; a few 
days later he was crucified. 

To any honest mind, this literal and ac-
curate fulfillment of the prophecy given 
483 years before, is nothing less than 
astounding. And this fact alone .should 
be enough to convince any right minded 
inquirer concerning the Truth as to the 
coming of the Lord Jesus Christ. But we 
have not space to dwell further on this 
most • important point, as we must hurry 
on. 

Second. We want to present another 
striking prediction made by God thru.our 
Old Testament prophets, and fulfilled to 
the letter in the Lord Jesus Christ. It was 
this :— 

"Therefore the Lord himself shall give you 
a sign; Behold, a virgin shall conceive, and 
bear a son,and shall call his name Immanuel." 

And seven hundred years later, the 
wonder of wonders came to pass, just 
exactly as God had foretold through Isaiah 
—a virgin, Mary, gave birth to a Son, 
whose name 'was Immanuel, God with us. 
And He also had the name which in 
English is Jesus; in Hebrew it is Joshua, 
meaning "He shall save His people from 
their Sins." Read these wonderful words 
in the sacred record, and see how minutely 
every letter of our Old Testament was 
fulfilled:— 

"But while he thought on these things, behold, 
the angel of the Lord appeared unto him in a 
dream, saying, Joseph, thott son of David, 
fear not to take unto thee Mary thy wife: 
for that which is conceived in her is of the 
Holy Ghost. And she shall bring forth a son, 
and thou shalt call his name Jesus: for he 
shall save his people from their sins. Matth. 
1:20-21. 

And it is for that He came—to save 
you from your sins, if you will but accept 
Him as your atonement and your sin-
bearer. For right at this point we are 
brought face to face with another startling 
fact. Seven hundred years before the Lord 
Jesus Christ was born in this miraculous  

way, God made another prophecy through 
Isaiah. This time the prophecy had to do 
not with the Saviour's miraculous birth, 
but with His ignominious death. So that 
both His birth and his death were foretold 
some seven hundred years before they 
occurred! Read.:— 

"All we like sheep have gone astray; we 
have turned every one to his own way; and 
the Lord hath laid on him the • iniquity of us 
all. He was oppressed, and he was afflicted, 
yet he opened not his mouth: he is brought 
as a lamb to the slaughter, and as a sheep 
before her shearers is dumb, so he openeth 
not his mouth. He was taken from prison 
and from judgment: and who shall declare 
his generation? for he was cut off out of 
the land of the living: for the transgresiion 
of my people was he stricken. Yet it 
pleased the Lord to bruise him; he .hath put 
hit to grief; when•thou shalt make his soul 
an offering for sir, he shall see his seed, 
he shall prolong his days, and the pleasure 
of the Lord shall prosper in his hand." Isa. 
53:6-10. 

Lack of space makes it impossible to 
go on further with these wonderful 
evidences. But to the earnest, honest 
mind, truly seeking God's truth, we know 
we have told you enough to cause you to 
wake up and say, "If these things are true, 
I want them !" 

So, will you accept Him as an offering 
for your Sins? You can do it this very 
minute while you are reading these words, 
right' where you are, and God will hear 
you, and put in your heart a peace you 
never had before.
