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GOD'S CURE FOR ZIONISM 

Again confusion reigns in Zionist circles. 
Again Jewish ambitions for complete possess-
ion and domination of Palestine have received 
a body blow. In spite of all the hopes which 
our Jewish people have placed upon Great 
Britain's promises and in spite of all the con-
fidence in the League of Nations Mandate, the 
sad truth begins to dawn slowly upon Jewish 
minds that nothing is sure in this world. 

Something over a year ago came the reports 
of those terrible massacres in Jerusalem and 
vicinity, and we found to our supreme as-
tonishment that even Great Britain with all 
of her world power was unable, in a moment 
of crisis, to prevent the shedding of blood 
and the destruction of property. 

Now, just a few weeks ago, comes another 
disappointing realization, and that is that Great 
Britain is ready at, a moment's notice to turn 
her back on the past, forget previous promises, 
and suddenly to announce a new policy. The 
new policy is that no more Jews shall be al-
lowed to enter Palestine, many Jews that al-
ready have entered must be deported, and 
finally, that Jews shall not be allowed to buy 
any more property from the Arabs. All of 
which, in plain language, means that Zion-
ism must stop. 
. What is the trouble? Is it not time for the 

Jews of the world -  to do a little bit of self-
examination? Ought we not look within our-
selves to try to locate the cause for these 
disheartening experiences? Instead of heaping 
blame on Great Britain and other nations, 
instead of showing vindictiveness and hatred 
to the Arab, instead of continually indulging 
in boastfulness, pride and wilfulness, would 
we not set a better example to the world if 
we showed humility and an honest love for 
others who feel they have certain human rights 
just as the Jews feel they have human rights? 

But above all, ought we not to get to the 
bottom of a real understanding as to what 
Zionism is or as to what it ought to be? For 
instance, why do the Jews of the world clamor 
so persistently for Palestine? Would not any 
other land •be just as good? 

Of course every Jew knows the answer:—
we want Palestine because God gave it to us 
originally many years ago by sworn deeds given 
under Jehovah's solemn oath. Now, if this 
is true, then we are getting at the bedrock of 
the problem of Zionism. 

God, then, gave us the land of Palestine 
many years ago, but in the meantime, through  

the onward march of the vicissitudes .of his-
tory, strangers possess the land. Also we know 
that we were driven .out of the .land.lpecause 
of our sins, and God had foretold .to us that 
He would do this.  

Therefore any Jewish mind that will ;reason 
honestly, must reach the. conclusion that the 
only way that we can ever get back our land 
is to get it from God! Not from Great Britian, 
not horn the League of Nations, but from 
God. And .the only way we• can get .it from 
God is to repent, confess our sins to Him .and 
confess. finally the greatest sin.•of all of our 
history, that terrible deed when we rejected 
God's only begotten Son, the Lord Jesus .Christ 
who came and offered Himself for us 1900 
ears ago and our forefathers shouted "Away 
with Him!" 

But, be it said to our shame, Zionisni is 
without God! And when you attend the var-
ious Zionist protest meetings, and when you 
hear the speakers talk so boastfully and blat-
antly of what Zionism is doing and what Zion-
i•;ra proposes to do, if you are at all spiritually 
sensitive, you must many a time go away with 
sinking heart, because you realize how pitiful 
it all is. "WE will rebuild Zionism. WE 
will compel Great Britain to repeal the de-
cision of Ramsay McDonald. WE will drive 
out the Arabs. WE will rebuild Palestine and 
make it a land flowing with milk and honey!" 

Notice, dear reader, all that "WE" are going 
to do! Never have we ourselves seen in print 
nor heard at any of these protest rallies the 
mention of God, nor even a single•expression 
of hope that God would help them do all this. 

In Jeremiah 17:5 there is a verse which 
reads as follows: 

-Thus saith the Lord; Cursed be the man that 
trusted] in man, and maketh flesh his arm, and 
whose heart departeth from the Lord." 

Is there a Jew living, a real Jew, who does 
not believe that God alone, without the aid 
of Great Britain, and without the aid.  of the 
League of Nations, is perfectly able to give 
Palestine to the Jews? And when we say 
"give-  we mean give; this does not mean 
that the Jews are to buy Palestine from the 
Arabs, but it means that God is able to give 
it to the Jews without costing the Jews a 
single dollar. Can it be possible that our Jew-
ish people have lost all faith in.  God, and 
that they are unwilling to trust Him? 

If therefore we know that God is able to 
give us the land without our fighting for it, 
and without our buying it, then dear friend 
is it not to our advantage. . to seek earnestly 
God's face and find out why God has not 
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given us me land up to the present time? 
Is not this the surest way for' us to gain our 
Land, for it is the old experience of our fore-
fathers. "If God be for us, who can be against 
us?" 

Ought not we Jews to realize that there will 
be no peace for us, and no settlement even 
in our own land till we have made matters 
right wih God? God .says to us, -I have a 
controversy with you." 

"Hear' the word of the Lord, ye children of 
..Isreal: for the 1_,  ,rd hash a controversy with 

the inhabitants of the land, because there is 
• no truth, 11‘)l Mercy, nor knowledge of God 
in the land." Hosea 4:1 

And God told us further that some day 
He is going to gather us together and plead 
with us, and when that .happens it will be 
too late for us to repent because God will 
pour out ail manner of judgement upon us. 
And then our people will literally go through 
the fire, and many will be slaughtered. All 
because we are not willing now in these days 
to turn to God and accept the, Lord Jesus 
Christ, His only begotten Son, and thus be 
again God's people. 

After we will have gone thru the terrible 
time of trouble ahead of us, then we will 
learn our lesson and then those of us that are 
left will come to our senses, for God says, 

-Arid I will pour 'upon the house of David. 
and upon the inhabitants of Jerusalem, the spirit 
of grace and of supplications: and they shall 
hkck upon Me whom they have pierced, and 
they shall mourn for him, as one mourneth 
for his only son, and shall be in bitterness for 
him, as one that is in bitterness for his first-
born. In that clay there shall be a great mourn-
ing in Jerusalem, as the mourning of Hadad-
rimmon in the valley of Megiddon. And the 
land. shall mourn, every family apart; the family 
of the house of David apart, and their wives 
apart; the family of the-house of Nathan apart, 
and their wives apart; the family of the house of 
Levi apart, and their wives apart; the family Uf 
Shirriei apart -  and their wives apart; all the 
families that remain, every family apart, and 
their wives apart."—Zech. 12:10-14.
