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IS A JEW WORSE THAN A HEATHEN? 

"Let the Christian missionaries go among the 
untutored savages" cried out a certain rabbi 
here in Brooklyn the other day in an address 
which he gave at the Brooklyn Jewish Center. 
How much we poor jewi have had to suffer 
from our rabbis! It is the old, old story of 
blind leaders leading blind people; the old, old 
story of what our forefathers experienced when 
they were misled by the .false leaders of their 
day, whom God called false shepherds. Just 
listen to the stinging condemnation. that God 
gave to our false shepherds of old: 

• "Son of man,. prophesy against the shepherds • 
of Israel, prophesy, and say unto them, Thus 
saith the Lord God unto the shepherds: Woe be 

•.to the shepherds kif Israel that du feed them-
selves! should not the shepherds feed the flocks? 
Ye eat the fat; and ye clothe you With the wool, 
ye kill them that are fed: but ye feed not the 
duck."—Ezek. 34:2,3. 

And now comes another rabbi, indeed many 
rabbis, in the present day, to shout from the 
housetops that Christians must not bring to the 
Jews the only hope that there is in the•v,.drld 
for salvation and tor eternal life, the Gospel of 
the Lord Jesus Christ, who was our Messiah, 
and who fulfilled the promises made to us by 
God thru the prophets. 

The Christian people love the Jews; every 
real Christian has a true love in his heart for 
the children of Abraham, Isaac and Jacob. 
And because the Christian loves the Jew, he 
is anxious to bring to the Jew salvation, thru 
the knowledge. of our Jewish Messiah, the Lord 
Jesus Christ. .

message or with any information concerning 
the Lord . Jesus Christ, we will never even 
invite a Jew to come to our churches, nor will 
we even ask Jewish children to come with our  
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children to Sunday School; we .will let the Jews 
absolutely alone!" 

Just think how quickly every rabbi in Amer-
ica would send out an alarm all over the coun-
try "Anti-Semitism! Anti-Semitism! Why do 
the Christians discriminate against us and send 
their missionaries to the heathen savages rather 
than to us! Are the heathen savages more 
desirable and better than we are?" . 

So you see dear reader you can never please 
these rabbis. Instead of being thankful that 
the Christian churches are so kind as to think 
about the Jews and to do whatever can be done 
to help them, these rabbis flaunt insults to their 
faces, and accuse the Christians of all kinds of 
mean motives. 

It was the same way exactly when the Lord 
Jesus Christ was here on the earth; He went 
about doing good, He loved the poor, He ate 
and He drank with the publicans, He healed 
the sick, He raised the dead, He just literally 
poured out His life to help all those who were 
in need.

QUESTION 2. Do you think a Jew should 
marry a Christian? 

Ansu'rr. 	Happiness in marriage can 
only come if both parties are agreed in every 
important principle. Religion is one of the 
most prolific causes of controversy. In Amos 
3:3 we find the question, "Can two walk to-
gether, except they be agreed?" In the New 
Testament also, the believer in the Lord Jesus 
Christ has some instruction concerning this 
point, and this is of value even to the unbe-
liever. It is this: "Be ye not unequally 
yoked together with unbelievers." 2nd Cor. 
6 : 14. 

The Jewish boy who wants to marry a Chris-
tian girl ought first to study the claims of the 
Lord Jesus Christ, and then having found these 
claims to be true, he should become a true fol-
lower of His, and then he may be sure of a 
happy marriage with the Christian girl. Like-
wise the Jewish girl who wants to marry the 
Christian young -man. Only in this way can 
there be a happy home. 

It is important that both parties be very hon-
est in a matter of this kind; that is, the young 
man must not say only with his lips that he is 
a Christian, neither should the Jewish girl 
say only with her lips that she is a Christian. 
It must come truly from the heart and it must 
come from an honest conviction that the Lord 
Jesus Christ is our Messiah and our Saviour. 

QUESTION 3. How can you ask a Jew to 
believe in Christianity which has tortured, 
droxilcd and burned alive unnumbered thou-
sands of innocent Jews? 

Answer. You do not judge a barrel of apples 
because one apple is rotten. You would not 
like us to condemn all Jews because a few of 
them are gangsters, Communists, murderers. 
The Lord Jesus Christ said in Matt. 7: 16, 17: 

-Ye shall know them by their fruits. Do men 
gather grapes of thorns, or figs of thistles? 
Even so every good tree bringeth forth good 
fruit; hut a corrupt tree bringeth forth evil fruit. 

A Christian is exactly what the word indi-
cateS, a Christ-ian, one who follows the Lord 
Jesus Christ. The Lord Jesus Christ never 
taught to hate or to kill; on the contrary the 
one thing which He did tell His followers was 
that they Jove their fellowmen. Listen to these 
wonderful words that fell from His own lips: 

-Ye have heard that it hath been said, Thou 
shalt love thy neighbor, and hate thine enemy. 
But I say 'unto you, Love your enemies, bless 
them that curse you, and pray for them which 
despitefully use you, and persecute you." Matt. 
5:43, 44. 

What then is the answer? It is, that those 
people in Russia or Spain or Roumania or any 
other part of the world who at 	time hated 
the Jews, could not possibly be real Christians. 
A true Christian loves the Jew. 
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
