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COME ON IN, THE WATER IS FINE 

There is a rabbi here in New York by 
the name of Goldstein, who is greatly 
concerned because of the many J ews who 
are accepting the Lord Jesus Christ as 
Savior and Messiah. And Rabbi Goldstein 
in voicing his opinions. on the subject, 
sadly enough does not seem to have one 
spark of originality, for all he does is to 
follow the same .old worn out method of 
general. abuse, calling bad names and 
slinging mud. "A Jew without Judaism" 
he cried, "has as • much standing in the 
Community as a flower without its frag-
rance and as a star without its brilliance." 
And then he went on to denounce these 
terrible Christian missionaries because of 
the "conversion" of Jews in New York 
City. According 'to Mr. Goldstein's think-
ing,. these awful Christian missionaries 
must have some kind of magic charm 
which they bring into use as one might 
use the powers of hypnotism, and all that 
the missionary has to do is to wave his 
palms over •the poor Jewish victim, and 
presto! the Jewish victim is now "con-
verted"! 

An Insult To Jews 

What a degrading insult to the Jewish 
mind! As though men like Disraeli, or 
Mendelsohn or • Herschel, the great 
astronomer, or a thousand other truly 
illustrious Jewish Christians whom we 
might name, were so imbecile and stupid 
of miner that some Christian missionary 
simply said "hocus pocus", and in the 
twinkling of a moment these Jews became 
"converted" ! 

Why are we Jews so foolish? Do we 
not truly have a better opinion of our 
Jewish fellowmen than this? Do you not 
know that it takes knowledge of the Bible 
as well as an obedient heart, to believe in 
the Lord Jesus ',Christ? 

Modern Synagogue a Failure. 

Strangely enough, the very newspaper 
Which reported these outcries of Rabbi 
Goldstein, carried right along side of this 
article another report in which a Mr. 
Gutman, President of the East New York 
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Council of Boy Scouts, delivered an ad-
dress at the Congregation Agudas Achim 
Bnei Jacob, in which he said, "A semi-jazz 
atmosphere in Brooklyn. synagogues, de-
signed to attract Hebrew youths to Ju,_ 
daism, is defeating its own end." - 

Mr. Gutman went on further to show 
that the modern synagogue has failed 
utterly in reaching the masses. "The 
failure of so-called Community Centers 
to benefit the poor Jewish Communities.... 
and the introduction under the guise of 
reform of a hodge-podge forin of ritual 	 
are corroding the pillars of our faith, and 
destroying the . confidence of Jewish 
youth." 

And so here is the truth at last, and a 
truth which every rabbi ought to face, 
shocking as it may be. It is that our 
Jewish rabbis and the Jewish rg-Ynagogues 
have lost completely the control of our 
Jewish people and have forfeited their 
position as leaders. In other words, the. 
so  called Judaism of today has no message 
for 'the world, and nd message even for 
the Jews. For, any one who can do the 
least bit of logical thinking will easily see 
that if the rabbis truly had a message, the 
synagogues would be crowded instead of 
being .errity ; the young people would flock 
to the services of the. synagogue, instead 
of having to be coaxed by hodge-podge 
attractions. Every once in a while some 
rabbi delivers.  himself of a solemn declara-
tion to the effect that Judaism has a 
message that will cure all the ills of the 
world. 

Mr. Rabbi, if you have such a message, 
in God's name give it to the world, for the 
world is desperately in need of something 
that will cure all its ills. And if your 
message is really- the cure for the world's 
ills, why are you afraid of a few poor 
Jewish Christian Missionaries _But if you 
have no message, then by all that is fair 
and honest, do not whine and throw dirt 
when you find the thinking Jew leaving 
your synagogue and becoming a believer 
in the Lord Jesus . Christ. Take your 
medicine like a man and accept the in-
evitable result of a bankrupt spirituality, 
and that result is that the glory of God 
must depart. 

Where is your Message? 

