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CHARITY BEGINS AT HOME 

From the New York Times We have 
taken the following report of a sermon 
delivered by Rabbi Krass: 

"The adherents of religion are too often 
taunted by unbelievers regarding the pre-
judices of religious groups toward each other." 
the Rev. Dr. Nathan Krass said in his sermon 
yesterday morning before Congregation 
EmantprEl, Sixty-fifth Street and Fifth Ave. 

"The practical purpose of religion touching 
human relationships has been tersely and tel-
lingly expressed by the Psalmist when he 
exclaimed: 'Behold how good and how pleas-
ant it is for brethren to dwell together 
in unity'" said Dr. Krass. The time as 
come, he said, for Jews and Christians to 
drop their ancient prejudices. 

"The age-long .hostility must be transmuted 
into fellowship," he said: "the persistent pre-
judices must be transformed into sympathy, 
the bitterness of the centuries must be sup-
planted by 'sweetness and light.'" 

But, Rabbi Krass, charity begins at 
home, and it is a poor preacher .who is 
not willing to practice what he preaches. 
For instance, since you are offering advice 
to the Christians and to the Jews also, to 
drop their prejudices and transform them 
into sympathy, why not start yourself by 
setting the .Christians and the Jews an 
example? The example that would be 
most effective and would prove your own 
sincerity; is that you drop your own pre-
judices against your fellow Jews who 
have become believers in the Lord 
Jesus Christ. Why is it that when one of 
your own flesh and blood, whom you 
ought .to love with all your 'heart, becomes 
a believer in the Lord Jesus Christ, all the 
fury of Jewish temper is let loose upon 
him, even tho down in his heart and in his 
daily living he is a far better Jew than the 
average Jews that roam about New York?

Question.I.Who originated the "Kaddish" 
and what value has that short prayer ? 

Answer. Originally the Kaddish had no 
relation to prayer. for the dead. It was 
the doxology recited by the preacher at 
the close of his discourse, when he ex-
pected to di_imiss the audience. It alludes 
to the hope of the coming Messiah. The 
words of Ezek. 38:23 are employed with 
that blessed hone in view. "111--.y are as 
follows: 

"Thus will 1 magnify myself, and sanctify 
myself; and 1 will be known in the eyes of 
many nations, and They shall know that I am 
the Lord." 

Later on the Kaddish was recited at the 
death of a great scholar. In the course 
of time some of the great Taimudists 
ascribed to that Kaddish a sort of mystical 
power which could redeem the dead from 
the sufferings of Gehenna. Later, a strange 
legend grew up around this Kaddish. The 
story is that the great Rabbi Akiba met 
a spirit in the guise of a man carrying 
wood. He told Akiba that the wood was 
for the fire in Gehenna in which he was 
burned daily in punishment for his sin 
and that he would be released from his 
torture if his son would recite the Kaddish 
before a worshipping quorum of Jews. 
Upon locating the whereabouts of the son, 
the Rabbi educated him so that one day 
he stood in the a_sembly of Jews and re- 

`'." .taited the Kaddish, and thus released his 
_father from Gehenna. Mass. Kallah, ed. 
coronet, p. p. 4b, 19b ; Isaac of Vienna. 

«:..V.anna debe Eliyahu Zuta 17. 

The Talmud also teaches that a sons 
or grandson's piety may exert a redeeming 
influence on behalf of a departed father or 
grandfather. Sanh. 104 a. 

Now contrast this with our belief in the 
Lord Jesus Christ, concerning whom God 
Himself, not Akiba, said thru the prophet 
Isaiah 53, "And Jehovah 'hath laid upon 
Him (Christ) the iniquity of us all." If 
we. believe in and accept Him as our sub-
_titute, Redeemer and Saviour, then we 
know as the surest fact of our lives that 
when we die, we go to be with Him who 
bought us with His blood shed on the 
Cross. 

No prayers that we can make will ever 
help those who have gone before. They 
must answer to God for the sins they 
committed while here on the earth, and 
particularly the sin of rejecting the Lord 
Jesus Christ, the Son of God, who came 
to earth to die for us, and thus to give all 
who accept Him, Eternal Life, without 
any Kaddish, or any prayer by our child-
ren after we are gone.
