The rabbis say that we proselyte. They 
express a holy horror when they talk 
about these "terrible missionaries" and 
how we "snatch away Jewish souls". And 
they keep ringing the changes on what 
a disgraceful thing it is to "change one's 
religion". 

But, all who speak in this way are 
either wilfully distorting the truth, or they 
are honestly and innocently ignorant. if 
they are deliberately misrepresenting the 
true object of the missionary, we of course 
can do nothing about it, hut must leave 
them in the hands of a just God. If on 
the other hand they are just innocently 
in ignorance, we want to write these few 
words so as to enlighten them, and we 
are sure they will take such enlightenment 
earnestly and in good faith. 

BACK TO OUR FATHERS 

The only aim and hope of the Jewish 
missionary, is to plead with our Jewish 
people the world over to come back to the 
faith of our fathers. If this is proselyting, 
then Noah wias a proselyter, and Abraham 
was a proselyter and Isaiah also a pro-
selyter, and so were all of our greatly be-
loved prophets and writers of our precious 
Bible. For, every one of these prophets 
came to the Jewish people of his genera-
tion and begged them, many times with 
tears, to return to God and to believe once 
more in the God of Abraham and Isaac 
and Jacob. Were they all proselyters? 
Let any honest Jew answer. 

Then last of all, came the Lord Jesus 
Christ Himself, and almost the first words 
He tittered to our Jewish forefathers were : 

"Think not that I am come to destroy the law 
or the 'prophets: I am not come to destroy, 
but to fulfill" Matt. 5:17. 

On another occasion the Lord Jesus 
Christ had been brutally hated and coarse-
ly treated by the Pharisees, the Jewish 
leaders of that day, and to them He, in 
His marvelous insight into human nature, 
hurled this challenge. 

"Search the Scriptures; for in them ye think 
ye have eternal life: and they are they which 
testify of me. Do not think that I will accuse 
you to the Father; there is one that accuseth 
you, even Moses, in whom ye trust. For 
had ye believed Moses, ye would have be-
lieved me; for he wrote of me.". 

John 5:39, 45, 46. 
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So there you have it, dear reader; if you 
really believe Moses and you really want 
to have the faith of our forefathers, then 
you must, as a consistent and logical 
thinker, 'believe in the Lord Jesus Christ. 
Everything He did, and that He said, was 
according to God's word. Everyone of 
those who followed Him as His disciples, 
in the days when He was here upon the 
earth, was a Jew. The greatest %missionary 
that ever lived and the one who went all 
over the known world preaching about 
the Lord Jesus Christ, was Paul, a Jew. 
Historians estimate that in the first 
century of the Christian era, about one 
million Jews believed in the Lord Jesus 
Christ, and by doing so they really were 
true Jews. 

JEWS THAT ARE NOT JEWS 

A Jew without the Lord Jesus Christ 
is really not a Jew at all, for he denies 
the Old Testament Scriptures and he dis-
believes the very God who delivered him 
out of the land of Egypt and gave him 
such marvelous promises. 

Dear reader, how long will you he a. Jew 
who is not a Jew ? How long will you 
keep on refusing to :accept the Lord Jesus 
Christ who fulfilled all the prophecies of 
our own Old Testament? Will you not 
think this all over again, and then have 
respect for the earnest missionaries who 
are trying to bring you back to God and 
to the faith of our forefathers, to the faith 
of Abraham and Isaac 'and Jacob, and 
Moses and David and the many other men 
of God who bore our Jewish name? These 
men all looked forward to the coining of 
the Lord Jesus Christ, and they believed 
in Him even before He came. Will you 
not today look backward to the 'hour when 
He did come, and bow your knee to Him 
and say out of a sincere heart, "Blessed is 
He that conieth in the name of the Lord"? 

