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IS IT AN IMPOSSIBILITY?

On November 16, 1931, the following article 
.appeared in the Atlantic City Press: 

"The greatest question which faces mankind 
today is the relation between faiths, races and 
nationalities," declared James Waterman Wise, 
well-known author and lecturer, last night at 
the Jewish Community Center during the Sun-
day night Forum, presenting the subject, "Jews 
and Christians." 

Wise, who is the son of Rabbi Stephen Wise, 
presented as his solution to this question the 
retention of, rather than the assimilation of 
individuality. 

Wise emphatically declared that the conver-
sion of Jews to Christianity or of Christians 
to Judaism was, in his opinion, an impossibil-
ity. 

"There will never be a complete:disappear-
ance of the Christian Jewish problem, de-
clared Wise. 

Mr. Wise in .giving his opinion that the con-
version of Jews to Christianity is impossible, 
either shows gross ignorance of the facts in the 
case or else he is laying himself open to the 
charge of intellectual dishonesty. 

In a little booklet entitled "Jewish - Confes-
sors of the Faith" compiled •by Mr. Henry 
Einspruch we read: 	 • 

"Dr. Arthur Rupin, a well known Jewish 
writer and prominent Zionist, commenting upon 
the figures given by de le Roi, says: 'It is quite 
conceivable that the approximate calculation of 
204,500 Jewish baptisms in the nineteenth 
century not only does not exceed the actual 
number, but may perhaps fall slightly short of 
it:—The Jews of Today. p. 183." 

Here we have an admission from - a Jewish 
authority that there were in one century alone, 
204,500 proofs that Mr. Wise's opinion is 
wrong. 

Mr. Einspruch continues: 
"In the B'nai ifrith Magazine •of January, 

1925, Rabbi Max Heller, who surely can not be 
accused of overfriendliness to Christianity 
affirms that 'There have been genuine converts 
from Judaism to Christianity; no one, for in-
stance, has ever called in question •the sincere 
Christian faith of N e a n d e r, Edersheim or 
Veit'." 

An even more imposing Jewish authority is. 
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that of the Jewish Encyclopaedia, where we find 
on page 253 of VOL IV, a long list of Jewish 
converts to Christianity. Among those listed is 
Benjamin Disraeli, of whom the Jewish Ency-
clopaedia says, (Vol. IV, p. 620,) "Disraeli 
appears genuinely to have believed in Chris-
tianity as developed Judaism." 

The Torah says, "At the mouth of two 
witnesses, or at the mouth of three witnesses, 
shall a matter be established" (Deut. 19:15). 
Here are evidences from three reliable Jewish 
sources that Mr. Wise is utterly at fault in 
expressing his views which are contrary to fact. 

We might further call attention to the fact 
that in the thirty-seven years in which our Mis-
sion has been witnessing to Israel there have 
been 1500 baptisms in this Mission alone! 
This does not take into account the many be-
lievers who have not been baptized, of which 
there are hundreds; nor does it include the 
thousands of other earnest Hebrew Christians 
who have been baptized in other Missions and 
Churches! 

The best way to dispel darkness is to turn on 
the light. And so we merely give these facts to 
enlighten our readers concerning the fact that 
conversion of Jews to Christianity is• not only 
a possibility, but a reality—something which is 
occurring every day. No man is so much in the 
dark as he who will not open his eyes. If Mr. 
Wise and all like-minded Jews would merely 
open their eyes and look in the writings of 
their own (not Christian) co-religionists they 
would find proof enough that Jews are turning 
to the Lord Jesus Christ. 

Also if Israel would only search carefully the 
writings of their own Prophets and of Moses in 
the Law, they would learn the reason why so 
many earnest, upright Jews have accepted the 
Lord Jesus Christ as their own personal Saviour 
and Messiah. God has given sufficient proof in 
the Old Testament to enable us to recognize in 
the Lord Jesus Christ, the promised Messiah 
and Redeemer, who "was wounded for our 
transgressions, bruised for our iniquities, the 
chastisement of our peace was upon Him and 
by His stripes we are healed." (Isaiah 53:5). 

But, alas, the words of the Lord thru the 
Prophet Hosea have come to pass: "My people 
are destroyed for lack of knowledge; because 
thou hast rejected knowledge, I will also reject 
thee. . . (Hos. 4:6). God's indictment of His 
people, Israel is that they have definitely 
rejected knowledge. This condition of mind is 
as common in our day as it was in the time of 
Hosea. Isaiah, who prophesied at about the 
same time says, "0 my people, they which 
lead thee cause thee to err" (Isa. 3:12). So 
today we find leaders among Israel rejecting the 
truth of God's witness concerning His Son, 
the Messiah, and leading the Jews further into 
the wilderness of doubt and unbelief. 

Mr. Wise says that "there will never be a 
complete disappearance of the Christian-Jewish 
problem." Here once again he definitely blinds 
his eyes to the light and rejects the knowledge 
which God has given us in His Word.

Question 13. Will you please explain why 
Jesus, if he was the true Messiah, came, "Not 
to send peace, but a sword?" Matt. 10:34. 
Answer. 'It is true, the Lord Jesus Christ in 
Matt. 10:34 made the following striking 

prophecy: 

Think not that I am come to send peace on 
earth: I came not to send peace but a sword. 
For I am come to set a man at variance against 
his father and the daughter against her mother 
and the daughter-in-law against her mother-
in-law. 
Just let an honest Jew today become a be-

liever in the Lord Jesus Christ, and suddenly 
he will find that a sword has thrust its sharp 
edge into his family. His mother and father 
will hate him, and even deny that he is their 
son. His brothers and sisters will have no fur-
ther dealings with him, his Jewish friends will 
desert him, and even his Jewish employer will 
throw him out of work. This is truly a sword. 

But the fact is that the Lord Jesus Christ, 
because He was God, foresaw through all the 
years down to the present time that this world, 
including both Jew and Gentile, would continue 
to hate and blaspheme the name of the Lord 
Jesus Christ, and thus .because the world will 
not have the Lord Jesus Christ as King there 
must be a sword. 

Many Jews have been puzzled by these 
strange words of the Lord Jesus Christ and 
have asked often the question, "How could he 
be our Messiah, when instead of peace He 
would send a sword?" 

As long as the King Himself, who is the 
Lord Jesus Christ, the Prince of Peace, has been 
rejected by the world, there can be no possible 
peace. But there will be continued hatred, war, 
bloodshed, murder; in short, it is the reign of 
the Sword. 

When at any time, this world of ours will 
forget its selfishness, its greed, its ambitions for 
power and will turn to the Lord Jesus Christ 
and accept Him as Saviour, and say to Him, 
"Here are the reins of world government; take 
them and do with them what Thou Wilt," that 
moment, the Lord Jesus Christ will bring about 
everlasting peace on this earth, and there will 
be no need for the League of Nations, no need 
for Peace Treaties, no need for Disarmament 
Conferences. 

Then a g a i n, individually, the Lord Jesus 
Christ does bring peace right now into the 
heart of each person who accepts Him as Lord 
and Saviour. Such a person receives from Him 
a peace and a joy which cannot be found in all 
the world, a peace which enables him to meet 
disaster with a smile; for he knows that what-
ever the Lord has allowed to come, must be 
for his good. Such a person does not commit 
suicide, as so many thousands have done these 
last few years when misfortune has come to 
them; but on the contrary, his belief in the 
Lord Jesus Christ brings peace, and joy, and 
contentment.
