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WHOSOEVER WILL • 

There is no Christian nation. There never 
was a Christian nation. When you hear. some-
one using that expression you .may be, sure 
that that person. either is ignorant, or wilfully 
blind. Christianity is a personal proposition. 
You are a Christian Only.  if you choose to be; 
you are not a Christian if you choose not 
to be. The Lord Jesus Christ is the foundation 
on• which all Christianity rests. He was and is 
an individual, God in the flesh, and always 
His appeals were, "follow me." He never ap-
pealed to Rome as a nation to follow Him; 
He never appealed to the Jews as a nation to 
follow Him. His appeals were to the individ-
ual. He sat one day by a well in Samaria and 
talked to a lone woman, and among some of 
the wonderful things that He said to her were 
the following astonishing words:.  

"Whosoever drinketh of 
, this water shall thirst 

again: But whosoever drinketh of the water 

that I shall give him shall never thirst; but 

the water that I shall give him shall be in 
him a well of water springing up into ever-

lasting life.' John' '4:13, 14 

And one day a great man among the Jews, 
a ruler, *whose name was Nicodemus, came. to 
see the Lord Jesus Christ. This Jewish leader 
was like some of the Jews today who are afraid 
to come into a Mission meeting, for Nicodemus 
also was afraid that some of the Jews might 
see him talking to the Lord Jesus Christ. And 
so he came late at. night, in the dark. To him 
the Lord Jesus Christ said some baffling things, 
and then asked, "Art thou a master of .Israel, 

knowest not these•things?" 

The statement which the Lord Jesus Christ 
made to Nicodemus Which he could not corn= 
prebend;  was contained in the simple sentence:. 

" YE MUST BE BORN AGAIN " 

And then the Lord..Jesu.s Christ went on fur-
ther and said to Nicodemus: 

"And -as Moses lifted up the serpent in the 
wilderness, even so must 'the Son of man be 
lifted up: That whosoever believeth in him 
.ghould not perish, but have eternal life. For 
,God 'so loved the world,' that He gave his 
only begotten: Son, 'that whosoever believeth 
in Him should not perish, but have ever-
lasting life." John 3:14-18 

Now We want especially to stress the words 
of the Lord Jesus Christ who as we told you 
before.is  the very foundation of true Christian-
ity: "Whosoever.believeth in Him should not 
perish but have everlasting life." 

A nation cannot believe in the Lord Jesus 
Christ because . a nation cannot. think nationally. 
A nation is composed of many thousands or 
millions of individuals, and each individual 
must do his own ‘thinking,and decide for him-.  

self whether or not he shall believe in the 
Lord Jesus Christ and thus become a Christian. 
This you see is very individualistic, and refers 
to you, the very person who is reading these 
lines this moment, for you are one of. the 
WHOSOEVERS. It is in your power, for God 
has made you a free moral agent, to say yes or 
to say no to the Lord' Jesus Christ. 

When Russia as a nation massacred the Jews, 
that was the finest proof of what we are talking 
about in this article, that a nation cannot pos-
sibly be a Christian nation. Russia killed many 
thousands of Jews; but in Russia there have al-
ways lived thousands of individual Christians, 
who had for the Jews only love and compas-
sion. Again, a nation goes to war, and as a 
nation it kills out many thousands of innocent 
soldiers; here again you have the proof that a 
nation cannot be Christian, for if it were Chris-
tian. it could not possibly engage in a war. 
At the same time, however, when a given na-
tion, say America, is at war with some other 
nation, there are many thousands of individ-
uals in America who are real Christians and in 
whose hearts there is only love, and there is 
unbounded grief because the nation has gone 
to war. 

In a recently issued magazine entitled "The 
Current Jewish Record" there is a quotation 
from Norman Thomas, a Socalist leader, which 
reads as follows: 

" 'It is the greatest irony in history that the 
most militaristic and acquisitive nations in the 
world should have chosen a pacifist Jewish 
peasant not only as their prophet but as 
their God.' So a thoughtful Jewish judge 
told me thirteen years ago when we were 
dis:ussing the fact of conscientious objectors 
in tlic.. World War." 

Herz agair we have an expression of igno-
rance on the part of the "thoughtful" Jewish 
judge, for as a matter of fact no nation in the 
world ever chose the Lord Jesus Christ as the 
One they would follow. If such a nation had 
done this it could never have gone to war. 

So, again, we come back to the fundamental 
truths of the teaching of the Lord Jesus Christ, 
that "Whosoever will" can become a true Chris. 
tian and a true follower of the Lord Jesus 
Christ. 

The important thing for you, dear reader, is 
to decide whether you will be one of those 
"Whosoever wills": for there is coming a day 
when the door will be shut, and it will be too 
late. When that time comes God has promised 
that He would bring upon the world frightful 
judgments; it will then be no more "Whoso-
ever will," but there will be such suffering and 
such tribulation, as the world never saw. Do 
you not want to escape these terrible conse-
quences of your refusal to believe in the Lord 
Jesus Christ? You can do so if you really want 
to, for :the promise of the Lord Jesus Christ 
still is "Whosoever believeth on him, bath eter-
nal life."

Answer. You have hit upon one of the chief 
itz.misfortunes of our nation. We have been af-

flicted with false leaders, ever since the day 
when Aaron made the golden calf, and down 
to this very hour. These leaders, or you may 
call them prophets, or rabbis, have too often 
sought not the good of our Jewish nation, but 
their own personal honor. All through the his-
tory of our forefathers, God complains bitterly 
of the selfishness and falseness of our leaders. 
Just think how it must have hurt the heart of 
God when He was compelled to utter words 
like these: 

'Then the Lord said unto me. The prophets 
prophesy lies in my name: I sent them not, 
neither have I commanded them, neither 
spake unto them: they prophesy unto you a 
false vision and divination, and a thing of 
nought, and the deceit of their heart." Jere. 
14:14 

Then look again at the stinging and shame-
ful condemnation that God placed upon our 
'false leaders in the days of Ezekiel. 

-Woe he to the shepherds of Israel that do 
feed themselves! should not the shepherds feed 
the  flocks? Ye eat the far, and ye clothe 
you with the wool, ye kill them that are fed 
but ye feed not the flock. And they were 
scattered, because there is no shepherd: and 
they became meat to all the beasts of the 
field, when they were scattered." Jeremiah 
3A.:2, 3, 5, 2, 10. 

Then when our Lord Jesus Christ came to 
earth, our leaders once more turned their back 
on Him whom God had sent. The great mass 
of our people, the multitudes, loved Jesus and 
followed Him wherever He went, but the 
Scribes, the Rabbis, the Pharisees, these men 
hated Jesus and wanted many times to kill him. 
The reason of course was that these Jewish 
Bosses wanted honor for themselves, and the 
Lord Jesus Christ understood that, and tore 
away their mask of hypocrisy by saying: 

-How can ye believe, which receive honour 
one of another, and seek not the honour that 
cometh from God only?" John 5:44.
