And 
one day Peter preached a sermon, and 
when he was finished, 3,000 Jews became 
believers just as he was, that very same 
day. 

And Paul was a Jew, and he traveled 
all over the known world to tell the Gen-
tiles aoout the Lord Jesus Christ : and 
uncounted thousands upon thousands oi. 
Gentiles believed in our Messiah. the 
Lord Jesus Christ, and they also mus, 
have thanked God for the Jews. Anc 
Strange to say, Paul received no more} 
for what he did; on the contrary, he suf-
iered untold persecution and trials. Just 
read for yourself his own report of somt 
of his experiences :- 

"Of the Jews five times received I 
forty stripes save one. Thrice was I 
beaten with rods, once was I stoned, 
thrice I suffered shipwreck, a night and 
a day I have been in the deep; in 
journeyings often, in perils of robbers, 
in perils by mine own countrymen, in 
perils by the heathen, in perils in the 
city, in perils in the wilderness, in perils 
in the sea, in perils among false breth-
ren; in weariness and painfulness, in 
watchings often, in hunger and thirst, 
in fastings often, in cold and nakedness. 
Beside those things that are without, 
that which corneth upon me daily, the 
care of all the churches."

Question 16: How do you know that the 
New Testament is true? No other his-
tory, excepting possibly the disputed 
statement of Josephus, contains any cor-
roborative evidence. 

Answer. No 'other history, aside from 
the Old Testament, contains the record 
of Creation as given in Genesis. And yet 
every Jew knows this is true. Or; the 
record of Jonah is found in no other his-
tory aside from the Old Testament; yet 
we know it is true. Modern archeology 
is making almost daily discoveries which 
prove :with astonishing exactness the 
hitherto unsupported records of the Bible. 

With regard to the New Testament, 
there are many infallible proofs of its 
truthfulness and dependability. But our 
limited space prevents a full array of the 
facts. One suggestion we might give here, 
and that has to do with what we may 
call the internal evidences As you read 
the several books of the New Testament, 
ask yourself the question, "What was the 
motive of . the person who wrote the 
words I am reading?" Then apply your 
own common sense in arriving at the an-
swer. In our own day, we know when a 
man writes a book, he may do it for 
money; or for fame; or, if he be a scien-
tist, he may write for the enlightenment 
and help of mankind. And whatever the 
motive may be, it is easily discernible. 
.Dickens wrote novels, none of which he 
claimed to be true. But his purpose was 
of course, first, to make a living, and 
second, perhaps to achieve fame as a 
writer of fiction. Karl Marx wrote for 
the purpose of persuading mankind to 
adopt a radically new method of govern-
ment, and his motive was clearly to es-
tablish a new political party. 

But what was the motive, for instance, 
of Matthew, the writer of the Gospel that 
bears his name? Fame? He certainly re- 
ceived no fame for what he did. On the 
contrary, he received shame and abuse. 
Money? Not a cent did he get for what 

- he wrote. He suffered cruel persecution 
and according to the best records obtain- 
able,.. final martyrdom. And there is no 
doubt that when he began to write the 
Gospel of Matthew, he knew full well 
that he would have to pay the price of 

- the martyr. When then did he write the 
GoSpel? There can be only one answer, 
for the intelligent and reasoning mind. 
He wrote it because he knew every word 
of it to be the truth. And he wrote it be- 
cause he was under an inescapable com- 
mand from God to do so. No man delib-
erately puts his neck into the hangmlan's 
noose, unless he be actuated by such an 
overpowering conviction that he gladly 
gives his life for-  it. And so it was with 
the writers of every book of the New 
Testament. 
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
