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JUSTICE FORGOT 

FORGOTTEN MAN 

. Under the above heading, the New 
York Sun printed on December 13, 1932, 
a remarkable story. Here it is just ex-
actly as it appeared in the Sun :- 

"'Fromm, Dec. 13—There was a dispos-
ition here today on the part of officials 
to permit Archibald Herron, 74 years 
old, who has been in the State prison 
under sentence of death for the last 
twenty-four years, to remain a 'forgot-
ten man' under the law, spending the 
remainder of his life in prison. 
Herron, who lived in Metuchen, was 
sentenced to death on July 28, 1908, by 
Judge James J. Bergen of Middlesex 
County, at New Brunswick, for the mur-
der of Rev. Samuel B. D. Prickett, a 
minister, editor and Police Recorder. 
Mr. Prickett had sentenced Herron to 
a short jail term on a disorderly con-
duct charge, and on his release Herron 
shot and killed the minister. 
On July 31, 1908, Herron arrived at the 
State prison. Two months later he was 
granted a stay of execution on a writ 
of error. The writ was dismissed and 
Judge Bergen fixed the week of January 
25, 1909, for execution. Two reprieves 
were granted, and insanity proceedings 
were brought by defense counsel. These 
proceedings lasted five years, and in the 
meantime Judge Bergen directed that 
execution of the death sentence be 
stayed 'until further orders.' 	Nothing 
was done, •nd in 1923 Judge Bergen 
died. The law at that time provided 
that none but the presiding judge could 
fix the date of 'execution. Last year the 
law was changed to remedy that situ-
ation. 
Now any judge presiding in the courts 
of the county may sign the death war-
rant and fix the execution date. 
Herron long ago became reconciled to 
his life in prison. He is in a cell on the 
second floor of the institution and sel-
dom leaves his cell, except for a bath 
and a shave. His meals are served to 
him in his cell. He has not been on the 
ground floor of the prison in several 
years and never takes advantage of the 
opportunity to exercise in the prison 
yard. He had a son who visited him 
sometimes, until a few years ago, but 
he has not beard from the son for sev- 
eral years. 	His disposition is genial, 
and he is well liked by the prison guards. 
The belief at the prison is that Herron 
will be permitted to live the rest of his 
life in prison" 

What a striking parallel there is be-
tween this remarkable oecurrence in the 
year 1932 here in America, and that other 
wonderful event which took place 1900 
years ago, when the Lord Jesus Christ 
was crucified so that we who were lost 
in sin and had no hope in the world, might 
find pardon and freedom. The Word of 
God tells us that this whole world is 
under condemnation, and only is waiting 
the final sentence of death. The con-
demnation is truly severe forit reads as 
follows :- 

"Cursed be he that confirmeth not all 
the words of this la* to do • them." 
Dent. 27:26 

Nov during all of these 1900 years 
God has done exactly what Judge Bergen 
did in the story told in the New York 
Sun, that is, God has directed that ex-
ecution of the death sentence he stayed 
"until further orders." 

But there is coming a time, just as 
surely as night follows day, when God 
will no longer hold back the power of the 
executioner, and then all who have not 
accepted the pardon and freedom offered 
through the Lord Jesus Christ, will have 
to pay the penalty of their sins, which 
penalty is death. 

Dear reader, will you not, while there 
is still time, consider seriously what will 
he your fate in the life of eternity that 
lies ahead of you ?
