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And the same God who warned us so 
solmenly that He would thus scatter us 
among the nations of the world also gave 
us this wonderful assurance:— 
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WHAT KEEPS US JEWS ALIVE? 

The indestructible Jew! Such has the 
world called our people. Pharaoh tried to 
drown us, but we still live. Haman tried 
to hang us, but somehow the noose slip- 
ped. Nebuchadnezzar tried to burn us, 
but it was with open-eyed and awed as-
tonishment that he shrieked out, to, I 
see four men loose, walking in the midst 
of the fire, and they have no hurt; and 
the form of the fourth is like the Son of 
God!" See Daniel 3:25. 

How many eulogies have been written 
on the Jews! Philosophers have worn their 
brains out, historians have filled volumes, 
in their effort to explain the Jew. But all 
philosophy and all history have been 
finally driven to that dramatic confession 
of Hegel "The Jew, he is an enigma—I 
cannot understand him"! 

And sad to say, how conceited have 
become our Jewish leaders! And how 
boastful! Only too often do we hear the 
little, inflated rabbi strut his pulpit and in 
tone's of superiority talk about what a 
great people "we Jews" are! And thou-
sands of poor Jews, ignorant of the Word 
of God and of the most elementary facts 
of Jewish history, swallow that stuff and 
take their turn in being filled with pride 
and conceit and boastfulness. 

Now if we Jews only knew our Bibles, 
we would realize that there is nothing in-
herent in ourselves with regard to racial 
qualities that will account for the years 
that we have lived upon the earth in the 
face of the bitterest persecutiion that 
any people has ever known. Nothing is

ZYMt@ge-  years o utchery and 
massacre; it is God who has preserved 
us in the land of our enemies; it is God 
who has kept the pillar of cloud by day 
and the pillar of fire by night over our 
scattered Jews wherever the sun shines. 
For we must first of all remember that it 
was God who scattered us among those 
nations; and God had a reason for scat-
tering us. Just read the frightful warning 
that He gave to us way back in the days 
of Moses: 

"I will make your cities waste, and 
bring your sanctuaries unto desolation, 
and I will not smell the savour of your 
sweet Ccdours. And I will bring the land 
into desolation; and your enemies which 
dwell therein shall be astonished at it. 
And I will scatter you among the heathen, 
and will draw out a sword after you; and 
your land shall be desolate, and your 
cities waste. And upon them that are left 
alive of you. I will send a faintness into 
their hearts in the lands of their enemies; 
and the sound of a shaken leaf shall 
chase them; and they shall flee, as fleeing 
from a sword; and they shall fall when 
none pursueth." 	Lev. 26:31, 32, 33, 36, 

"And yet for all that, when they be in 
the land of their enemies, I will not cast 
them away, neither will I abhor them. 
to destroy them utterly, and to break my 
covenant with them; for I am the Lord 
their God. But. I will for their sakes re-
member the covenant of their ancestors, 
whom I brought forth out of the land of 
Egypt in the sight of the heathen, that 
I might be their God; I am the Lord." 

Lev. 26:44, 45. 

I am the Lord !" This is the reason why 
we Jews are not destroyed completely; 

this is why we are not annihilated; this 
is why we have not become extinct in the 
earth; this is why the world calls us the 
miracle nation. For indeed if it were not 
for the miracle of God preserving us we 
would have been dead many years ago. 
For we have in ourselves no staying 
qualities; we are the weakest among the 
nations, weak physically, weak nervously, 
weak nationally. God is showing to the 
world His strength thru our weakness and 
He it is that preserves us. 

Why does God preserve us? He him-
self tells us in Hosea 4:6 and Hosea 
12:2 :— 

"My people are destroyed for lack of 
knowledge; because thou bast rejected 
knowledge. I will also reject thee, that 
thou shalt be no priest to me; seeing 
thou hast forgotten the law of thy God, 
I will also forget thy children. The 
Lord hath also a controversy with Judah, 
and will punish Jacob according to his 
ways; according to his doings will he re- 
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ut we preach Christ crucified, unto?  
the Jews a stumbling block, and unto 
the Greeks foolishness; But unto them 
which are called, both Jews and Greeks, 
Christ the power of God, and the wisdom 
of God." 

