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A FRIENDLY LETTER TO THE JEWS 

CONCERNING ISRAEL'S SURE HOPE

Part I 

My dear Jewish friend, I am a Gentile 
Christian, and as a result, God has put in 
my heart a great love for your people 
and with it a deep interest in your rapid 
progress commercially, nationally and 
religiously. You may think, as many Jew-
ish people do, that all who are not Jews 
are Christians, (which is not true) and 
that because I am a Gentile, I must have 
been born a Christian. No perscn was 
ever born a Christian; nor are all people 
Christians who are not Jews. This is a 
great mistake on your part, and here is 
where you fail by not discriminating be-
tween one who has become a Christian 
(therefore in character and disposition 
is like Jesus Christ), and one who is not 
like Him, or who does not know Jesus 
experimentally. All people, be they Gen-
tiles or Jews, are born in sin, are sinners, 
and have inherited a sinful nature. Hence 
David, the Psalmist, says in Psalm 51:5, 
-I was shapen in iniquity and in sin did 
my mother conceive me." 

Furthermore he cries out, -Create in 
me a clean heart, oh God, and renew a 
right spirit within me." The heart here 
means the seat of the affections, and in 
the New Testament, in Matt. 12:19, we 
have these words, "Out of the heart pro-
ceed evil thoughts, murders, adulteries, 
fornications, thefts, false witness, blasph-
emies," etc. When we consider this, it is 
no wonder that David cried out, "Create 
in me a clean heart.- 

As it was with him, so is is with every 
human being, Gentile and Jew. In the 
New Testament, in Romans, 3:10 and 
23, the same truth is emphasized in the 
following words: "There is none right-
eous, no not one, for all have sinned and 
come short of the glory of God.-  Again 
in the book of Isaiah, the 53rd chapter, 
6th verse, we have the following declar-
ation: "All we like sheep have gone 
astray. We have turned every one to his 
own way, and the Lord hath laid on Him 
( Jesus the Messiah, for it is He of whom 
the prophet is speaking) the iniquity of 
us all." 

In the New Testament again, in the 
Gospel of John, 3rd chapter and 3rd 
verse, Jesus said to Nicodemus, who, 
we believe, was a very pious Jew and a 
teacher in Israel, "Ye must be born again 
or you cannot enter the Kingdom of 
Heaven.-  If this change was necessary in 
the case of Nicodemus, surely it must be 
for the whole human race. 

As for myself, I was not born a Christ-
ian, but a sinner, and like Nicodemus, I 

needed to be born again, that is born 
from above, or by the Spirit of God 
coming into my heart and changing my 
whole nature. My parents were good 
religious people, members of a Christian 
Church and I of course was a regular at-
tendant both at Church and Sunday 
School. But that did not make me a 
Christian. Not until late in years did I be-
come one. It was when the Spirit of God 
convicted me of sin. He showed me that 
I was a sinner and needed a Saviour to 
save me from sin, and I accepted Jesus, 
whom the prophet Isaiah speaks of, as my 
Saviour and Sacrifice for sin. 

This transformed my whole life and 
since then I have been rejoicing in Jesus 
Christ, my Messiah, who so wonderfully 
delivered me from sin, and its power, 
and set me free. 

My interest in you and your people, 
is first, because you are sinners and God 
demands of you as well as of myself, a 
sacrifice for sin; secondly, because of 
what Jesus, God's sacrifice for sin, has 
done for me. 

Jesus was a Jew, according to the flesh, 
but not only was He a Jew, He was the 
Messiah for whom you have so long 
looked. He is the Saviour of the world 
and without Him there is no salvation 
from sin. He is God's sacrificial Lamb. 
He was God manifested in the flesh as 
saith the Prophet Isaiah, 53rd chapter, 
and in the 7th chapter of Isaiah and the 
14th verse, again it is stated that "He was 
Immanuel, or God with us." 

We Christians believe your Scriptures, 
and if you will read the New Testament 
and compare it with the Old Testament, 
you cannot but come to the same con-
clusion. Jesus became the sacrifice for 
sin once and forever: and for the sins of 
the whole world, Jew and Gentile. He 
thus fulfilled your Scriptures, and es-
pecially the 53rd chapter of Isaiah, which 
we Christians love to read, because of its 
perfect fulfillment in Jesus Christ. 

For a proof of this we have only to 
compare it with the Gospels in the New 
Testament. Why then should you wait 
longer, or look for another Messiah to 
come, when millions of people of all nat.• 
ionalities, Jews and Gentiles, have found 
and experienced this to be true?

