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Furthermore, from your people came 
the Bible, which we Christians treasure as 
no other book. As far as we know every 
writer of the sixty-six books of this won-

' ful compilation of books (which took six-
teen hundred years to write) was a Jew, 
and they all agree concerning Jesus. Nor 
is this all; for we believe that in the 
plan of God before your people lies a 
great future, and one of the greatest 
movements on earth at present is the 
gathering together of your people, from 
every nation, to the land of Palestine. 

This is fulfilling Scripture, for has God 
not said that He would scatter you 
throughout the whole world and then 
bring you back into your own land? 
Jeremiah 29:14; Amos 9:14 and 15. 
There, in Palestine, as we understand the 
Scriptures, you will once more become a 
nation, and Christians are rejoicing with 
you that this is rapidly coming to pass, for 
which we thank God. 

Palestine, as you know, is but a small 
country, eighty by one hundred and fifty 
-miles in extent, but a wonderful and most 
productive land, as the writer, who has 
been there several times well knows. The 
question has often been asked, and by 
honest people, "Can the twelve or four-
teen million Jews scattered among the 
nations, be accommodated there?" The 
writer would reply, -No, not very well, 
that is, not in what has usually been 
termed Palestine." No longer, however, 
is it necessary to ask such a question, for 
God has been true to His promise made 
to Abraham, Issac and Jacob, ages ago. 
The land that was promised to them, viz., 
from the Nile in Egypt to the Euphrates 
in Mesopotamia, Gen. 15:18, (a distance 
of about one thousand miles, we believe) 
has been taken from the Turks, and is 
now ready for occupation by your people 
as a national home, as we understand it. 
This territory gives ample space for all 
your people who wish to return. 

Through the instrumentality of Gen-
eral Allenby, who is a Christian man, 
his army and others, this was brought 
about. The war came to an end, 'tis true, 
but not until this was accomplished, and 
God's purpose fulfilled. We Christians 
are rejoicing and praising God for this, 
for what it means to you and your people, 
and for this wonderful fulfillment of 
prophecy. 

May I say in conclusion my dear Jew-
ish friend, if you are orthodox in your 
belief, you are no doubt, still looking  

for and expecting your Messiah to come. 
With all due respect to you, I cannot but 
say to you, that He has come. Your Mess-. 
iah is Jesus Christ. He only has fulfilled 
the Scriptures. 

He was crucified, placed in a tomb, 
and the third day arose from the dead, 
and was seen by many for forty days 
after His resurrection. He then ascended 
on high, where He now is, and is alive for 
evermore. I love Him with all my heart 
for He has satisfied my longing heart, 
which nothing else could do. Will you, 
dear friend, not accept Him, that you 
may love Him too and be satisfied? 

He is coming again as He went away, 
according to the statment in the New 
Testament, in Acts 1:11, and we Christ-
ians are expecting Him soon, but not this 
time to fulfill the claims of Messiahship 
relative to His first coming and sacrificial 
work. 

Your people have overlooked the fact 
that the Messiah must first come in His 
humiliation, as the suffering Saviour, and 
sacrifice for sin (as is clearly set forth 
in the 53rd of Isaiah) before He can 
come as the reigning King. We believe 
that the Messiah is yet to come as King, 
and sit on the long-vacated throne of 
David, and from Jerusalem He will rule 
the world, thus fulfilling your own Scrip-
tures, as the Prophet Zechariah (14:9) 
has predicted. Then shall we have a time 
of peace, of which the world is greatly 
in need, because the Righteous One, the 
Prince of Peace, Jesus Christ, our Mess-
iah, shall have taken the reins of govern-
ment. 

There is a dark side to all this, my dear 
Jewish friend, as well as a bright side, 
and this is applicable to all your people 
who persist in rejecting the claims of 
Jesus Christ your Messiah. After your 
return to the Land of Palestine you there 
will have to encounter great tribulation 
surpassing anything heretofore experi-
enced. You will accept a man who is yet 
to come, whom we call the anti-christ, 
an enemy of Jesus Christ; he will claim 
to be your Messiah and a great friend 
of the Jewish people. Him you will be-
lieve and rally around, until you find that 
you are deceived and mistaken; and 
instead of being your friend this man will 
prove himself to be your enemy. A pic-
ture of this character you will find in the 
New Testament, 2nd Thes., 2nd chapter. 
Then in the midst of it all, when you 
shall have reached almost an insuffer-
able state, you will once more, as in 
Egypt, cry for a deliverer, and Jesus 
Christ, your true friend and Messiah, will 
appear. 

