THIRTY - THREE PROPHECIES 

FULFILLED IN ONE DAY 

PART TWO 

17. Prophecy. T h e Pierced Side. 
"They shall look upon me whom they 
have pierced.- 	Zech. 12 :10. 

Fulfillment. "But one of the soldiers 
with a spear pierced his side, and forth-
with came there out blood and water.-
John 19 :34. 

18. Prophecy. His Heart was Broken. 
"I am poured out like water, and all my 
bones are out of joint: my heart is like 
wax; it is melted in the midst of my 
bowels." Psalm 22:14. 

Fulfillment. "But one of the soldiers 
with a spear pierced his side, and forth-
with came there out blood and water.-
John 19:34. The blood and water issuing 
from His side, indicated extravasation of 
the heart, a broken heart. 

19. Prophecy. Our Lord's Mother and 
Friends in Prophecy. "My lovers and my 
friends stand aloof from m y sore 
(wounds) ; and my kinsmen stand afar 
off.- 	Psalm 38:11. 

Fulfillment. "And all his acquaintance, 
and the women that followed him from 
Galilee stood afar off, beholding these 
things." 	Luke 23:49. 

20. Prophecy. The Mockery of the 
People in Prophecy. "I became also a 
reproach unto them. When they looked 
upon me they shaked their heads.-
Psalm 109 :25. 

Fulfillment. "And they that passed by 
reviled him wagging their heads. And 
saying, Thou that destroyest the temple, 
and buildest it in three days, save thyself. 
If thou be the Son of God, come down 
from the cross." Matthew 27:39, 40. 

21. Prophecy. The Railing, Hatred, 
and Taunting of the Mob. "He trusted on 
the LORD that he would deliver him: let 
him deliver him, seeing he delighted in 
him." 	Psalm 22:8. 

Fulfillment. "He trusted in God; let 
him deliver him now, if he will have him: 
for he said, I am the Son of God.-  Matt-
hew 27:43. 

22. Prophecy. The Prophecy of the 
Lamb of God.-  "He is brought as a lamb 
to the slaughter.- 	Isaiah 53:7. 

Fulfillment. "Behold the Lamb of God, 
who taketh away the sin of the world." 
John 1:29. 

23. Prophecy. The Prophecy of His 
Intercession f o r t h e Transgressors.  

"Therefore will I divide him a portion 
with the great, and he shall divide the 
spoil with the strong; because he hath 
poured out his soul unto death: and he 
was numbered with the transgressors; and 
he bare the sin of many, and made inter • 
cession for the transgressors.- 	Isaiah 
53:12. 

Fulfillment. "Father forgive them, for 
they know not what they do.- 	Luke 
23:34. 

24. Prophecy. The Intense Lonely 
Cry in the Midnight Hour of His Suffer-
ing. "My God, my God, why hast thou 
forsaken me?" Psalm 22:1. 

Fulfillment. "My God, my God, why 
hast thou forsaken me?" 	Matt. 27:46. 

25. Prophecy. The Prophecy of His 
Marred Visage, due to the Brutality of 
the Soldiers. "As many were astonied at 
thee; his visage was so marred more than 
any man, and his form more than the 
sons of men.- 	Isaiah 52:14. 

Fulfillment. Pilate called to the mob: 
"Behold the Man r, "Behold your 
King!", to call their attention to His mar-
red visage and to excite their sympathy, 
for Pilate wanted to release Him. John 
19:5, 14. 

26. Prophecy. The Cry of Victory and 
Triumph. In the Authorized Version the 
latter part of the verse reads, "That He 
hath done this." In the original Hebrew it 
reads, "It is Finished!" 	Psalm 22:31. 

Fulfillment. John 19:30. "When Jesus 
therefore had received the vinegar, he 
said, IT IS FINISHED! And he bowed his 
head, and gave up the Ghost.-  Compare 
Luke 23:46. 

27. Prophecy. The Lord Jesus Christ 
Commends His Spirit to His Father. "Into 
thine hand I commit my spirit." Psalm 
31:5. 

Fulfillment. "Into thy hands I commend 
my spirit." 	Luke 23:46. 

