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THE JEW WHO DELIVERED 
ENGLAND FROM SLAVERY

A little over one hundred years ago 
the famous Jewish philanthropist, Nathan 
Rothschild, died. The centennial of his 
death was celebrated in England be-
cause, according to M. Arthur Brisbane, 
it was due to his generosity that the 
British Empire was able to free its 
slaves. The government was unable to 
reimburse the slave-owners for their 
losses. So Mr. Rothschild generously 
contributed seventy-five million dollars 
to reimburse the slave-holders and set 
all slaves in the British Empire free in 
1833. Mr. Brisbane said that Mr. Roths-
child gave this large sum because he "so 
detested slavery." 

The slaves in the United States were 
not freed so easily and peaceably. Their 
liberation required a long and costly 
Civil War in which the blood of thou-
sands of white men was spilt before the 
negroes were free. 

JEWS GREATEST SLAVES 

But no people have been so persecuted 
or so often enslaved as the race of which 
Mr. Rothschild was a member. Jerusalem 
has undergone siege, capture, and de-
struction more often than any other capital 
in the world. Israel's history has been 
one of continual enslavement, and de-
liverance by Divine intervention. 

SLAVERY IN EGYPT 

For many years Jews had groaned 
under the cruel and unreasonable de-
mands of their Egyptian taskmasters, 
until they were miraculously delivered 
through the leadership of Moses. But 
unlike the slaves of the British Empire  

and the United States, they were soon 
enslaved again. All during the period of 
the judges, for about 450 years, they 
experienced periodic enslavement to sur-
rounding nations. Each time their lot be-
came unbearable a new judge would 
arise who would lead them in a success-
ful revolt against their persecutors. But 
their short-lived freedom was soon fol-
lowed in each instance by further bond-
age. Even the change from the loose 
government of tribal judges to a strong, 
central monarchy, which rose to its zen-
ith under Solomon, failed to settle their 
difficulties. Wealth, trade, territorial ex-
pansion there was, but only for a time. 
Dissension soon tore the nation into two 
divisions which were never again united. 
Could the secret possibly be in the words 
of 1 Samuel 8:7? Here Jehovah says, 
"They have rejected Me?' 

SLAVERY IN BABYLON 

Assyria and Nebuchadnezzar termin-
ated the existence of the kingdoms of 
Israel and Judah. For 70 years the Jews 
were in bondage to Babylon. Although 
they were finally permitted to return and 
to rebuild the city of Jerusalem they 
were never again free from bondage to 
foreign tyrants. 

Persia, Greece and Rome, each in turn 
held sway, and the Jews groaned in 
bondage, longing for the promised Mes-
siah who would deliver them. For a brief 
period under the Maccabees it seemed 
that they might escape from Grecian 
domination; but that hope soon proved 
futile. 

THE GREATEST CALM.= OF ALL 

During the reign of Augustus Caesar 
a troublesome Teacher was dragged by 
His own people before the Roman Gov-
ernor, Pilate, in the city of Jerusalem. 
Many charges were made against Him, 
among them the accusation that He 
claimed to be the King of the Jews. The 
Roman official was in a quandary. He 
could see through the thin veil of their 
false accusations, and realized that envy 
was back of their demands for crucifix-
ion. But when the mob, including the 
chief priests and the Pharisees, said, 
"Away with him, away with him, cru-
cify him . . . We have no king but 
Caesar . . . If thou let this man go, thou 
art not Caesar's friend," he could not 
escape the charge of treason. So he 
bowed to the will of the mob to save 
his own position, and delivered Jesus 
unto the chief priests to be crucified. 

THE GREATEST PUNISHMENT 

In less than forty years after the cru-
cifixion the temple went up in flames. 
Jerusalem was destroyed and the Jews 
scattered abroad. This dispersion has 
lasted, not 70 years, but for nearly 1900 
years. In practically every land on the 
globe, pious Jews have wailed and con- 

fessed, "Because of our sins we have 
been driven from our land.- 

Israel's rejection of God's rule in 
Samuel's day culminated finally in the 
Babylonian captivity and the Greek and 
Roman overlordship. Can there be a con-
nection between Israel's rejection of the 
One who claimed to be the "King of the 
Jews" and this bondage of 1900 years? 

How bitterly Israel has suffered! The 
Inquisition, the pogroms, blood-libels, 
ghettos, anti-Semitism, and the stigma of 
the Jew-badge, in practically every land, 
have been his portion. Even today in 
Palestine there is no certainty or safety. 
The little group huddled about the "wail-
ing wall" at the temple site felt once 
more the hard hand of oppression as 
the jealous Arabs sought to drive them 
out. Strangers in their own land, they 
are denied the right of peaceably wor-
shipping as they choose! 

NOT GOLD, NOT SILVER, BuT BLOOD 

The Passover season has come again. 
Once more the Jew will commemorate 
God's deliverance from the hand of 
Pharaoh. The gold of a Rothschild may 
redeem the negro slaves of the British 
Empire; but the Jewish slaves of Egypt 
were not thus bought. A lamb was 
slaughtered. Its blood was sprinkled on 
the door posts of the Jewish home. "And 
when I see the blood, I will pass over 
you" (Exodus 12 :1 3) . Destruction fell 
on every home not stained with the 
blood of the sacrificial lamb. That night 
Israel marched out free. 

