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LET US REASON TOGETHER 

The Remarkable Story of the Conversion of 
Rev. Herbert H. Amster, as told by himself. 

I was born in Vienna, Austria, and re-
ceived my early education there, and in 
France and in Belgium. For reasons best 
known to himself only, my father had all 
his children join the Roman Catholic 
Church through baptism as infants. 

My early life was totally devoid of 
Jewish background. When I entered 
High School in Vienna, I received my 
first religious training, given by a Roman 
Cathol'c Priest, as part of the regular 
curriculum. Here I learned that I was a 
Catholic instead of a Jew. On the one 
hand experiencing anti-Semitic persecu-
tion by the Catholic boys who considered 
me still a Jew, I. on the other hand was 
taught that I, a Catholic. had reasons for 
exercising anti-Semitism myself! During 
these four years I was completely cap- 
vated by Catholicism and became its 

willing subject. 
Shortly after the war broke out in 

Europe, I left home and went to Italy 
for six months. From there I sailed to 
America. Here I continued my studies at 
a New York art academy, intending to 
become an artist. 

Drifting from Catholicism, for I had 
lost all faith in the church of Rome, I 
came in contact with unitarian unbelief 
and "Christian Science," falsely so called, 
which however made no appeal to my 
mind which had been early trained to ac-
cept the trinity and the reality of God. 

After a period of several years of con-
tinual unrest, I sat down to think things 
over one day, and I read the challenge 
of Isa. 1:18, 

"Come now, let us reason together, saith 
the Lord: though your sins be as scarlet  

they shall be as white as snow; though 
they be red like crimson, they shall be as 
wool." 

I realized for the first time that I was 
a member of the household of Israel—so 
I decided to become a "good" Jew. At 
this point in my problems, God's de-
finite dealing became manifest in His 
leading me to a Hebrew-Christian Mis-
sion in St. Louis, where after several days 
of discussing the Bible, God's Spirit re-
realed to me that the Lord Jesus Christ 
is the Jewish Messiah and spoke peace to 
my troubled soul. With the recognition 
that Life's supreme purpose is found in 
serving the Lord. I immediately gave my-
self to five years' preparation for the 
Gospel ministry, graduating from a Bible 
institute, and have been serving the Lord 
ever since, with joy in my heart and 
peace in my soul, a peace which the world 
can neither give nor take away.

Now, we are going to see 
from the Jewish Bible that God also fore-
told blessings that have not yet been ful-
filled, but surely will come to pass. 

This does not seem at all possible to-
day, as we look over the world and see 
that the Jews are more and more becom-
ing a people who are persecuted and 
hated by the nations, but the rams God 
who foretold all these things that have 
literally come to pass, also tells of the 
glorious future of His covenant people. 

To remind you of the present con-
ditions, let me read from "The Jewish 
Ledger,-  a local Jewish newspaper, 
dated January 8th, 1937. The present 
situation is very well summed up in this 
paragraph: 

THE GLORIOUS FUTURE 

OF THE JEWS 

,A Radio Message By Rev. Coulson Shepherd, 
A Gentile Christian Who Loves the Jews.

PART I 

The Jewish Nation reminds me of the 
great Amazon River. The River differs 
from all others in that its fresh water 
runs out in the ocean several miles before 
it is assimilated by the salt water of the 
Atlantic. A boat wends its way up 
stream; land is gradually sighted on 
either side, and eventually the boat lands 
its passengers. If the passengers follow 
the river far enough, they will trace a 
mountain stream to its source—a spring. 
Abraham is the spring of the Jewish 
Nation, and as God promised him over 
4,000 years ago, his countless seed is 
now spread over the face of the earth, 
yet is not assimilated by the nations of 
the world. One day this mighty, resource-
ful people, now despised and persecuted, 
will bring blessings and refreshings to 
all people. 

THREE CLASSES 

There are three classes of people in 
the world today: the Jews, God's ancient 
and chosen people; the Christians, who 
know the Goa of .Abraham, Isaac and 
Jacob as their heavenly Father, through 
faith in the Person of Jesus, the Christ of 
God. They have a love in their hearts for 
the Jews. Finally, there are the Gentiles 
or heathen, who are strangers to God's 
love and ways, and are called "goyim," 
they are responsible for the ruthless per-
secution and destruction of the Jews all 
through the ages. 

