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Christmas is with us once more. Again 
we are reminded of the song the angels 
sang when they announced the coming 
of the little Babe in Bethlehem, 

"Glory to God in the highest, and on 
earth peace, good will toward men." Luke 
2:14. 

But here we are 1900 years after that 
wonderful event, and the world still has 
no peace! Since the World War we have 
heard more about Peace than ever be- 
fore, and yet there has been less peace 
among the Nations than ever in the his-
tory of the human race. It reminds us of 
the words of Jeremiah's prophecy, speak- 
ing of a day when they shall say, 

"Peace, peace, when there is no peace." 
Jer. 6:14. 

With the very uncivil Civil War still 
raging in Spain, the terrible bloodshed 
in China, unsettled conditions and suspi- 
cions in Europe, uprisings in Latin Amer-
ica and the continuous unrest and strife 
within our own borders, it is very evident 
that there is no peace today. The League 
of Nations has utterly failed to bring 
about peace; the World Court has done 
no better; peace negotiations and treaties 
have been as scraps of paper. This surely 
must be discouraging to those who are 
ignorant of God's purposes and prophe-
cies. 

God has revealed through Daniel and 
other Prophets that 

"Unto the end wars and desolations 
are determined." Daniel 9:26 

And the greatest Prophet of all, the 
One who "spake as never man spake", 
said, 

"Ye shall hear of wars and rumours of 
wars: see that ye be not troubled: for 
all these things must come to pass, but 
the end is not yet. For nation shall rise 
against nation, and kingdom against 
kingdom." Matt. 24:6-7 

He further said that "Jerusalem would 
be trodden down of the Gentiles", that 
is, Jerusalem would be in control of 
Gentile powers, "until the times of the 
Gentiles be fulfilled"—until governmen-
tal rule be taken away from the Gentile 
powers. 

When we talk about and hope for uni-
versal peace, we need to look away to 
Jerusalem, for peace cannot and will 
not be established in this old world until  

peace, real lasting peace, is established 
in Jerusalem. That is why we should 
obey the command and "pray for the 
peace of Jerusalem." Ps. 122:6. 

The period referred to in Scripture as 
"the times of the Gentiles" has about run 
its course. Speaking of conditions at the 
end of "the times of the Gentiles" the 
Scripture foretells— 

"Men's hearts failing them for fear, and 
for looking after those things which are 
coming on the earth: for the powers of 
heaven shall be shaken. And then shall 
they see the Son of Man (your Messiah) 
coming in a cloud with power and great 
glory." Luke 21:26-27. 

When Messiah comes, there will be 
universal peace, not only in Jerusalem, 
but all over the world. 

Hear the prophet Isaiah speak of 
Him— 

"Unto us a Child is born, unto us a 
Son is given: and the government (of 
the world) shall be upon His shoulders: 
and His name shall be called Wonderful, 
Counsellor, The mighty God, The everlast-
ing Father, The Prince of Peace. Of the 
increase of His government and Peace 
there shall be no end, upon the throne of 
David, and upon His Kingdom, to order 
it, and to establish it with judgment and 
with justice from henceforth even for-
ever. The seal of the Lord of hosts will 
perform this." Isaiah 9:6-7 

Ah, that is all very wonderful and it 
is good to know that God one day is 
going to set things in order and bring 
about universal peace, but how about in-
dividual peace now? Individual peace 
with God is something that none of us 
can make. No person, Jew or Gentile, 
can make his peace with God. 

A careful study of the Bible reveals 
this truth, a truth that is being experi-
enced by millions of people today, both 
Jews and Gentiles. Here is the truth I 
want to convey to you. Messiah came 
1900 years ago for the specific purpose 
of making peace for us and of giving 
that peace to individuals. This is in per-
fect accord with the Old Testament, the 
Jewish Scriptures. He is coming again 
as King of kings and Lord of lords to 
establish peace among the nations of the 
world. 

