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WHO WE ARE, AND WHAT 

WE BELIEVE 

We Jews who believe on the Lord Jesus 
Christ are the children of Abraham. We 
are not apostates, as some misinformed 
Rabbis would have you believe. We are 
not Meshumadim. We believe every word 
that God gave through Moses and the 
Prohets. And because we believe all that 
God has spoken, we believe on His only 
begotten Son, the Lord Jesus Christ. 

We are the children of Abraham. And 
we are Abraham's true children, because 
we believe what Abraham believed. You 
may not know it, dear reader, but Abra-
ham believed in the Lord Jesus Christ. It 
was this same Lord Jesus who stood in 
the streets of Jerusalem and told the 
Pharisees and rabbis, 

"Abraham rejoiced to see my day: and he 
saw it and was glad." 

When the Jews, infuriated with the se-
rene dignity of the Lord Jesus' Christ, and 
maddened because of His assured state-
ment that He was the only begotten Son 
of God, heard Him say, "Abraham re-
joiced to see my day," they howled at 
Him, "Thou art not yet 50 years old, and 
halt thou seen Abraham?" And to this 
the Lord Jesus answered with a dignity 
becoming the Son of God, "Verily, verily, 
I say unto you, before Abraham was, 
I AM!" And those blinded Jews, of that 
day became even more demoniacal in their 
hate, because the record,  says, "They took 
up stones to cast at him." 

THE PRINCE OF PEACE 

But Abraham did believe in the Lord 
Jesus Christ. And if you read carefully 
the account of the battle of the rebellion 
against Chedarlaomer, you will find that 
after the din of the battle had ceased, 
Abraham sallied forth, and pitting him-
self against those wh' had taken captive 
his nephew Lot, he won his victory and 
brought back his nephew. Then we find 
a remarkable statement :— 

"And Melchizedek king of Salem brought 
forth bread, and wine: and he was the priest 
of the most high God. And he blessed him, 
and said, Blessed be Abram of the most high 
God, possessor of heaven and earth: And 
blessed • be the most high God, which hath 
delivered thine enemies into thy hand. And 
he gaves him tithes of all." Genesis 14:18-20. 

And so here enters that great figure of 
mystery, Melchizedek, king of Salem ; the 
literal translation is "my righteous king, 
the prince of peace." And to him, Mel-
chizedek, Abraham paid tithes. Now every 
Jew knows that Abraham could only have 
given tithes to someone over and above 
him. And this Melchizedek was none  

other than what the name implies, the 
prince of peace, the Lord Jesus Christ! 
And so when the Lord Jesus said to the 
ews of Jerusalem, "Abraham saw my 

day," He told them the literal truth. 
We are the children of Moses. And you 

will find, dear reader, if you are a sincere 
and earnest seeker after the truth, that 
Moses believed in the Lord Jesus Christ. 
Indeed it was Moses who told our fore-
fathers :— 

"The Lord thy God will raise up unto thee 
a Prophet from the midst of thee, of thy 
brethren, like unto me; unto him ye shall 
hearken; 	  I will raise them up 
a Prophet from among their brethren, like 
unto thee, and will put my words in his 
mouth; and he shall speak unto them all that 
I shall command him. And it shall come to 
pass, that whosoever will not hearken unto 
my words which he shall speak in my name, 
I will require it of him?' Deut. 18:15, 18, 19. 

And so when we believe in the Lord 
Jesus Christ, we only reaffirm our faith 
in Moses; and we ask every honest minded 
Jew to do likewise. It was Philip, the de-
vout Jew, who came one day :ace to face 
with the Lord Jesus Christ; and in the 
twinkling of a moment like the sharp clear 
light that comes in a fraction of a second 
when lightning rends the sky, God re-
vealed to Philip that this Lord Jesus was 
the one foretold by the prophets, and by 
Moses, and that He was the Son of God. 
Philip was so excited that he ran to find 
Nathaniel, and here is what the record 
states:— 

"Philip findeth Nathaniel, and saith unto 
him, We have found him, of whom Moses in 
the law and the prophets, did write, Jesus 
of Nazareth, the son of Joseph." John1:45. 

So Philip, the devout Jew, knew enough 
of what Moses wrote to understand that 
when the Lord Jesus appeared on the 
earth, He was in Himself the fulfillment 
of every prophecy that Moses had out-
lined, under God's dictation. 

