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A LIGHT IN THE NIGHT

Christians who know that the Jews are 
God's chosen people and who appreciate 
that all they have and are, from a spiritual 
standpoint, conies from this chosen seed of 
Israel's race—all such Christians are pain-
ed as the news of Jewish persecutions 
comes from abroad. In addition to the 
tidings of sorrow and suffering which we 
read of in the papers and hear from our 
loud speakers concerning the crushing 
blow to the Jews in Austria, a personal 
friend of mine, who recently returned 
from Europe, tells how the walls of Jewish 
homes are turned into "wailing walls." 
He told me of seeing Jews in Poland turn 
their faces in grief to the wall and weep 
weep until their tears wet the floor. He 
told of a poor father who, pointing to 
several lovely grown daughters, said pite-
ously, "What will become of my daugh-
ters?" and averted his face to the wall as 
his tears flowed. 

AND IT CAN HAPPEN HERE 

You fold your hands complacently and 
say : "But it can't happen here." Don't 
let anyone think these scenes cannot be 
duplicated in the United States. It can 
happen here. There are over one hundred 
societies in the United States that are ac-
tively engaged in spreading Jew-hate by 
distributing anti-Semitic literature. Yes, it 
can happen here Right now there are 
agencies at work in this city, and other 
cities where there is a large Jewish popu-
lation, distributing literature designed to 
cause Gentiles to discriminate against the 
Jews, persecute and harm them in any 
way possible. 

I have before me a four-page, cheaply 
gotten up paper entitled "Why are Jews 
Persecuted For Their Religion?" It con-
tains quotations from the Talmud, and the 
saying of an American of a past genera-
tion. This is both subtle and vicious anti-
Semitic propaganda, and it is being dis-
tributed right here. I trust the Gentiles 
who read this leaflet will not allow the 
untruths it contains to influence them, and 
I trust the real Christians will raise a 
voice of protest against such methods of 
causing more trouble to those through 
whom their Saviour came. As Christians, 
we should extend the mercy of God upon 
the Jews. Although the Jewish people have 
strayed from Him, His promises to pre-
serve them have not strayed from them. 
He is still the Keeper of Israel, and His 
mercies fail not. 

ONE SHINING RAY 

Things look dark for Israel and things 
are dark. Both the Scriptures and condi-
tions throughout the world point to still  

darker and more troublous times for the 
Jews. Is there no hope for them? Is there 
no hope for a people that God loves with 
an everlasting love? Ah, yes there is, 
otherwise I would be a prophet of doom. 
There is hope, but it is not to be found in 
America or Palestine. It is not to be 
found in Secretary Hull's special commit-
tee to facilitate the emigration of Jews 
to more friendly countries. Throughout 
this increasing darkness there shines a 
bright ray of hope, a sure hope. I find this 
hope all through your Scriptures. It is in 
your Torah, the book of Moses ; it is in the 
writings of the prophets and all through 
the poetical books of sacred writ. Listen 
to this from the inspired pen of that sweet 
singer of Israel, David. He wrote in the 
130th Psalm: 

"Let Israel hope in the Lord: for with the 
Lord there is mercy, and with Him is plen-
teous redemption.'" (Psalm 130:7) 

Before this hope can be yours, however, 
you need the redemption spoken of here. 
And for that redemption a price must be 
paid. 	Did you know that almost two 
thousand years ago on Calvary, God paid 
the full price of your redemption? He 
provided Himself the Lamb in the person 
of His Son. Christ, your Korban, was sac-
rificed for you, and all who believe in 
Him are redeemed; they have forgiveness, 
their hope then is in the Lord: they know 
by experience that with the Lord there is 
mercy, and with Him is plenteous redemp-
tion. 

"Ye were not redeemed with corruptible 
things, as silver and gold, from your vain 
conversation received by tradition from your 
fathers; But with the precious blood of Christ, 
as of a lamb without blemish and without 
spot: Who verily was foreordained before 
the foundation of the world, but was mani-
fest in these last times for you, Who by him 
do believe in God, that raised him up from 
the dead." (1 Peter 1:18-21) 

The only way to really believe in God is 
by Him, the Christ of God, your Messiah. 
He said: 

"I am the way, the truth and the life; no 
man cometh unto the Father but by me." 
(John 14:6) 

He, the Lord Jesus Christ, came to seek 
and to save, especially the lost sheep of 
the house of Israel. He died for you, 
shedding His precious blood that the 
atonement for your sins might be made. 
Believe on Him and you are eternally 
saved. 

