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DOCTORING A DOCTOR 

From a Jewish doctor we have received 
a sharp letter of rebuke. He seems to have 
been aroused by reading a copy of THE 
SHEPHERD OF ISRAEL, and he consid-
ers our earnest efforts to win our Jewish 
brethren to the Lord Jesus Christ "an 
effrontery and an insult to an intelligent 
Jew." He continues further :— 

"Who gave you a warrant to call the Jewish 
people blind? Why should you presume that 
a Jew, if he is a. true follower of the precepts 
of his religion, cannot attain the highest plane 
of ethical conduct as well as a true follower 
of the Christian faith? 

In the face of millions of nominal Christians 
perpetrating the most horrible crimes on each 
other and on Jews, why should you think it 
necessary to waste money gathered from well-
intentioned Christians on spreading Christian-
ity among Jews, instead of using that money 
to lead into the true light these millions of 
nominal Christians? 

What does it matter whether one believes in 
Jesus, Confucius, Mohammed, or in a thou-
sand other gods, as long as one's conduct falls 
short of the most elementary ethical rules 
of conduct? On the contrary, if one discharges 
adequately his obligations to his fellow men, 
what does it matter whether he does it in the 
name of Vishnu, Jesus, or God, as conceived 
by the ethical monotheism of the Jew? You 
surely have not the presumption and the 
audacity to insinuate that a Jew, Mohamme-
dan, Confucianist, or Zoroastrian cannot be in-
spired to the highest ethical conduct! 

Why not teach respect and mutual admira-
tion of the followers of one religion to an-
other, instead of insulting people by presuming 
that they are blind. I have unbounded respect 
for the true, believing Christian. I have un-
bounded respect for the follower of any 
religion, but I ant somewhat suspicious of one 
who makes it his life's work to meddle with 
the conscience and religious beliefs of others, 
especially if that one happens to be on the 
payroll of a well-intentioned Christian or-
ganization." 

And now, dear Doctor, you who are in 
the habit of prescribing medicines and 
treatments for your patients, will you al-
low us to turn the tables about and pre-
scribe a little treatment for you? Because 
you seem to be in a distressing pathological 
condition, which we do believe can be 
helped, even cured, if you will honestly 
and truly say to God, "I do want the 
truth." So, will you allow us to answer 
each one of your attacks or questions, ca-
tegorically in the same order which you 
have -given them in your letter ? 

1. God Himself gave us the authority 
to call our beloved Jewish people blind. 
If you were familiar with the Jewish Bible, 
you would never have asked such a ques-
tion. Do you need any •stronger or more 
powerful indictment of our people than 
that which Isaiah, one of our greatest 
prophets, has given to us in Isaiah 1:3,4:— 

"The ox knoweth his owner, and the ass 
his master's crib: but Israel cloth not know, 
my people cloth not consider. Alt sinful nation, 
a people laden with iniquity-, a seed of evil-
doers, children that are corrupters: they have 
forsaken the Lord, they have provoked the 
Holy One of Israel unto anger, they are gone 
away backward." 

And perhaps we should also quote the 
words of the Lord J esus Christ, who, when 
lie was in Jerusalem, had to deal with the 
sell-willed and proud Jews of His day. 
Concerning those Jewish leaders, lie 
said 

"They are blind leaders of the blind. And 
if the blind lead the blind, both shall fall into 
the ditch." Matt. 15:14. 

your question is cleverly worded, "Why 
should you presume that a Jew, if he is a 
true follower of the precepts of his reli-
gion, cannot attain the highest plan of 
ethical conduct as well as a true follower 
of the Christian faith?" The fly in the 
ointment lies in the little word IF, and 
you know very well that no Jew has ever 
been able to obey the precepts of his re-
ligion. The Word of God tells us very 
clearly, "All lave sinned, and come short 
of the glory of God." Who are you to 
set yourself up against God Would you 
make God a liar I 

