"I WISH I HAD NEVER BEEN BORNI" 

In a recent edition of the Atlantic City 
Jewish Ledger, there appears an article 
written by Mr. Al Segal. Its title is "On 
Being Born," and in the course of his 
message the writer utters this pathetic, 
heart-searching statement: "Particularly 
because I am Jewish, I wish I had never 
been born." 

Surely no words could bespeak a more 
discouraged, saddened, world-weary out-
look than these. Here is expressed hope-
lessness, despair, the heart cry of a soul 
who looks at a world gone mad and sees 
only engulfing darkness through which no 
friendly ray can shine. 

We admit times are dark for Israel. 
There is scarcely a news commentator 
who does not remind us of this every 
time he broadcasts. Those awful headlines 
—"Jews Committing Suicide in Vienna 
—1700 in One Week"; "Jews Under Ar-
rest"; "Jews' Stores Pillaged"; "Jews 
Killed in Poland" ; "Jews Deprived of 
Kosher Food in Rumania"; "Unholy Ac-
tions Against Jews in the Holy Land" ; 
"Jews Discriminated Against in New 
York, in Your City, in My City, in Every 
City"—yes, these headlines are true, and 
according to your own Scriptures these 
things were foretold thousands of years 
ago with the insistence that they would 
get worse and worse until King-Messiah 
returns to deliver you. 

IF I WERE A JEW 

It is not because I minimize Jew hatred 
and persecution that I disagree with Mr. 
Segal. I am not a Jew, but if I were, I 
would proud of it. I would be proud to 
be a member of the greatest people who  

ever lived. Ali, to be of the seed of that 
great Patriarch, Abraham, your father, 
known as " the friend of God." The man 
who dared to change his religion just be-
cause God told him to. Israel, the people 
that God loves with an everlasting love ; 
the people that He refers to as "the 
Apple of His Eye"; the people that He 
said could never be annihilated until their 
enemies tore down the sun, mcon and stars 
—destroyed His solar systems; the people 
He said would go through these awful 
times and even greater tribulation; the 
people He said would be refined as silver 
is refined as a result of these troubles; the 
people who one day will look upon their 
King-Messiah whom they pierced 1900 
years ago; the people for whom a fountain 
was opened for sin and uncleanness; the 
people who one day will be saved as a 
Nation and bring much honor and glory 
to the Lord God ; the people of whom the 
Lord of Hosts said:

"Behold I stand at the door, and knock: 
if any man hear my voice, and open the door, 
I will come in to him, and will sup with him, 
and he with me." (Revelation 3:20)

He was here on earth in the person of His 
Son, He said : 

"Come unto me, all ye that labour and are 
heavy laden, and I will give you rest." 
(Matthew 11:28)

through the sacrifice of Himself, pur-
chased the priceless gift of salvation for 
you? 

HOW TO GET RICH QUICK

Most of us are poor. It has been said, 
God loves the poor above others because 
He made so many of them. While the 
anti-Semite offers among his many empty 
excuses for Jew baiting that the Jews 
are greedy and want to " get a corner" on 
all the wealth of the world, we know that 
most of our people are satisfied if they 
have a little home as their palace, even 
though it may not be more than a flat in 
some apartment house, their daily bread 
and a few pennies left over to help their 
distressed relatives who are less fortunate 
than they. Nevertheless, we all dream of 
a time when "our ship will come in" and 
we will be able to breathe a sigh of relief 
and cease from our struggles for a while 
to live comfortably and securely on a bit 
of wealth which, unfortunately, accumu-
lates very 'slowly. 

RICHES HAVE WINGS 

We have seen it very forcefully de-
monstrated in the past few years, how.: 
ever, that even when ort.e does accumulate 
a bit of wealth through years of toil there 
is no security in it. Those who have placed 
their trust in their wealth have found that 
Solomon was right when he said: "He 
that trusteth in his riches shall fall." 
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(Proverbs 11:28) 
. We remember that Solomon himself was 

commended by God in his youth in that 
he did not ask for riches (I Kings 3 :11) 
but prayed that God give him rather "an 
understanding heart to judge thy people, 
that I may discern between good and bad" 
(I Kings 3 :9). The king of Israel was not 
merely a political head but also the spir-
itual leader of his people, and Solomon 
remembered the words of his father David : 

"They that trust in their wealth, and boast 
themselves in the multitude of their riches; 
none of them can by any means redeem his 
brother, nor give to God a ransom for him." 

(Psalm 49:6,7) 

But there is a wealth which we may 
obtain very quickly and in which we can 
find. absolute security. We can enter into 
this treasure in the twinkling of an eye. 
It is the riches of God's grace which He 
bestows upon every believing soul the 
moment he decides to trust God's Word 
and obey Him in accepting His Son, our 
Messiah of whom it is said: 

"For ye know the grace of our Lord Jesus 
Christ, that, though he was rich, yet for your 
sakes he became poor, that ye through his 

Poverty might be rich." (LI Cor. 8:9) 

When we consider Jesus, the Son of the 
Living God, who is Lord of all, who "made 
Himself of no reputation, and took upon 
Him the form of a servant, and was made 
in the likeness of men ; and being found 
in fashion as a man, He humbled Himself, 
and became obedient unto death", we can 
understand somewhat of the poverty to 
which He was subjected. But, it was "for 
your sakes he became poor." No human 
being can measure the depth of that pov-
erty. Only such a great prophet as Isaiah 
could portray it in some measure when he 
said, "He was despised and rejected of 
men", but it was in order "that ye through 
His poverty might be rich". 