So here is the challenge of the Christian 
missionary to the Jewish rabbi :—If you 
have a message to the world, by all means 
shout it fromthe housetops, and let it ring 
from one end' of the city to the other; and 
just as surely as night follows day, your 
synagogue will be crowded and you will 
have thousands of Gentiles also Who will 
come ; and these Gentiles will be your 
converts to Judaism. This is your best 
answer to the approach of the missionary, 
that you yourself start to proselyte, and 
left your message stand or fall upon what 
it may be worth. In other words come on 
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in, the water is fine. Why don't you 
make converts from the Gentiles? Can 
you show us a Rabbi in America who last 
year . added one single Gentile to the 
Synagogue membership ? Do not stand 
on the shore whimpering and shivering; 
the whole wide ocean is yours, and if you 
have something to say to the people of 
the world they will listen. We missionaries 
are quite satisfied to let our message be 
its own test; indeed we have had to de-
pend entirely upon our message to make 
its way, but we have delivered our 
message because we have always known 
that it is God's message, aril He has 
been with us, and He has enabled us 
to spread far and wide the knowledge 
of the Lord Jesus • Christ, God's only 
begotten Son 	And many hundreds 
of Jews, some of them just as 'brilliant 
and just as well versed as these present 
day Jewish rabbis, have accepted the Lord 
Jesus Christ, and thus they have re-
sponded to the message which God has 
given us to deliver to them. Perhaps 
there-  will be some Jew who will .read 
these very lines and who will allow the 
Holy Spirit of God to speak to him, and 
even as he reads these lines he will sur-
render his heart to the Lord Jesus Christ, 
and say, as Paul did of old, "Lord what 
wilt thou have me to do?" 

Dear Jewish friend, God did not make 
you to sell clothing on Broadway, nor to 
peddle from a pushcart. God made you 
to be a light to the Gentiles, and to show 
the Gentiles the way to God. You cannot 
be that light and you cannot show any 
Gentile the way to God until you yourself 
have found that way, and that way can 
only be found through the Lord Jesus 
Christ.

Question 4. In your article, "Five 
Famous Jews in History," published in 
February, you quote the words of Jesus, 
"Think not that I am come to destroy the 
Law, or the Prophets : I am not come to 
destroy, but to fulfill." (Matthew 5:17) 
Please explain by what authority you 
Christians observe "Sabbath" on Sunday 
which is the first day of the week, instead 
of on Saturday, the seventh day. 
Answer. Sabbath was given to the Jews 
as a remembrance, a reminder of their 
deliverance from Egypt. "And remember 
that tliou wart a servant in the land of 
Egypt, and that the Lord thy God 
brought thee out thence through a 
mighty hand and by a stretched out arm : 
therefore the Lord thy God commanded 
thee to keep the Sabbath day." (Deut-
eronomy 5:15). 

This excludes Gentiles from any obli-
gation to keep this observance; because 
neither they nor their forefathers were 
at any time slaves in Egypt ; hence 
they could never keep certain observances 
in remembrance of a deliverance from 
Egypt. "I-Ic sheweth His word unto 
Jacob, His statutes and His judgments 
unto Israel. He hath not dealt so with 
any nation : and as for His judgments, 
they haVe not known them." 	(Psalms 
147:19, 20). 

However, God also had mercy upon 
the Gentiles. He sent the Holy Mes-
siah to be the substitutionary sacrifice for 
all humanity's sins; so that -any one who 
will only believe in Him and accept His 
sacrifice hi .  faith, shall have everlasting 
life. The Gentiles are God's creatures 
just the same as we Jews are. Malachi 
the Prophet states this in chapter 2, verse 
10, "Have we not all one father? hath 
not one God created us?" 

All the commandments and ceremonial 
observances, which were a memorial, of 
the deliverance from Egypt, could never 
bring us everlasting life. "For there is 
not a just man upon the earth that 
doeth good and sinneth not." (Eccles-
iastes 7:20). Consequently we all need 
the Holy Messiah to accomplish for us 
that which we could never do for our-
selves. 

We Tews who are believers in Jesus 
the Messiah do not cast off the Sabbath, 
Passover and other Jewish National Ob-
servances. We celebrate them, but only 
as a memorial in remembrance of our 
former slavery in Egypt. We do not ex-
pect to attain to everlasting life through 
these observances, because it is only 
through Jesus the Messiah that we can 
ha,:e an atonement for sin, anfl finally 
eternal life. (John 3 :16.) 

The Christian honors the Messiah and 
observes Sunday as a memorial of His 
resurrection. ..(Matthew 28.)  
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