Who bath believed our report? and to 
whom is the arm of the Lord revealed? 
For he shall grow up 'before him as a 
tender plant, and as a root out of a dry 
ground : he hath no form nor comeliness ; 
and when we shall see him, there is no 
beauty that we should desire him. He is 
despised and rejected of men; a man of 
sorrows, and acquainted with grief : and 
we hid as it were our faces from him ; he 
was despised, and we esteemed him not. 
Surely he hath borne our griefs, and car-
ried our sorrows : yet we did esteem him 
stricken, smitten of God, and afflicted. 
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But he was wounded for our transgres-
sions, he was bruised for our inquitiess: 
the chastisement of our peace was upon 
him; and with his stripes we are healed. 
All we like sheep have gone astray ; we 
have turned every one !to his own way ;. 
and the -Lord bath laid on him the inquity 
of us all. He was oppressed, and he was 
afflicted, yet he opened not his mouth : he 
is 'brought as a lamb to the slaughter, and 
as a sheep before her shearers is dumb, 
so he openeth not his mouth. He was 
taken 'from prison .and from judgment: 
and who shall declare his generation? for 
he was cut off out of .the land of the living: 
for the transgression of my people was 
he stricken. And he made his grave with 
the wicked, and with the rich in his death ; 
because he had done no violence, neither 
was any deceit in his mouth. Yet it pleased 
the Lord to bruise him ; he hath put him 
to grief : when thou shalt make his soul 
an offering for sin, he shall see his 
seed, he shall prolong his days, and the 
pleasure of .the Lord shall prosper in his 
hand. He sh,all see of the travail of his 
soul, and shall be satisfied : by his knowl-
edge shall my rieiteous servant justify 
many ; for he shall bear their inqui:ties. 
Therefore will I divide him a portion with 
the great and he shall divide the spoil 
with the strong; because he bath poured 
out 'his soul unto death : and he was 
numbered with the transgressors ; and he 
bare the sin of many, and made inter-
cession for the transgressors. (Isaiah 53).

Question 6. How can you, as an intel-
ligent Jew, believe that. Jesus Christ was 
born of a virgin? 
Answer. If there is any people on earth 
to whom the virgin birth of the Lord 
Jesus Christ should be acceptable as an 
historical fact, but should also be a very 
precious belief, that people is our own 
Jewish nation. For after all it was our 
Jewish forefathers whom God used to 
write the records of the Old Testament 
books, beginning with Genesis and going 
through even to the last book of the New 
Testament. And these very same Jewish 
forefathers of ours who wrote these holy 
records as God told them to write, gave 
to us some significant facts. 

One of these facts is recorded in the 
first chapter of the book of Genesis and 
it is majestic in its simplicity ; for the 
statement reads, "In the beginning God 
created the heavens and the earth." 

The second fact to which we would 
refer, is to be found also in the book of 
Genesis, the 17th chapter, verses 17 to 19 : 

"Then Abraham fell upon his face, and 
laughed, and said in his heart, Shall a child 
be born unto him that is a hundred years 
old? and shall Sarah, that is ninety years 
old, bear? And God said, Sarah thy wife 
shall bear thee a son indeed." 

Now here are two startling facts, that 
should command the attention of every 
thoughtful Jew. First, God creates; that 
is, He actually makes out of nothing, the 
heavens and the earth. The second fact 
is that Abraham was 100 years and Sarah 
was 90 years old, and from natural human 
experience of the race, we know that it 
was 90 years old, and from the natural 
human experience of the race, we know 
that it was impossible for them to have 
children. Yet God promised that Ab-
raham and Sarah would have a child, 
that his name would be Isaac and that 
through him God would carry out the 
promise made to Abraham. In other 
words our own Jewish nation today lives 
because 4000 years ago God did a miracle 
by causing a woman 90 years old to give 
birth to a child, a fact which modern 
science calls an impossibility. 

Now if God was able to create out of 
nothing this whole world, and if God was 
able to cause Sarah at the age of 90 to 
bear a son, Isaac, then in the name of all 
that is honest and true, why should any 
Jew question the possibility of God being 
able to cause the virgin Mary to bear a 
son?