In other words true wisdom and true 
knowledge of God are only to be had 
thru the Lord Jesus Christ and in Hosea 
4:6 God tells us that we have deliberat-
ely rejected that true wisdoin and that 
true knowledge which is the Lord Jesus 
Christ. And because we rejected that, 
God has a controversy with us, and has 
not only scattered us over the face of the 
earth, but he must also preserve us until 
He shall have settled His controversy with 
us. When our great grandfathers deliber-
ately repudiated the Lord Jesus Chist yon-
der in Jerusalem, He told them what 
would be the consequence of their sin:— 

"Behold, your house is left unto you 
desolate. For I say unto you, Ye shall not 
see me henceforth, till ye shall say, Blessed 
is he that cometh in the name of the 
Lord." 	Matt. 23:38, 39. 

You see therefore, dear reader, that 
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God's controversy with us will only be 
settled when we confess to Him our sins, 
and accept His only begotten Son, the 
Lord Jesus Christ as our Saviour. God is 
giving us in the present time a chance to 
do this of our own free will. No one can 
compel you to believe in the Lord Jesus 
Christ. You have it in your power to say 
yes or no. And because God has given 
you that power He must hold you res-
ponsible for your decision. There is com-
ing a day however when your chance will 
be gone, and God will bring the Jews 
back tp Jerusalem and there will -take 
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a 	will bring again the captivity of 
my people Israel and Judah, saith the 
Lord; and I will cause them to return to 
the land that I gave to their fathers, and 
they shall possess it. Alas! for that day 
is great, so that none is like it; it is even 
the time of Jacob's trouble, but he shall 
be saved out of it." 	Jere. 30:3,7. 

In that day those Jews who will be in 
Jerusalem will be compelled to bow the 
knee to the Lord Jesus Christ and then 
God will settle for all time His contro- 
versy with the Jew, and we shall be truly 
blessed, and we shall become the ser-
vants of God thruout all the world. 

But God has a controversy with you, 
dear reader, who are now reading these 
lines. You may not live to be in Jerusalem 
when God will consummate His controv- 
ersy with us.

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THE BIBLE IN FOUR WORDS 

It is hard to condense. Nearly every-
body can talk and talk and talk, near-
ly everybody can write voluminously; but 
to pack into a few concise words the 
meaning or the essence of a volume, that 
is indeed a rare art. It is still a rarer 
thing to find a volume capable of being 
reduced in its essence to a few concise 
words or sentences. 

And yet we believe that the Bible is the 
one book of all the world's literature, that 
can really be condensed into one sen-
tence; at least a sentence can be framed 
which will give to the most simple-
minded child that essential knowledge 
which will mean eternal happiness.

-Christ died for us"! This is a quota-
tion taken from the New Testament, 
Romans 5 :8. The full verse reads,

-Christ died for us-  I What a wealth 
of meaning is given to us in this marvel-
ous revelation. How many thousands 
and thousands of sermons could be 
preached on these four words! What 
countless blessings these words have 
brought to millions of human souls thru 
all the ages! What a wonderful history 
of God's dealings with our Jewish race 
forms the background which made possi-
ble the ultimate 'revelation given us in 
this sentence!

there would come the great Saviour and 
Redeemer who would bear upon Himsel.-
the sins of the whole world. And so with 
every feast which God gave there was al-
ways the symbol of the coming of the 
Great Sacrifice and Lamb of God. 

"Christ died for us-  I Has ever the 
human race known such depth of love? 
While we were yet sinners" this Christ 

of God died for us. We were not worthy 
of so great a sacrifice, but such was the 
divine love of God for us that unworthy 
as we were He died for us. But what 
has been our response? We have hated 
Christ, we have used against Him blas-
phemous language, we have hated 
those who have loved Him and followed 
Him, and obeyed Him. This Christ who 
never did a human person the slightest 
shred of harm, this Christ walked stead-
fastly to Jerusalem, and steadfastly went 
to the Cross and there was crucified. For 
Himself? No, for He did no wrong; never 
a man lived who could breathe a word 
against Him. For whom then? Again 
the answer is, "Christ died for us." 

"Christ died for us"! Not a Jew lives 
who will dare tell you that he is perfect, 
that he i s willing to pass out of this 
world and meet God face to face and say 
to Him "I am a perfect man". Not a 
rabbi dares tell his congregation that any 
Jew is sure of going to heaven when he 
dies. The best that the rabbi can say to 
you is 'Don't cheat, don't lie, don't steal, 
do the best you can, and then when life 
is finished—well, I don't know.-  In other 
words, dear Jewish reader, you are simply 
marching away your life in a dark alley, 
which leads you to a chasm black as mid-
night and filled with doubt and despair.