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HOW TO GET FAT 

A sad and heart-breaking record is 
given to us by God in the 1 lth Chapter 
of Numbers, in our own Jewish Pentat • 
euch, the five books of Moses. Here is the 
story:- 

And the 'nixed multitude that was 
among them fell a lusting: and the child- 
ren of Israel also wept again, and said, 
Who shall give us flesh to eat? We re-
member the fish, which we did eat in Egypt 
freely; the cucumbers, and the melons, 
and the leeks, and the onions, and the 
garlick: But now our soul is dried away: 
there. is nothing at all, beside this manna, 
before our eyes. And the Lord said unto 
Moses, Gather unto me seventy men of the 
elders of Israel, whom thou knowest to be 

. the elders of the people, and officers over 
them; and bring them unto the tabernacle 
of the congregation, that they may stand 
there with thee. And say thou unto the 
people, Sanctify yourselves against to-
morrow, and ye shall eat flesh: for ye 
have wept in the ears of the Lord, saying, 
Who shall give us flesh to eat? for it was 
well with us in Egypt: therefore the Lord 
will give you flesh, and ye shall eat. Ye 
shall not eat one day, nor two days, nor 
five days, neither ten days, nor twenty 
days; But even a whole month, until it 
come out at. your nostrils, and it be loath-
some unto you; because that ye have des-
pised the Lord which is among you, and 
have wept before him, saying, Why came 
we forth out of Egypt? And the people 
stood up all that day, and all that night., 
and all the next day, and they gathered 
the quails: he that gathered least gathered 
ten homers: and they spread them all 
abroad for themselves round about the 
camp. And while the flesh was yet between 
their teeth, ere it was chewed, the wrath 
of the Lord was kindled against the people, 
and the Lord smote the people with a very 
great plague. - - Numbers 11: 4, 5, 6, 16, 18, 
19, 20, 32, 33. 

They soon forgat His works; they waited 
not for His Counsel: But lusted exceedingly 
in the wilderness, and tempted God in 
the desert. And he gave them their request; 
but sent leanness into their soul. - Psalm 
106: 13. 14, 15. 

Leanness into their soul. What a terrible 
punishment for disobedience to God! In 
the writings of philosophers, scientists, 
and literary men, the lean man is often 
presented as a man who has undesirable 
a n d unfortunate traits o f character. 
Shakespeare makes Julius Caeser speak 
of Cassius, "I like not yonder Cassius; he 
is too lean". And George Elliot in that 
classic book, "Silas Marner", holds up 
Silas to scorn, as that lean, haggard, avar-
icious, and soul-shrivelled miser, who 
"bathed his hands in the glittering gold''.  

He that putteth his trust in the Lord 
shall be made fat. He that trusteth in his 
own hearth is a fool: but whoso walketh 
wisely he shall be delivered. - - Prov. 28: 
25, 26. 

And so, it comes that our fore-fathers 
disobeyed God, became full of lust, and 
so God gave them what they lusted afer, 
the gratification of their fleshy appetites; 
but, He sent leanness into their soul! 

Leanness into the soul! Dear Jewish 
reader, have you struggled a life-time to 
gather a few dollars together? The 
ambitions of your life, what have they 
been? Money in the bank, more real 
estate, more stocks, more bonds? Have 
you them all? If so, are you really 
happy? Or, has God also been trying to 
speak to you, and to do this, has He 
sent into your soul a leanness? 

Leanness into the soul. When you go to 
the Synagogue and you recite your pray-
ers, do you go home satisfied and happy, 
and is your soul really ',lade fat? Or do 
you go home with a leanness in the soul, 
a sense of sins unforgiven, and a sense of 
emptiness in the heart, a sense of some-
thing separating you from God? Is there 
leanness in your soul, my Jewish brother? 

Leanness in the soul. How is it in your 
home, my Jewish reader? Are the child-
ren what they should be? Do they honor 
their parents as God told them to do? 
Do they seek out the word of God, study 
it, meditate upon it, live with it day and 
night, as God told us to do? You have 
perhaps done your best to provide the 
children with the comforts and even the 
luxuries of the present life; you have per-. 
haps catered to the lusts of their flesh; 
but have their souls become fat before the 
Lord, or is there leanness in their souls? 

Leanness in the soul. What a horrible 
picture for us to look at, a man who has 
every material comfort, every wordly 
success, but his soul is starved! But, dear 
reader, we may all thank God that there 
is a way out, there is a way whereby the 
soul can be made fat, and that way is by 
putting our trust in the Lord. And it is this 
Lord that has told us in words that can 
never be forgotten, 

This is my beloved Son in whom I am 
well pleased; hear ye him. - - Matt. 1'7:5. 

And when God said this, he was saying 
it concerning the Lord Jesus Christ, His 
only begotten Son, the One through 
whom, and through whom only we are 
to secure forgiveness for our sins. How 
can you hope, my Jewish reader, to have 
fatness in your soul when you are dis-
obeying God day by day and rejecting 
His own Son, the Lord Jesus Chirst, and 
then refusing to obey Him? 

Think this over, and ask God earnestly 
and sincerely to show you your duty, and 
to show you the truth; as surely as the 
night follows the day, if you ask Him in 
all sincerity, He will reveal to you the 
truth, and you will indeed be a happy 
man, and your soul will be fat.