Then will be fulfilled this promise and 
prophecy as found in your own Bible in 
Zech. 12:10. "And I will pour upon the 
house of David and upon the inhabitants 
of Jerusalem, the spirit of grace and of 
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SHEPHERD OF ISRAEL  

HARD NUTS FOR THE RABBI TO CRACK 

Here is something startling ! We chall-
enge any Jewish Rabbi to explain it to 
the satisfaction of the honest mind. There 
are no Jews in Bethlehem! And behind 
this astonishing fact is a remarkable story. 

First, we ask every thinking person 
who reads these lines to consider most 
seriously the question, -Why are there 
no Jews in Bethlehem?" And you need 
not take our word for it, for you will find 
in the Jewish Encyclopedia the statement 
unimpeachably made, that Bethlehem, in 
Judea, is a city of 8,000 inhabitants, and 
yet not a single Jew is to be found there! 
Just imagine the land of Judea which 
is supposed to be a land filled with the 
children of Israel from end to end, and 
not a Jew to be found in Bethlehem. Jews 
there are in abundance, in Jerusalem, in 
Tel-Aviv, in Nazareth, in Jaffa, in Haifa 
and in innumerable other cities, towns, 
villages and hamlets of Palestine, but not 
a Jew in Bethlehem. Will any of our 
readers explain why? 

AN AMAZING STORY 

As we have already said, behind this 
amazing fact there is a still more amazing 
story. Seven hundred and fifty years be-
fore the Lord Jesus Christ was born in 
the City of Bethlehem, of Judea, there 
was a great Jewish Prophet by the name 
of Micah. Through this Prophet, God 
gave out a striking promise, which reads 
like this: 

"But thou, Bethlehem Ephratah, though 
thou be little among the thousands of 
Judah, yet out of thee shall he come 
forth unto me that is to be ruler in Israel; 
whose goings forth have been from of 
old, from everlasting." - - Micah 5:2. 

Every learned Jew, after the days of 
Micah, knew, because he learned it from 
the Prophets whom God had sent to our 
people, and especially from the Prophet 
Micah, that the Messiah who was to come, 
and for whom every true Jew even now 
is waiting patiently and with deep yearn-
ing, would have to be born in the City 
of Bethlehem. And sure enough, true to 
the very letter of God's Word, we have 
the historic record in the Gospel of Matt-
hew which reads as follows: 

"Now when Jesus was born in Bethlehem 
of Judea in the days of Herod the king, 
behold, there came wise men from the east 
to Jerusalem." - - Matthew 2:1. 

And think how wonderfully careful 
God was that this prophecy should be ful-
filled to the letter; for Mary, the Mother 
of the Lord Jesus Christ, and her hus- 
band, Joseph, lived in Nazareth, in the 
Land of Galilee. Now it was necessary, 
in order for the prophecy of Micah to be 
fulfilled, that they should be in Beth-
lehem and not in Nazareth at the 
time of the birth of the Messiah. So we 
read another astonishing report from the 
Gospel of Luke: 

"And it came to pass in those days, 
that there went out a decree from Caesar 
Augustus, that all the world should be 
taxed. (And this taxing was first made 
when Cyrenius was governor of Syria.) And 
all went to be taxed, every one into his 
own city. And Joseph also went up from 
Galilee, out of the city of Nazareth, into 
Judea, • unto the city of David, which is 
called Bethlehem; (because he was of the 
house and linage of David,) To be taxed 
with Mary his espoused wife, being great 
with child. And so it was, that, while they 
were there, the days were accomplished 
that she should be delivered, and she 
brought forth her firstborn son, a n d 
wrapped him in swaddling clothes, and laid 
him in a manger; because there was no 
room for them in the inn." - - St. Luke 
2:1-7 

Can anything be more wonderful than 
this, that God saw to it that just at the 
right time Joseph and Mary should be 
forced to leave the City of Nazareth and 
go to Bethlehem? 

And now we come to the hard nut 
which we ask any Jew or any Jewish Rab-
bi to crack:- Ever since the destruction 
of Jerusalem by Titus, and the scattering 
of our Jewish people over all the world, 
no Jew has taken up residence in Bethle-
hem! Why? 