28. Prophecy. A Wonderful Proph-
ecy Uttered 1490 Years before its Ful-
fillment. "In one house shall it be eaten; 
thou shall not carry forth ought of the 
flesh abroad out of the house; neither 
shall ye break a bone thereof.-  Exodus 
12:46. Not a bone of the typical Passover 
Lamb was to be broken, and so it was 
with Christ. 

Fulfillment. "But when they came to 
Jesus, and saw that he was dead already, 
they brake not his legs:" John 19:33. 
"For these things were done, that the 
scripture should be fulfilled, A bone of 
him shall not be broken.- 	John 19:36. 

29. Prophecy. It was Foretold 700 
years before that He was to be Numbered 
with the Transgressors. "He was number-
ed with the transgressors." Isaiah 53:12. 

Fulfillment. "And when they were 
come to the place, which is called Cal-
vary, there they crucified him and the 
malefactors, one on the right hand and 
the other on the left." 	Luke 23:33. 

30. Prophecy. The Messiah was to be 
Cut off, but not for Himself. "And after 
threescore and two week shall Messiah 
be cut off, but not for himself:" Daniel 
9 :26. 

Fulfillment. "Nor consider that it is ex-
pedient for us, that one man should die 
for the people, and that the whole nation 
perish not. And this spake he -not of him-
self: but being high priest that year, he 
prohesied that Jesus should die for that 
nation; and not for that nation only, but 
that also he should gather together in one 
the children of God that were scattered 
abroad." 	John 11:50-52. 

31. Prophecy. The Oldest Prophecy 
of all, Uttered by the Lord Himself, at 
least 4000 years Before. (Genesis 3:15.) 
"And I will put enmity between thee and 
the woman, and between thy seed and her 
seed; he shall bruise thy head, and thou 
shalt bruise his heel." 

Fulfillment. The heel of the Lord Jesus 
Christ was bruised when He was crucified, 
for the nails were driven through His feet, 
thus bruising His heels. Fulfilled. ( John 
19:18.) The serpent's head was there 
also bruised. ( John 12:31-33.) The ex-
ecution of this sentence will take place 
when Christ returns. 	(Romans 16:20.) 

32. Prophecy. The Place of the Burial 
of the Body of the Lord Jesus Christ is 
Predicted. "And he made his grave with 
the wicked, and with the rich in his death; 
because he had done no violence, neither 
was any deceit in his mouth.-  Isaiah 53:9 

Fulfillment. "When the even was come 
there came a rich man of Arimathaea, 
named Joseph, who also himself was 
Jesus' disciple: He went to Pilate, and 
begged the body of Jesus. Then Pilate 
commanded the body to be delivered. 
And when Joseph had taken the body, he 
wrapped it in clean linen cloth, and laid 
it in his own new tomb, which he had 
hewn out in the rock: and he rolled a 
great stone to the door of the sepulchre, 
and departed.- 	Matthew 27:57-60. 

33. Prophecy. A Great Calvary Mir-
acle Prophecy, Wonderful! Uttered about 
800 years Before. "And it shall come to 
pass in that day, saith the Lord ( Jehovah) 
God, that I will cause the sun to go down 
at noon and I will darken the earth in the 
clear day:" Amos 8:9. One of the most 
profound prophecies of the Word of God. 
On the day that the Saviour would be 
crucified, there would be darkness at 
noonday. 

Fulfillment. "`Nov from the sixth hour 
(noon, Jewish reckoning) there was 
darkness over all the land until the ninth 
hour.-  Matthew 27 :45.

WHAT DO YOU MEAN 

BY THE WORD, "SALVATION" ?

According to the dictionary, 'Salva-
tion" means the act of saving; preserv-
ation or deliverence from destruction, 
danger or great calamity. It refers 
primarily to the redemption of man from 
the penalty and bondage of sin and lia-
bility to eternal death; and the conferring 
on him of everlasting life and happiness. 

When the angel announced the coming 
of the Saviour into the world he said, 
"Thou shalt call his name Jesus; for he 
shall save his people from their sins.-
(Matthewl :2 I ). 