But when the Jews observe the Pass-
over this year, as they have done for 
so many centuries, they will have no lamb 
—no blood. Mazoth, horseradish, hard-
boiled eggs, chicken, beef, a shank-
bone—but no lamb, no blood; no real 
"Passover." It is really only the "Feast 
of Unleavened Bread" which is ob-
served for eight days. "Passover" only 
requires one day—but it also requires 
the Blood of the Sacrificial Lamb (Ex-
odus 12 :21-24) . 

IS IT REALLY "PASSOVER"? 

It is of no use to call a motor a 
dynamo. That will not enable the motor 
to generate electricity. The motor may be 
useful. It may perform the work for 
which it is intended. But the dynamo is 
necessary to make the motor do its work. 
Calling Hag Hamazoth by the name of 
Pesach does not make it that. There is 
no power. It has become a mere formal 
observance. The real spiritual power of 
the true Pesach is lacking because there 
is no Corban Pesach, no Passover sac-
rifice. 

But why is there no lamb and no 
blood? Mazoth, charity, prayers, phylac-
teries, mizvoth (good deeds), fasting, 
feasting, a chicken on Yom Kippur—
many are the substitutes offered. But the 
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one and only acceptable substitute, the 
Pascal Lamb, is not. "It is the blood that 
maketh an atonement for the soul" 
(Leviticus 17:11). Yet the Jew today 
has no blood-sacrifice. Oh, the irony of 
it all, that a people without any blood-
sacrifice should be falsely accused by ig-
norant Gentiles of the blood-ritual and 
suffer pogroms because of it! Israel, like 
Cain, brings an offering of her own 
choice. But it was the lamb of Abel that 
was accepted by God, while Cain's of-
fering was rejected. 

ZIONISM CANNOT HELP 

Anti-Semitism is on the increase 
everywhere. Even now, Catholics, Pro-
testants and Jews are preparing a nation-
wide pronouncement against it. In spite 
of the British Mandate and Zionist gold, 
Palestine is no safe refuge for the Jew. 
"Ye have sold yourselves for nought; 
and ye shall be redeemed without 
money" (Isaiah 52:3). Political pull and 
wealth cannot accomplish Israel's re-
demption and provide her with security 
and peace. Hitler has proved that. The 
Arabs have also demonstated it. Amer--
,:an blood may have been precious 
enough for the redemption of the negro 
slaves of the South; but mere human 
blood cannot pay the price of Israel's 
freedom. 

"THY MOUTH HATH TESTIFIED 
AGAINST THEE" 

II Samuel 1:16 

In the Day of Atonement ritual, pious 
orthodox Jews annually pray, "Messiah, 
our Righteousness, has turned from us. 
We are terrified because there is no one 
to justify us. Our iniquities He bears, 
for He was wounded for our transgres-
sions . . . ." Sad, sin-conscious hearts an-
nually echo the words of Isaiah the pro-
phet; but blinded eyes and 'hardened 
hearts continue to say, "Away with him, 
away with him, crucify him." 

Nineteen hundred years ago, as the 
time for the killing of the passover lamb 
drew near, on a cross outside the walls 
of Jerusalem hung that rejected "King 
of the Jews." "Between the two eve-
nings" He cried out with a loud voice, "It 
is finished," and gave His life as the re-
demption price for the sin of His own 
people. 

MERE IS FREEDOM ETERNAL 

"Messiah our Passover has been sac-
rificed for us," The way out of the 1900 
year bondage is open. No need to go on 
year. after year with the mere external 
observance of the ritual of the Passover, 
longing for its true observance "next 
year in the land of Israel." By faith, the 
blood sprinkled over the door in Egypt 
delivered the first-born from the angel 
of death. By faith, the blood of Jesus 
the Messiah the Lamb of God, "maketh 
the atonement for the soul" of anyone 
who trusts in Him. "Believe on the Lord 
Jesus Christ and thou shalt be saved." 

POGROMS IN POLAND 

The New York Times of Feb. 12th 
reports a shameful outbreak against the 
Jews in all parts of Poland. A pogrom 
took place at Minsk-Mazowiecki. Con-
cerning this pogrom or massacre, the 
New York Times reports as follows:- 

" The pogrom lasted two days and ac-
cording to the official record, took the 
following toll: Two Jews seriously injured; 
an unreported number of Jews beaten; two 
Jewish houses burned down, although un-
official reports still put the number at five; 
150 Jewish houses damaged, principally by 
window-breaking; and most of the Jewish 
market stalls destroyed. The pogrom was 
finally put down by special riot police 
rushed from Warsaw and a regiment of 
soldiers stationed here." 

Not only are they having these lo-
calized massacres in the outlying sections 
of Poland, but there comes the shocking 
news also that Poland proposes to evict 
all of the three million Jews now living 
there! This will be nothing short of a 
disaster, even greater than that which 
has faced our Jewish people in Germany. 

WOHIN SOL ICH GEHEN? 

Where will three million Jews go? 
Where is there a country in the world 
that will take them in? If Poland says, 
"Get out," it is going to mean that the 
Jews must go, or suffer massacres and 
massacres until they are exterminated. 

In the face of these calamities, coming 
upon the Jewish nation throughout the 
world with the force of a volcanic erup-
tion, lava heaped upon lava, torture up-
on torture, hatred upon hatred, the most 
alarming feature of the situation is the 
blindness of our Jewish leaders in their 
efforts to find a cure! They have re-
sorted to political intrigue, to economic 
pressure, to* the power of money-raising, 
and yet each effort results in greater hell 
for our people!