God made a remarkable statement 
about the Jews over 3000 years ago 
through the Prophet Hosea: 

"For many_ days shall the children of 
Israel abide without a king, and without 
a prince, and without a sacrifice, and with-
out a standing image, and without an 
cphod and th,=9:aphim. After that will the 
children of Israel return, and seek for 
the Lord their God and David their King; 
and fearing they will hasten to the Lord 
and to His goodness in the latter days." 
Hosea 3:4,5. 

God is saying here that there would be 
a long period in which Israel should have 
no civil polity, king or prince, no sacri-
.fice to the Lord, and yet no idol or false 
god. This exactly describes their state 
for the past eighteen centuries, for today 
as we look toward this people we see 
they are separate from idols, and yet 
have no legal sacrifice to the Lord God. 
We are told here not only about this 
present long period, but the fifth verse 
is a prophecy that after this period the 
children of Israel will return and seek the 
Lord, and enjoy His goodness in the 
latter days. 

"The pitiful plight of the refugees from 
Germany and hundreds of thousands in 
Europe who are under pressure to emigrate 
continues to present one of the most ur-
gent problems facing the world today. 
The situation as far as the refugees is con-
cerned is certainly more desperate at the 
beginning of 1937 than it was at the be-
ginning of 1936. Three factors account for 
this aggravated condition. In the first 
place, conditions in Poland, Germany 
and Roumania have taken a sharp turn 
for the worse. In the second place. poten-
tial countries of refuge have set up im-
migration barriers and restricted the op-
portunities for refugees to earn a living. 
A third factor is the troubled situation in 
Palestine which threatens to bring about 
a curtailment of immigration." 

In this same paper we also find a late 
news flash from Poland — 

"Warsaw—The Anti-Shechita Law has 
produced panic in the Jewish community, 
with many suicides reported as a result 
of Jews being displaced from the meat 
and poultry business where they eked 
out a living." 

What does this mean? It means that a law 
has been passed in Poland prohibiting 
Jewish Rabbis from killing or slaughter-
ing animals and fowls. There can there-
fore be no Kosher meat, and it has put 
all Jewish meat and poultry dealers out 
of business. This vitally affects all Ortho-
dox Jews in Poland, for they are either 
compelled to go 'against conscience and 
eat meat that is not Kosher, or abstain 
from meats altogether. It is erecting a 
huge sign "Not Wanted," clearly viewed

He knows their sorrows, and will surely 
come down to deliver. Tribulation makes 
a man, and tribulations will yet make this 
nation. 	 • 

It is dark for the Jews and I fear it 
will get worse for them, even here in the 
United States. However, Jew-hating Hit-
ler and other modern Hamann and all 
the rest cannot go further than God will 
allow. 

But, is it not of the utmost importance 
for the Jew to understand that these 
things are happening in direct fulfillment 
of the warnings which God gave to us 
in such a chapter as Deuteronomy 28, 
where God says: "If thou wilt not heark-
en unto the voice of the Lord thy God .. 
. . .all these curses shall come upon thee, 
and overtake tl,ee.-  You remember, also, 
that in Deuteronomy 18:18, 19, God 
told us through our great leader, Moses, 

"I will raise them up a Prophet from 
among their brethren, like unto thee, and 
will put my words in his mouth; and he 
shall speak unto them all that I shall 
command him. 

"And it shall come to pass, that whoso-
ever will not hearken unto my words 
which he shall speak in my name, I will 
require it of him." 

Nineteen hundred years ago, God sent 
to us this Prophet, in the person of the 
Lord Jesus Christ, our Messiah, and the 
incarnate Son of God. Him your fore-
fathers rejected, and since that tragic 
hour the poor Jew has been tossed to 
and fro over the streets of the world. Is 
it not time that the Jews should awake 
and turn to the Lord Jesus Christ, to find 
in Him peace, forgiveness of sins, and 
eternal salvation? 
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