How did He make peace 1900 years 
ago? Hear what God says on the sub- 
ject: 	In speaking of Christ, the New 
Testament name of Messiah, and which  

is equivalent to the Old Testament name 
"Anointed" or "Mashiyach" — Christ, 
God said He 

"Made peace through the blOod of His 
Cross." Col. 1:20 

He not only made peace for you, for 
individuals, but He left, as it were, a will, 
a testament, and in that will we find 
this clause— 

"Peace I leave with you. My peace I 
give unto you." John 24:27 

God classes all people, Jews and Gen.. 
tiles, as wicked, and we know 

"the wicked are like the troubled sea, 
when it cannot rest, whose waters cast 
up mire and dirt. There is no peace, saith 
my God, to the wicked." Isa. 57:20-21 

Christ died for the wicked; He died 
for our sins according to your Jewish 
Scriptures, and rose again according to 
the Jewish Scriptures. 

But how can I, how can you, receive 
the peace, without which no person can 
have forgiveness of sins? Anyone can 
have it by believing on Christ. By be-
lieving Him, what He did; by believing 

"the Gospel of Christ for it is the power 
of God unto salvation to every one that 
believeth; to the Jew first, and also to 
the Gentile." Romans 1:16 

"The Word is nigh thee . . . . that is 
the Word of faith, which we preach; that 
if thou shalt confess with thy mouth 
Jesus as Lord, and shalt believe in thine 
heart that God bath raised Him from 
the dead, thou shalt be saved. For with 
the heart man believeth unto righteous-
ness; and with the mouth confession k 
made unto salvation." Romans 10:8-10. 

I am asking you to search your own 
Scriptures, and ask God to reveal Christ 
to you through them. As you see Him 
by faith and believe in Him, you will 
then, but not until then, have individual 
peace with God. Then, and not until, 
then, can 'you be saved, for 

"Neither is there salvation in any other, 
for there is none other name under heaven 
given among men, whereby we must be 
saved." Acts 4:12. 

My heart's desire and prayer to God 
for you is that you might be able to say 
with the greatest Jewish scholar and 
preacher of the past twenty centuries:— 

"Therefore being justified by faith, we 
have peace with God through our Lord 
Jesus Christ." Romans 5:1.

ISRAEL IN THE MELTING POT 

An ugly looking cloud of trouble is on 
Israel's horizon. Israel has been a great 
sufferer for centuries, but her greatest suf-
fering is yet to come. This trouble will 
come after she has settled in her own 
land and arrived at a state she thinks 
will insure peace and safety. Many of the 
Old Testament Prophets speak of this 
coming trouble for Israel in no uncertain 
language. 

Jeremiah says:— 

"Thus saith Jehovah: We have heard 
a voice of trembling, there is fear, and no 
peace. Ask ye now, and see, whether a 
male doth travail with child? Wherefore 
do I see every man with his hands on his 
loins, as a woman in travail; and all 
faces are turned into paleness? Alas! 
for that day is great, so that none is like 
it: it is even the time of Jacob's trouble; 
but he shall be saved out of it" (Jer. 30 
5-7, Darby's New Trans.). 

Ezekiel says:— 

"And I will bring you out from the peo-
ples, and will gather you out of the coun-
tries wherein ye are scattered, with a 
mighty hand, and with an outstretched 
arm, and with fury poured out; and I will 
bring you into the wilderness of the 
peoples, and there will I enter into judg-
ment with you face to face. Like as I en-
tered into judgment with your fathers in 
the wilderness of the land of Egypt, so 
will I enter into judgment with you, saith 
the Lord Jehovah. And, I will cause you to 
pass under the rod, and I will bring you 
into the bond of the covenant. And I will 
purge out from among you the rebels, 
and them that transgress against Me; I 
will bring them forth out of the country 
where they sojourn, but they shall not 
enter into the land of Israel: and ye shall 
know that I (am) Jehovah" (Ezek. 20: 
34-38, Darby's New Trans.). 