We are the children of Isaiah. For Isa-
iah too, dear reader believed in the Lord 
Jesus Christ. In the loftiest and sublim-
est language that ever was penned, this' 
prophet of God told us 700 years before 
the event, the most minute description of 
what the Lord Jesus would do and what 
He would be. Can you find anything in 
all literature so heartbreaking and so ac-
curate as this description of the suffering 
Messiah :— 

"He is despised and rejected of men; a man 
of sorrows, and acquainted with grief: and 
we hid as it were our faces from him; he was 
despised, and we esteemed him not. Surely 
he hath borne our griefs, and carried our sor-
rows; yet we did esteem him stricken, smitten 
of God, and afflicted. But he was wounded 
for our transgressions, he was bruuised for 
our iniquities: the chastisement of our peace 
was upon him; and with his stripes we are . 
healed. All we like sheep have gone astray;  

we have turned every one, to his own way; 
and the Lord hath laid on him the iniquity 
of us all. He was oppressed, and he was'af-
flieted, yet he opened not his mouth: he is 
brought as a lamb to the slaughter, and as a 
sheep before her shearers is dumb, so he 
openeth not his mouth. Yet it pleased the 
Lord to bruise him; he hath put him to grief, 
when thou shalt make his soul an offering 
for sin, he shall see his seed, he shall prolong 
his days, and the pleasure of the Lord shall 
prosper in his hand." Isa. 53:3-10. 

And we are the' children of Daniel. For 
Daniel too believed in the coming of the 
Messiah. And Daniel gave us dates for 
His coining so exact, so precise that as-
tronomers today still stand aside with awe 
and reverence as they study the divine 
calculations of Daniel 9 :24.26 

"Know therefore and understand, that from 
the going forth of the commandment to re-
store and to build Jerusalem unto the Messiah 
the Prince shall be seven weeks, and three-
score and two: the street shall be built again, 
and the wall, even in troublous times. And 
after threescore and two weeks shall Messiah 
be cut off, but not for himself: and the people 
of the prince that shall come shall destroy 
the city and the sanctuary; and the end 
thereof shall be with a flood, and unto the 
end of the war desolations are determined." 

And we are the children of Zechariah. 
For Zechariah bridged the chasm of the 
centuries and looked forward to a day 
when a converted, heartbroken Jewish na-
tion, coming eventually to realize what a 
terrible sin it was' to reject the Lord Jesus 
Christ nearly two thousand years ago, 
shall cry out in agony, that God may for-
give them. Here are the sublime and in-
spired words 'of Zechariah :— 

"And I will pour upon the house of David, ' 
and upon the inhabitants of Jerusalem, the 
spirit of grace and of supplications: and they 
shall look upon me whom they have pierced, 
and they shall mourn for him, as one mourn-
eth for his only son, and shall be in bitterness 
for him, as one that is in bitterness for his 
firstborn." Zechariah 12:10. 

And we are priests! And of a better 
order than Aaron, the high priest. To us, 
who have been born again through the 
blood of the Lord Jesus Christ, has come 
the assurance from God :— 

"But ye are a chosen generation, a royal* 
priesthood, an holy nation, a peculiar people; 
that ye should shew forth the praises of him 
who bath called you of darkness into his 
marvellous light." 1 Peter 2:9. 

And' finally, we are kings! For again 
has come to us the sure promise as found 
in Revelation 1 :5, and 6 :— 

"Unto him (the Lord Jesus Christ) that 
loved us from our sins in His own blood, and 
hath made us kings and priests unto God 
and his father; to Him be glory and dominion 
forever and ever. Amen." 

And so you see, dear reader, we have 
a noble heritage. We are the children of 
Abraham. We are the children of Moses 
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and of all the prophets; and then by di-
rect line of inheritance we come down 
through the apostles and we are now 
priests, and kings, and fellow-heirs with 
the Lord Jesus Christ. We are the real 
Jews. No Jew can be a real Jew when he 
rejects the final capstone of all Judaism, 
the Lord Jesus Christ. No Jew can be a 
real Jew who denies the solemn truths of 
his own prophets, of his own patriarchs, 
of his own deliverer from Egyptian bon-
dage. Upon us who have accepted the 
Lord Jesus Christ has fallen the mantle 
of true Israelite succession. 