NO EASY ESCAPE 

I do not guarantee that you will be 
spared from all trouble by believing in 
Him, for He said, "In the world you will 
have tribulation, but be of good cheer, I 
have overcome the world." No, I do not 
guarantee you will be spared from all 

these troubles that are multiplying upon 
the Jewish people, but I do gurantee that 
if you believe in Him, you will have an 
inward peace, you will be comforted in 
whatsoever does come, and you will re-
ceive eternal life. 

It will be as Job tells us, "Though he 
slay me, yet will I trust him." Job 13:15. 
It is the presence within our hearts and 
lives of the divine and supernatural 
power of God through His only be-
gotten Son, the Lord Jesus Christ, 
that buoys us up in the hour of trial and 
persecution. Alone we cannot pass through 
the fires of torment and hate. With Him, 
the Lord Jesus Christ, we can go through 
anything, because we can trust Him, and 
because we have committed to Him our 
souls for eternal salvation. It was Nebu-
chadnezzar you remember who looked in-
to the furnace of fire where he had cast 
the three Hebrew boys with the full ex-
pectation that they would be burned to 
ashes. With astonishment and fear he cried 
out, "Did not we cast three men bound 
into the midst of the fire? . . . . Lo, I see 
four men loose, walking in the midst of 
the fire, and they have no hurt; and the 
form of the fourth is like the Son of God." 
(Daniel 3 :24,25). 

Dear reader, you cannot face the per-
plexities and the horrors of our modern 
world crash, without the knowledge and 
the experience of the abiding presence of 
the Lord Jesus Christ in your own heart. 
Such a presence will bring you joy and 
victory even in the midst of the greatest 
pain and agony. Men today who do not 
have this joy, who have not this assurance, 
these are the ones who are committing sui-
cide by the hundreds and the 'thousands, 
when the great catastrophe of life strikes 
them. They have no anchor and so they 
make shipwreck. 

The invitation which the Lord Jesus 
Christ gives is still true at the present 
moment, and it reads as follows: 

"Behold I stand at the door, and knock; 
if any man hear my voice, and open the 
door, I will come in to him, and will sup with 
him, and he with me." (Revelation 3:20)

door and let in this Stranger? He will 
bring to you the enly sure hope in the 
midst of a very unsure world.

SEVEN EMPTY MEDICINE BOTTLES

Here in the "Beth Sar Shalom", where 
so many Jewish people have found com-
fort for their hearts and healing for their 
souls, is also maintained a medical dis-
pensary for the healing of the body. 

One day an elderly Jewish gentleman 
came into the office of the dispensary and 
deposited upon the table a collection of 
empty medicine bottles. As we looked 
at him quizzically for some xplanation, he 
began to pour out his heart saying he had 
gone to different doctors and had taken 
their various medicines, but after trying 
all those bottles of medicine he found 
himself just as sick as before. Could we, 
he pleaded, help him with a i eal remedy? 

ISRAEL IS SICK 

Oh, what a deep spiritual lesson was 
brought home to our hearts by that in-
cident! We could not help likening that 
poor man to the people of Israel as a 
whole. Israel is aching all over as a sick 
man, even as the prophet vividly portrays 
it: 

"From the sole of the foot even unto the 
head there is no soundness in it; but wounds. 
bruises, and putrifying sores." (Isaiah 1:6) 

And so sin-sick Israel goes from one 
doctor to another, takes one medicine 
after another—with what result? Let us 
see. The "Yomini Noirooim" (Fearful 
Days) are just at hand, and Israel all over 
the world is trying once again its yearly 
prescriptions: 

First Bottle is labeled "Sleechos" (Ear-
ly Morning Watches). During the ten 
days of preparation for the holidays 
Israel rises faithfully before dawn to re-
peat the prescribed prayers to prepare 
the soul for the judgment and to appease 
the wrath of God. How much cure has 
that medicine effected? Has the burden 
of sin been lifted from Israel's heart? 

Second Battle is "Shoifer" (Blowing 
of Trumpets) On "Rosh Hashana" (First 
of the year) the ram's horn is blown to 
pierce the heavens and, as it were to 
force God to hear Israel's petitions. Has 
that brought any comfort to the soul? 