JEWS MUST LEAD THE WAY 

2. You recognize evidently the differ-
ence between real Christians and nominal 
Christians. In this regard you are consid-
erably in advance of many of our Jewish 
leaders, and you are more fair-minded, 
and just. We have been trying for years 
to hammer home the truth to our blind 
Jewish brethren that real Christians, those 
who have been born again by the Holy 
Spirit, through faith in the Lord Jesus 
Christ, such Christians could never raise 
the smallest finger against a Jew, nor 
oould they allow their tongues to utter 
the least suspicion of hate against the 
Jews. We have been spending money, 
given to us by true Christians, to make 
known the Lord Jesus Christ to the Jews 
throughout the world ; for the simple rea-
son that God has been waiting a good 
many years for our Jewish people to wake 
up, to throw away the veil of blindness 
over their eyes, to accept the Lord Jesus 
Christ as their Messiah and Saviour ; be-
cause when once this miracle happens, 
God will use the Jews to do the very thing 
you have mentioned, "to lead into the 
true light these millions of nominal Christ-
ians." It is again our own great Isaiah 
who tells us by the authority of God's 
inspiratien, "the darkness shall cover the 
earth, and gross darkness the peoples: but 
the Lord shall arise upon thee (Israel) 
and His glory shall be seen upon thee. 
And the Gentiles shall come to thy light,  

and kings to the brightness of thy rising." 
Isaiah 60 :2,3. 

But before this wonderful thing can hap-
pen, Isaiah reminds us in the previous 
chapter that — the Redeemer shall come to 
Zion, and shall turn away transgression 
.from Jacob, saith the Lord." Isaiah 59:20. 
All of which means that when,  the Lord 
Jesus Christ will be honestly accepted by 
the Jews o the world, they will then be 
born again, they will be saved by God 
Himself, through the power of the Lord 
Jesus Christ, and they will lead the Gen-
tile world into righteousness and truth, 
through the Lord Jesus Christ. 

YOU ARE WHAT YOU BELIEVE 

3. We are surprised that a man of 
your intelligence should ask as to what 
it matters what one believes, so long as 
one's conduct is correct. Do you not know 
the age-old truth that creed makes char-
acter? The wise King Solomon gave ut-
terance to this important truth when he 
said, as he thinketh in his heart, so is 
he." This same truth was put in stronger 
form by the Lord Jesus Christ when he 
said in Matt. 7 :16, "Ye shall know them 
by their fruits." What has Mohammed-
anism brought to the world? Hate, mur-
der, rapine, lust. Do you believe that you 
could be a good Mohammedan and still 
achieve the highest ethical standards? 
What has Confucianism brought to the 
World? Go to China and see for yourself, 
a condition of degradation such as stag-
gers the mind. Do you think you could 
be a Confucianist and still achieve the 
highest ethical standards I And now, what 
has the Lord Jesus Christ produced in 
the world? Look about and see for your-
self. You are a doctor ; do you not know 
that the whole idea of hospitalization and 
free medical care for the poor sprang out 
of the hearts of men and women who toged 
the Lord Jesus Christ and wi,o were doing 
this for His sake? Did you ever hear of 
pagan Rome starting a hospital? Did you 
ever hear of the Mohammedans starting 
a hospital? Is it not true that Christian 
money is actually being spent by the mil= 
lions of dollars to establish hospitals 
among the Mohammedans :.nd the Chinese 
and the Japanese?

QUICKSAND LOGIC 

4. We are afraid you are on quicksand 
in your fourth attack, .1nd we believe even 
a ten year old child could explode your 
fallacies. First of all, how can you say 
that you have unbounded respect for the 
follower of any religion, when you know 
as a matter of fact that there is only one 
revelation, and all so-called religions are 
counterfeits and frauds? How much res-
pect would you have for a doctor. who 
says he is willing to accept all kinds of 
theories or treatments for a certain ail-
ment, when you know from your experi-
ence and from your studies that only one 
specific treatment or one highly specialized 
operation is the cure for the malady ? How 
far would you get in your medical practice 
if you followed such a strange doctrine I 
Your medical friend may be thoroughly 
sincere in his idea that a dozen forms of 
treatment are equally correct, but that will 
not help him very much when he is brought 
into the court under charge of murder 
through malpractice. 