HEAVY PRICE FOR OUR RICHES 

Dear reader, shall we reject the riches 
which were obtained for us at such a great 
price? Surely we are not wiser than Solo-
mon who said in the Spirit of God : 

"The blessing of the Lord, it maketh rich, 
and he addeth no sorrow with it." (Prov. 
10:22) 

We spend much time in seeking to gain 
a little wealth, and then a depression comes 
along and robs us of all that we have' 
but we neglect the great riches of God 
which He wishes to give us freely for time 
and eternity. All the riches of God are 
ours if we but trust in our Messiah. 

First, we may have the riches of God's 
grace, for " grace and truth came by Jesus 
Christ". Grace is unmerited favor. We 
are sinful people and have provoked God 
by our continual going astray, but God 
"hath laid on Him (Jesus) the iniquity of 
us all" (Isaiah 53) that we might be free 
from guilt and condemnation. 

Second, wc may have the riches of the 
love of God, because "in this was mani- 
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fested the love of God toward us, because 
that God sent his only begotten Son into 
the world, that we might live through 
him" (I John 4:9). 

Third, we may have the riches of eternal 
life, for "God so loved the world, that He 
gave His only begotten Son, that whoso-
ever believeth in him should not perish 
but have everlasting life" (John 3:16). 

Fourth, we may have the riches of the 
peace of God, for "being justified by faith 
we have peace with God through our Lord 
Jesus Christ" (Rom. 5:1). He is our eter-
nal Mediator in heaven. He is our advo-
cate with God our Father. Peace is made 
between a holy God and a sinful people 
by Him if we trust Him to do it. When 
we need an advocate in court, we must 
come to the advocate and place our case 
in his hands ; when we need an advocate 
in heaven we must come to Him who is 
recognized there as the only Mediator be-
tween God and man. 

Fifth, we may have the riches of fellow-
ship with God for "if we walk in the light, 
as He (Christ) is in the light, we have 
fellowship one with another, and the blood 
of Jesus Christ, His Son, cleanseth us from 
all sin." (I John 1:7) The only ground 
of our fellowship with God is the blood 
atonement which God Himself gave 
through His Son. 

And so we can go on multiplying the 
riches of the blessings of God that can be 
ours merely by believing God's Word and 
placing our trust in Him who obtained 
those riches for us at such a tremendous 
price. Let us enter into the "treasures of 
heaven . . . where thieves do not break 
through nor steal" and where all the de-
pressions of this world are forever shut 
out. 

THE SEVEN WONDERS 

The seven wonders of the world. What 
are they? There are a great many strange 
and wonderful things in this world, so 
the seven chief ones must be great and 
famous. 

After research in ancient books, we 
hear the list of long names which we can 
scarcely understand. The pyramids of 
Egypt, the Colossus of Rhodes, and five 
other names, some of heathen temples, or 
statues of false gods.

Has it ever brought comfort to the troub-
led heart or peace to the death bed? 
Have tears been dried, or has rest of 
heart been given by the recollections of 
seven such wonders? Why half the people 
in the world have never heard of their 
existence ; and many have forgotten their 
names : But we have ANOTHER WON-
DER to tell you about, one that infini- 
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tely surpasses any wonder of earth ; one, 
too, which concerns YOU—yes, you who 
are reading these words—a wonder that 
can bring joy to you now, and that can 
supply all your future need. 

Listen ! it is this: that—"God so loved 
the world, that He gave His only begot-
ten Son, that whosoever believeth in Him 
should not perish, but have everlasting 
life". (John 3:16) 
• Who loved the world 1-God? Yes: God 
who had so much that was pure and fair 
that He might have loved : All the hosts 
of heaven. They were sinless. Why should 
He love the world, this black, lost, un-
grateful world? One of you inight take up 
some vile and degraded stranger from 
the streets, and lavish kindness upon him, 
but you would not love him, especially 
if he repaid your kindness with base in-
gratitude, hating you, often seeking to 
drag youi name in the dust—in an oath. 
pay, more—would you, if this wretch 
incurred the penalty of the law and for-
feited his life for some crime—would you 
give your only child to take his place? - 

The picture is not half drawn ; it is 
only a feeble outline of the real fact,—
the wonder of the world—that we have 
to tell you about. You, yes you, are the • 
lost wanderer, the ungrateful wretch; 
and it is the God of heaven who gave His 
only Son to die for you. When you had 
so fairly earned the wages of sin, which 
is death, he—the Lord Jesus—gave His 
life as your substitute, and shed His blood 
in your stead. The greatest Wonder of 
the world. 
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