GOD SPEAKS TO US. 

And the answer is strangely simple; 
God has done this! Just as surely as God 
pre-arranged that Joseph and Mary were 
to go up to Bethlehem in order that the 
Lord Jesus Christ should be born there, 
so God has now arranged that no Jew 
shall live in Bethlehem. And here is the 
reason:- That we Jews might know for 
all time that even though we still look 
for the Messiah, and we still pray for Him 
to come, and so many of us refuse to 
accept the Lord Jesus Christ as the only 
begotten Son of God, sent by Him to be 
our Messiah, yet God is speaking to us 
over and over again and telling us that 
never again can a Messiah be born in 
Bethlehem! 

Now, dear Reader, if you are praying 
still to God to send the Messiah, who, as 
you yourself will admit, is to be born in 
Bethlehem, does it not strike you with a 
strange force to realize that no Messiah 
can possibly come from Bethlehem? So, 
my Jewish friend, where will your Mess-
iah come from? From Bethlehem He 
certainly cannot come, for no Jews live 
there. If He should come from any other 
place, you could not possibly prove Him 
to be the Messiah, for He would thus 
have violated one of the fundamental 
teachings and hopes of the Jewish nation. 
So again, where is your Messiah? 

GENEALOGIES ARE GONE. 

Now comes another startling fact:-
There is nowhere in the world a single 
scrap of paper giving a record of the 
genealogy of any Jew now living. When 
Titus destroyed the city of Jerusalem, all 
the genealogical records that were kept 
in the Temple, were likewise destroyed. 
Not a Jew living today can prove from 
what Tribe he comes or from what family.  

Now we know also from our Old 
Testament prophecies that the Mess-
iah must come from t h e Tribe o f 
Judah, from the family of David. But 
if a new Messiah should come today, how 
could He prove that he comes from the 
Tribe of Judah and from the family of 
David? In the historic Book of Matt-
hew, the first book of t he New 
Testament, is given a complete, accurate 
and unimpeachable genealogy of the 
Lord Jesus Christ, clear from Abraham 
down through all the families, through 
King David, and then directly down to 
the Lord Jesus Christ Himself. What will 
you do with this, dear Jewish Reader? 

THE TEMPLE IS GONE. 

Now, one more hard nut for you to 
crack:- Not only is it forever impossible 
for the Messiah to come from the City 
of Bethlehem, not only is it forever im-
possible for any Messiah that might come 
to prove his genealogy through to the 
family of David, but one more important 
obligation to which God committed every 
Jew, is now impossible - - our beautiful 
Temple, the Temple of Solomon, the 
Temple which Herod re-built, that Tem-
ple is no more. Again we have Titus to 
thank for this. 

And what does this mean? It means 
that we Jews have no sacrifice. We have 
no priesthood, we have no place where we 
can go and meet God and have our sins 
forgiven. 

USE YOUR OWN BRAIN 

Now, dear Reader, if you will use the, 
brain God gave you, you will find that 
behind all these startling facts is God. 
God saw to it that the Lord Jesus Christ 
should be born in Bethlehem; God saw to 
it that after the Lord Jesus Christ was born 
there should never again a Jew be allow-
ed to live in Bethlehem, even though 
there are now 8,000 inhabitants in that 
City; God saw to it that all the records of 
Jewish genealogy should be destroyed 
after the coming of the Lord Jesus Christ, 
not before; God saw to it that there 
should be no more Temple, no more sac-
rifice, no more priesthood. Why? Be-
cause, just as plainly as any fact that can 
be found anywhere, He is causing all 
geography, all history, all literature, to 
fairly shriek at us the words which He 
gave through what we Jews know at a 
"Bath Kol", a voice from Heaven, as we 
find it in Matthew 3:16, 17 :- 

"And Jesus, when he was baptized, 
went up straightway out of the water: and, 
lo, the heavens were opened unto him, and 
he saw the Spirit of God descending like 
a dove, and lighting upon him: And, 10 
a voice from heaven, saying, This is my 
beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased." 

Now, what will you do about this? 
When God has given you such unmistak-
able and unanswerable evidences, is it 
not time for you to obey His voice and 
accept the Lord Jesus Christ as His Be-
loved Son? When you do, a new life 
awaits you. 
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