The Bible plainly teaches that all man-
kind are sinners, "For there is not a just 
man upon earth, that doeth good, and 
sinneth not." (Ecclesiastes 7:20). This 
fact is also confessed by the Orthodox 
Jews in their prayers. 

God has warned us that the penalty 
of our sin is death, "For the wages of sin 
is death.-  (Romans 6:23). This does not 
refer only to physical death, but also to 
the eternal separation of the soul from 
God in conscious punishment for sin. 

The only possible escape from this 
penalty of eternal death of the soul, is 
that provided for by God. "And He shall 
redeem Israel from all his iniquities." 
(Psalm 130:8). God has further stated 
just how it is possible to be redeemed. 
In the Law of Moses God commanded 
that the sinner should bring a lamb as a 
sacrifice for his sin. The priest should 
kill the lamb, and pour out the blood: 
"for it is the blood that maketh an atone-
ment for the soul." (Leviticus 17:11) ; 
and the priest shall make an atonement 

for his sin that he hath committed, and it 
Shall be forgiven him.-  (Leviticus 4:35). 

These animal sacrifices were only 
types, object lessons, to teach the truth 
that the penalty for breaking God's holy 
Law is death, and that the only means 
of escape for the sinner is to have a sub-
stitute bear the penalty of his sin in his 
stead. An animal is not equivalent to a 
man, neither can the blood of an animal 
be a full . and complete atonement for a 
man. These sacrifices looked forward to 
the suffering of the Messiah as a substi-
tutionary sacrifice for the sins of all man-
kind. Isaiah the Prophet says, "He was 
wounded for our transgressions - - .and 
the Lord hath laid on Him the iniquity of 
us all - - for the trangression of my-
people was He stricken." (Isaiah 53:5, 
6, 8). 

God laid 	the penalty of our sins 
upon the Messiah 1900 years ago, and all 
that any sinner needs to do is to accept 
this by faith, and trust God's promise 
that "by His (Messiah's) stripes we are 
healed." (Isaiah 53:5). Will you, dear 
reader, do this right now? Then you will 
fulfill the hope and desire of God when  

He said, "When thou shalt make his 
(Messiah's) soul an offering for sin, he 
shall prolong his days, and the pleasure 
of the Lord shall prosper in his hand.-
( Isaiah 53 :10) .

And when the day of Pentecost was 
fully come, they were all with one accord 
in one place.

wonderful works of God. And they were 
all amazed, and were in doubt, saying 
one to another, What meaneth this? 
Others mocking said, These men are full 
of new wine. 

But Peter, standing up with the eleven, 
lifted up his voice, and said unto them, 
Ye men of Judea, and all ye that dwell 
at Jerusalem, be this known unto you, 
and hearken to my words: For these are 
not drunken, as ye suppose, seeing it is but 
the third hour of the day. But this is that 
which was spoken by the prophet Joel; 
"And it shall come to pass in the last days 
saith God, I will pour out of my Spirit 
upon all' flesh: and your sons and your 
daughters shall prophesy, and your young 
men shall see visions, and your old men 
shall dream dreams". 

Ye men of Israel, hear these words; 
Jesus of Nazareth, a man approved of 
God among you by miracles and 
wonders and signs, which God did by 
him in the midst of you, as ye yourselves 
also know: Him, being delivered by the 
determinate counsel' and foreknowledge 
of God, ye have taken, and by wicked

This Jesus hath God raised up, where-
of we all are witnesses. Therefore being 
by the right hand of God exalted, and 
having received of the Father the prom-
ise of the Holy Ghost, he hath shed forth 
this, which ye now see and hear. For 
David is not ascended into the heavens: 
but he saith himself, The Lord said unto 
my Lord, Sit thou on my right hand, 
Until I make thy foes thy footstool. 
Therefore let all the house of Israel know 
assuredly, that God hath made that same 
Jesus, whom ye have crucified, both 
Lord and Christ. 

Now when they heard this, they were 
pricked in their heart, and said unto 
Peter and to the rest of the apostles, Men 
and brethren, what shall we do? Then 
Peter said unto them, Repent, and be 
baptized every one of you in the name 
of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins, 
and ye shall receive the gift of the Holy 
Ghost. 	Acts 2:1-18, 22-24, 32-39. 
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