Again he says:— 

"Therefore thus saith the Lord Jehovah: 
Because ye are all become dross, therefore 
behold, I will gather you into the midst of 
Jerusalem. (As) they gather silver, and 
copper, and iron, and lead, and tin, into 
the midst of the furnace, to blow the fire 
upon it, to melt it, so will I gather you in 
Mine anger and in My fury, and I will lay 
you on and melt you. Yea, I will collect 
you, and blow upon you the fire of My 
wrath, and ye shall be melted in the 
midst of the furnace, so shall ye be melted 
in the midst thereof: and ye shall know 
that I, Jehovah have poured out My fury 
upon you" (Ezek. 22:19-22, Darby's New 
Trans.). 

Daniel says :— 

"And at that time shall Michael stand 
up, the great prince who standeth for 
the children of Thy people; and there 
shall be a time of distress, such as never 
was since there was a nation until that 
time. And at that time Thy people shall 
be delivered, every one that is found writ-
ten in the book" (Dan. 12:1, Darby's New 
Trans.). 

Zechariah says :— 

"And I will bring the third part into the 
fire, and will refine them as silver is re- 

fined, and will try tht 	gdrd is tried. 
They shall call on My Name, and I will 
answer them: I will say, It is My people: 
and they shall say, Jehovah is my G'od" 
(Zech. 13:9, Darby's New Trans.). 

Many other Scriptures might be quoted 
all of which direct attention to the fact 
that an outstanding trouble awaits Israel. 

Such a prospect should have a very 
sobering effect upon the Jew and should 
keep him from being too jaunty and 
gleeful in making his return to Palestine. 

Not all Jews will return to Palestine. 
Paul says in Romans 9:6 "Not all are 
Israel which are of Israel". 

There will be many more Jews outside 
than inside Palestine when Israel again 
becomes a nation. 

Two-thirds of those who do return will 
be destroyed in this great tribulation. 
The remaining third, referred to as a 
"remnant," will come out of the "Melt-
ing Pot" refined as silver, purified as 
gold, cleansed of every bit of dross, and 
in every way prepared to become mes-
sengers of salvation to the Gentile nations. 

It is no light thing that Israel rejected 
her Messiah when "He came to His own, 
and his own received Him not.- 

It is no light thing that the Jew has 
continued in stubborn, bitter, violent re- 
jection of their Messiah, refusing to learn 
his lesson after centuries of severe chas-
tening. Because of this he must be judged 
and judged very severely before he can 
again come into covenant relationship 
with God. All previous suffering com-
pared with this suffering is as the little 
finger to the thigh, but the Jew will 
learn in no other way. 

There is abundant evidence that the 
Jew is returning to Palestine in unbelief. 
Zionism is political, not religious. It has 
nothing of repentance. Its greatest leader, 
Dr. Herzl, boldly asserted in the first 
Zionistic Congress, "Our salvation must 
be by money.- 

The above article is a quotation from 
a book written by a Gentile believer in 
the Lord Jesus Christ, one who loves 
the Jews with all his heart, and who be-
lieves all that has been written in our 
old Jewish bible, by our Prophets, through 
whom God spoke. The name of this 
Gentile Christian is Mr. E. H. Moseley, 
and he lives in Texas. He sees the terrible 
danger that lies ahead of the Jewish na-
tion when once they are established in 
Jerusalem. What he has written above 
is, as you will see for yourself, just the 
plain teaching of the Bible. He does 
not give us any peculiar ideas of his own, 
but he puts down in sober fact what God 
wrote and what God intended to be a 
solemn warning to us. 

There is only one way of escape for 
any Jew from the terrible time of trouble 
that lies ahead. That way is through 
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the Lord Jesus Christ. Only He can 
give you present peace of mind, real 
inward joy, and unquestioned assurance 
of everlasting life; all of these things 
you may possess right now just as soon 
as you turn to Him as your Saviour and 
Messiah. Then,• in addition to all that. 
you will have the assurance that you 
will be absolutely delivered from the 
great time of trouble which will soon 
come upon our Jewish nation. Will you 
take advantage of this opportunity be-
fore it is too late?