And now what do we believe? We are 
not heretics, we are not seducers, we are 
not soul snatchers. We confirm every 
Word of the Holy Bible. Here in our 
headquarters building at 27 Throop Ave-
nue, Brooklyn, N. Y., we are a company 
of Jews who have been washed in the 
blood of the Lord Jesus, who have been 
made new creatures in Him, who have con-
fessed Him openly by baptism, who meet 
regularly to worship Him, and to sing 
Praises to Him. The first thing we do 
when we gather together is to recite our 
creed, and in that creed there are ten ar-
ticles. In order that every reader shall 
be disabused of any prejudice and fears, 
we are now printing these ten articles of 
faith. We ask each Jew who reads these 
lines to judge whether these confessions 
can honestly be twisted to justify your 
rabbis in calling us' apostates. Here are 
the articles 

ARTICLE 1. 

I believe with all my heart in the God 

1 
 of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob, as it is 

written "Hear 0 Israel, the Lord, our
. God, the Lord is one." These three mean 

only one God, indicating Father, Son and 
Holy Spirit, three revelations of one God, 
who hears the prayers of all who pray in 
the name of the Lord Jesus Christ. 

ARTICLE 2. 

I believe with a perfect faith that God's 
Word is true, that the law and the proph-
ets were dictated by God Himself. There-

`fore I believe in the Lord Jesus Christ of 
whom the law and the prophets did write. 
He is my righteous Redeemer, the Saviour 
who died for my sins to reconcile me to 
the Father in heaven. (Isaiah 53). 

ARTICLE 3. 

I believe with all my heart that the Lord 
Jesus Christ is the Son of the living God. 
He was born of the Virgin Mary, through 
the Holy Spirit, so He could be an inno-
cent and sinless sacrifice for my sins. 
(Isa. 7 and 14; Psa. 2; Luke 2). 

ARTICLE 4. 

I believe wholeheartedly that the Lord 
Jesus Christ who died for our sins rose 
up on the third day from the dead. He 
is seated at the right hand of the Father 
in heaven as our paraclete (advocate) as 
it is said in the Holy Writ. (Psa. 110). 

ARTICLE 5. 

1 believe with all my heart that the Lord 
Jesus Christ will come again to judge the 
world and to rule, after the first resur-
rection from the dead, and before that 
great day of Judgment, as it is written. 
(Daniel 12). 

ARTICLE 6. 

I believe with a perfect faith in the Holy 
Spirit, who dwells in my heart by faith 
in the Lord Jesus Christ. He is our Com-
forter whom the Lord Jesus promised, to 
guide us in God's ways here upon earth. 
(John 14). 

ARTICLE 7. 

I believe with all my heart that the 
Lord Jesus Christ is the only righteous 
redeemer for Jew and non-Jew because 
all have sinned and cannot be counted 
righteous in God's sight without a sacri-
fice. The Lord Jesus is the only sacrifice 
for all who believe in Him. 

ARTICLE 8. 

I believe that before the time of Jacob 's 

trouble (Jere. 30) the Lord Jesus will take 
up to Himself all the believers (1 Thess. 
4) thus delivering us from the great trib-
ulation which will last 3/2  years (Daniel 
9 and 12, Rev. 13). After that He will 
come down with the believers to reign as 
the King over the whole earth, and the 
believers will reign with Him (Daniel 2 
and 7.' Psalm 2. Rev. 2:26, 27. Zech. 14). 

ARTICLE 9. 

I believe with all my heart that the New 
Testament is true and is the fulfillment of 
the prophets in the Holy Bible. In this 
way the Old and New Testaments are in 
perfect harmony, and both come from 
God. 

ARTICLE 10. 

I believe with all my heart that the peo-
ple of Israel will yet accept the Lord Jesus 
as their Saviour ; that they will repent 
and with great sorrow look unto Him who 
was pierced for our sins, as it is written. 
(Zech. 12). 

THEREFORE 

I promise to pray every day in the name 
of the Lord Jesus Christ, to read the Holy 
Scriptures daily, to lead by the help of 
God a life in the Lord Jesus Christ which 
will please God. I will also, proclaim the 
good tidings of the Lord Jesus Christ so 
that others shall he saved 'through the 
Holy Messiah Jesus from the wrath of 
God. Amen. 

May we invite you to join our little com-
pany of believers?