Third Bottle is "Tashlich" (Casting). 
The Jew gathers around brooks and rivu-
lets and seas, turns out his pockets into 
the water and recites : "He will turn 
again, He will have compassion upon us 
.. and thou wilt CAST ALL THEIR SINS 

into the depths of the sea." (Micah 7:19). 
If you have stolen during the year, cast 
that sin into the water! That black lie 
you told last week, quickly empty it out 
of your pockets into the river ! Honestly 
now, do you really believe that the theft 
or the lie has been wiped out? 

Fourth Bottle is "Caporeth" (Atone-
ment). In every family a rooster or a hen 
is swung over the head reciting:

"This is my substitute, this is my exchange, 
this is my atonement. This cock is going 
to be killed, and I shall enter upon a long, 
happy and peaceful life." 

This medicine is really " goad for capo-
reth", as the saying is. If you have 
cheated, make believ the rooster cheated! 
If you have committed adultery, make be-
lieve the rooster did it! This convenient 
way of getting rid of a guilty conscience 
may be a good balm for the feeble minded, 
but can it ever blot out a single sin? 

Fifth Bottle is Tfileh" (Prayers). In 
prayers Israel is a past-master. He has 
books full of them. 	First during 
"sleechos", then on "Rosh Hashana", 
then during the intermediate days, and 
lastly all day "Yom Kippur" Israel 
storms the gates of heaven. But after the 
prayers are all over, there is still the 
burden of sin upon the heart. God has 
said : "Yea, when ye make many prayers, 
I will not hear." (Isaiah 1:15). 

Sixth Bottle is "Tzedukuh" (Charity). 
All the beggars of the community and all 
the charity societies get busy during the 
"Yomim Noirooim" and do Israel a great 
service in affording him the opportunity 
to earn "Oilem Haboo" (Everlasting Life) 
as if God were some cheap politician who 
needs to be bribed with money. Do you, 
as a man of intelligence eally believe you 
can buy God? 

Seventh Bottle is " Tsheevuh" (Repen-
tance). Of course, the chief thing in 
" Tsheevuh" is fasting (Tsoim.) Fast. all 
day "Yom Kippur" and be afflicted. The 
most important thing, the blood atone-
ment, is missing, but do not mind that. 
Just fast and afflict your body. Does that 
medicine help ? Open your Bible to Isaiah 
58 :3-5 and see what God thinks of such 
fasting. At the close of "Yom Kippur" 
everyone greets one another joyfully. But 
stop a moment. Are you sure now that 
your soul is clean, that your sins have 
been forgiven? What is Israel's answer to 
that? He shrugs his shoulders and says, 
"Who knows?" 

WHERE IS THE CURE ? 

Oh, Israel: Seven bottles of medicine, 
but where is thy cure? "Is there no balm 
in Gilead ; is there no physician there? 
why then is not the health of the daughter 
of my people recovered 7" (Jeremiah 8: 
22). 

Dear reader, is it not time to try a real 
doctor now ? Hear what God has to say 
both in diagnosis of the case and in the 
way of offering a remedy : 

"If thou wilt diligently hearken to the 
voice of th-• Lord thy God, and do that which 
is right in his sight, 	I will put none of 
these diseases upon thee . . .for I am the Lord 
thy healer." (Exodus 15:26) 

I am the Lord thy Healer! Let us 
bring our empty bottles into the "Beth 
Sar Shalom" of heaven (House of the 
Prince of Peace) and seek a real remedy 
there. Let us "diligently hearken to the 
voice of the Lord . . .and do that which is 
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right in his sight." It was right in the 
eyes of the Lord to send our Messiah, the 
Lord Jesus Christ, into the world to be-
come the one effective offering for our 
sins. 

"It pleased the LORD to tiruise him; he 
hath put him to grief: when thou shalt make 
his soul an offering for sin, he shall see his 
seed." (Isaiah 53:10)

Why waste 
our time taking man's remedies that can 
never heal, when God has given a powerful 
remedy in the Person of the Great Phy-
sician of our souls? He poured out His 
atoning blood when He was "wounded 
for our transgressions" and gave His back 
to the smiters so that in fulfillment of 
Isaiah 53 :5, "with his stripes we are 
healed. 

I  am the Lord thy Healer! All the 
prophets testify of this suffering Mes-
siah and point to Jesus as the "Lamb of 
God which taketh away the sins of the 
world." We need only to read the New 
Testament to see for ourselves that "He, 
of whom Moses in the law, and the pro-
phets, did write" has come, and His name 
was called Jesus (Yeshua-Saviour) that 
He might "save his p,mple from their 
sins." Accept His remedy and be healed. 
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