You say you are suspicious of one who 
makes it his life work to meddle with the 
beliefs of others. If you are sincere in 
this statement, then you will have to 
stretch your suspicions a long way back, 
and you will find yourself in a state of 
collapse, for if you will take a little time 
to read in the Jewish Bible, the story of 
our great Father Abraham, whom every 
Jew reveres as the founder of the Jewish 
nation, you will find that Father Abraham { 
did exactly the thing about which you 
have your suspicions. He left his home, 
he gave up the religion of his mother and 
father, and he spent his lifetime in doin 
the very thing you condemn, that is, med 
dling with the religious beliefs of others. 
So you see, as a Jew, you have destroyed 
your own foundation; for if Abraham had 
not meddled with the conscience and be-
liefs of others, it is doubtful whether yo 

mild be where you are and what you a r 
today. We are told in Hebrews 11 :8, 

"By faith Abraham. ...went out, not knowing 
whither he went. For he looked for a city 
which hath foundations, whose builder and 
maker is God." 

And if you too, dear Doctor, will exe 
eise the faith of Abraham and go out 
earnestly looking for a city whose maker 
is God, you will find a new happiness, 4 
new joy through salvation by virtue diE 
the atoning work of the Lord Jesus Chriit 
in His crucifixion on Calvary ; you will 14 
a happy mar, and you will never agai 
write such a letter as you have now writ 
ten. 

Your reference also to being on th 
pay-roll of a well-intentioned Christia 
organization is rather a reflection on you 
own sense of respect and dignity. Certain 
ly, we receive a salary for our labors, bei 
cause God has provided that we shall 
live, and shall have food 'o eat and clothe. 
to wear. When you charge your patien 
a fee for services rendered, we surely hop  

that the patient does not turn on you and 
accuse you of "doing it for the money." 
This is not really a very high ethical stan-
dard for you to take, and we mention it 
only because you have stressed so much 
the idea of the high ethical standard. If 
you had been a believer in the Lord Jesus 
Christ, and had been really born again, 
you never would have put such a state-
ment in your letter. Because, he who has 
been born again has the love of the Lord 
Jesus Christ in his heart, and in First 
Corinthians 13, the great Jewish mission-
ary, St. Paul, gives us a wonderful chap-
ter on love, the love of the Lord Jesus 
Christ dwelling in our hearts. And con-
cerning that love He tells us, "love think-
eth no evil." 1 Cor. 13 :5. 

And so, may we recommend to you, dear 
doctor, that pm take the Lord Jesus Christ 
into your own heart, as being the only so-
lution to the Jewish problem, and as fulfil-
ling the only true Jewish religion, brought 
to us by God Himself, who began His plan 
of redemption through His only begotten 
Son, the Lord Jesus Christ, in th' very 
first book of the Jewish Bible, Genesis. 
And when you have taken Him as your 
Saviour, you will never again be offended 
by such literature as you received. On 
the contrary, you will thank God for hav-
ing given to you a new joy, the assurance 
of everlasting life through the Lord Jesus 

hrist.

1. AN ORTHODOX JEW

You ask me why I weep, when I 
am about to be led into the presence of 
the King of kings, Who lives forever, Who 
will not be moved to pity by words of 
entreaty or be pacified by the offer of 
a gift!

2. A REFORMED Jr1W 

Emanuel Deutsch, a noted Reform Jew 
wrote a book entitled "What is the Tal-
mud?" In it he tried to bolster up a claim 
that Jesus was a plagiarist, that He copied'  
from the Rabbis. When Deutsch was at 
the height of his popularity his health 
gave way, and he was advised by his physi- 
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cian to go to Egypt and there try to re-
gain his lost vitality. Soon after reaching 
Egypt he realized that he was fighting a 
losing battle, and he wrote this pathetic 
confession in his diary : "I cannot take 
comfort in the thought of death—I want 
to live—there is so much life, hot, full life 
within—that it shrinks from darkness and 
deadness. I envy those who can fly on 
the mind's wings to this harboui of ref-
uge; I cannot follow, but keep tossing 
outside in my broken craft, through foam, 
and rock and mist."
