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FLEE THE 1:3MS!" 

(Excerpt from a Radio Broadcast by Rev. 
Coulson Shepherd, Pastor of the First Baptist 
Church, Atlantic City, New Jersey) 

News reports, both from the public press 
and private releases reaching me from time 
to time, warn us of the alarming increase 
of "isms" in America. The two most 
damning "isms" are Communism and 
Naziism. These ungodly and un-American 
termites are undermining our very foun-
dation and structure. They are enemies 
of each other and both deadly enemies of 
democracy and religion. Communism as 
practiced in Russia and advocated here in 
America is without question atheistic. And 
certainly Naziism is paganistic. All real 
Americans should flee from these "isms" 
as they would from a deadly plague, and 
warn their children to give them and their 
advocates as wide a berth as possible. 

Those who are dissatisfied with our basic 
form of government should consider the 
case of Grover Bergdoll, draft dodger, who 
returned to his homeland about a week ago 
after a 19 year exile in Germany. Here is 
a man who apparently preferred a prison 
in America to a palace in the land of Nazi. 
He would rather be deprived of his liberty 
here behind prison bars, than be deprived 
of it in a totalitarian state where liberty is 
unknown even to one who could afford to 
live in luxury. This grim intelligence 
should be borne in mind by all short-
sighted Americans who by personal or 
business conduct or agitation are doing 
their best to force totalitarianism upon us 
in this land of the free and home of the 
brave. They will not like it any more than 
Mr. Bergdoll. 

THE DANGER OF GIVING OFFENSE 

And now I come to the message which 
I hope will be helpful to all listening, es-
pecially to you Jewish people. We are 
living in an age when giving offense seems 
to be the order of the day. The Bible says : 

"Give none offence, neither to the Jews, 
nor to the Gentiles, nor to the church of 
God." I Corinthians 10:32. 

God's Word says, "Give NONE of-
fence", and yet offense is being hurled at 
ALL these days, especially at the Jews. 
We pity the ungodly Gentiles and the pro-
fessint,  Christians who are giving offense 
to th;Jews. They are disobeying God, and 
all who think and act contrary to God's 
Word and will are bound to suffer great 
loss. The Word of God cannot be broken. 
Therefore all offenders of Israel will be 
cursed. Saith the God of Abraham, 

"I will curse him that curseth thee.—  Gen-
estis 12:3. 

We have been showing all along in these 
talks that there is a vast difference be-
tween Gentiles and Christians. One thing  

that characterizes a Gentile is a hatred 
toward the Jewish people. The opposite 
eharacterizes a Christian. So whenever you 
meet or hear of a person who displays 
hatred toward the covenant people of God, 
you can know that he is a Gentile and not 
a true Christian, no matter what his re-
ligious profession is. A true Christian is 
a believer and follower of the Christ of 
God and like his Saviour, who was a Jew, 
has love in his heart for those that Christ 
referred to as "My brethren after the 
flesh." 

THE MEANING OF JEWISH PERSECUTION 

I want to impress upon you this morning 
that even though persecution against you 
on the part of Gentiles the world over is 
on the increase, God is working it together 
for the good of your nation. God is going 
to bring eternal good out of the world-wave 
of anti-Semitism that is forming into an 
international pogrom with the alleged 
purpose of driving the Jew into racial 
suicide. 

But the Gentile of Jewish hate does not 
know the Jew. He does not know that the 
Jew is an old veteran in time business of 
surviving persecution. From Haman's day 
to Hitler's, the Jew has been persecuted, 
but he is still here and in far greater num-
bers and strength than ever before. 

The persecution which is now going on 
throughout the world is helping to solidify 
Jewish hopes and aspirations, to bring to 
your minds the great heritage of Jewry, 
and, to a certain degree, to remind you 
Jewish people of your place in the program 
of God and of your place among the nations 
of the world. 

So when you are falsely accused of being 
a nation of Communists, the instigators of 
the World War and the cause of the pre-
sent economic world crisis, just remember 
that God is working all of this together 
for your good. And remember too, that 
true Christians know that as a people, you 
are not Communists. As a people we know 
you are just as much opposed to the two 
deadly termitic "isms" at work in our 
country, namely Communism and Naziism, 
as all true Christians are. We know that 
the average Jew in our country is an 
American Rightist and in no sense a 
Leftist. 

All that I have said should be a comfort 
to you Jewish people as a nation, but in-
dividually and personally the offenses and 
perseeutions against you should have 
another result. As is happening throughout 
Europe, it should cause you to seek your 
God with your whole heart and find the 
sheltering protection afforded by His Sal-
vation. Reports reaching us from Europe 
tell of hundreds of Jews accepting the New 
Testament and reading it with open mind 
and heart. Hundreds of them are seeing 
clearly that Jesus is the Messiah-Saviour, 
the Son of the living God. Believing in  

Him they have a firm foundation upon 
;which to stand when troubles come. Trust-
ing Him they have a shelter from the 
Nazi storm of hatred even when east out 
into one of the many "No man's" lands. 

We will gladly send you a copy of the 
New Testament on only one condition—
that you read it carefully and prayerfully. 
If you will do this, trusting your God, the 
God of Abraham, 'Isaac and Jacob, to show 
you the Truth, you will soon see that Jesus 
is that Prophet of whom Moses spoke when 
he said unto your fathers, 

"A Prophet shall the Lord your God raise 
up unto you of your brethren, like unto me; 
Him shall ye hear in all things whatsoeveri 
He shall say unto you. 

And it shall come to pass, that every soul, 
which volt not hear that Prophet, shall be 
destroyed from among the people. 

Yea, and all the prophets from Samuel and 
those that follow after, as many as have 
spoken, have likewise foretold of these days. 

Ye are the children of the prophets, and of 
the covenant which God made with our fathers, 
saying unto Abraham, 'and in thy seed shall 
all the kindreds of the earth be blessed.' 

Unto you first God, having raised up His 
Son Jesus, sent Him to bless you, in turning 
away every one of you from his iniquities." 
Acts 3:22-26. 

If you will read your Jewish Scriptures 
in the light of the New Testament, which 
is equally the Word of God, you will re-
ceive the faith to believe, for 

"Faith cometh by hearing, and hearing by 
the Word of God." Romans 10:17. 

Then you will say froin your heart, 
"I am not ashamed of the Gospel of Christ, 

for it is the power of God unto Salvation, to 
every one that believeth; to the Jew first and 
also to the Gentile. 

For therein Is the righteousness of God re-
vealed from faith to faith: as it is written 
(in Habakkuk), the just shall live by faith. 
Romans 1:16, 17. 

You will then swim in the clear watv.-
of life, and with a strong, sure stroke will 
be pulled by the Lord Jesus Christ, your.. 
Saviour-Messiah, to that eternal shore, 
where there are joys and pleasures for-
evermore. 

SAMSON SHAKES HIMSELF 
BY IRVING KUGLER 

These days the plight of Zionism is 
heavy upon Jewish hearts. We look on in 
amazement at what is taking place and can 
not understand how a government, repu-
tedly one of our best friends, should "go 
back on us" at such a critical time of our 
history. And so, ill perplexity and despair, 
the Jewish leadership in "Erez Yisroel" 
is preparing a program of "resistance". 
General strikes are being organized, de-
monstrations, protests, political maneuvers 
and militant opposition will accord the 
Jews their "national rights in Palestine". 
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THERE'S HOPE IN THE END 

While many view with alarm the present 
developments, we who look at it from 
God's viewpoint find no cause for conster-
nation, because after all God has promised : 

"There is hope in thine end, saith the Lord, 
that thy children shall come again to their 
own border." (Jer. 31:17) 

There is hope ! We believe this abso-
lutely, because God said so. Our only con-
cern is, in WHOM are we placing our hope 
so that our people shall come again to 
their own border ? 

SAMSON'S WEAKNESS 

As we meditate along these lines, our 
thoughts run back to that hero of the 
Bible, Samson. We remember how, in a 
time when Israel was heckled by the Philis-
tines in much the same manner as the Jews 
are being heckled by the Arabs today, God 
raised up that giant of a man of whom 
we read that "the Spirit of the Lord came 
mightily upon hini" so that he became a 
veritable terror to the Philistines. Then 
something happened. Samson fell into sin. 
He violated the laws of the Nazarite and 
broke his vows. At last he placed himself 
in a very dangerous position with the 
enemy through his love for Delilah. When 
she pressed him to tell her the secret of 
his strength, he made it appear as if it 
were by his own might that he was able 
to overcome, and he did not give glory to 
God. When he was finally betrayed, we 
read these pathetic words : 

"And he awoke out of his sleep and said, 
I will go out as at other times before, and 
shake myself. And he wist not (knew not) 
that the Lord was departed from him." 
(Judges 16:20). 

He knew not that the Lord was departed 
from him ! What a pity ! 

THE SECRET OF STRENGTH 

We can learn a profound lesson from 
what happened to Samson. Like Samson, 
so Israel was once a mighty giant among 
the peoples of the world and all the nations 
cried in horror, "The God of the Israel-
ites is upon us!" However, like Samson, 
so Israel has broken his vows to God, has 
fallen into sin, entered into entangling 
alliances with the world, and today we 
go out in Samson-like fashion and say, "I 
will shake myself as at other times", but 
we "know not that the Lord is departed" 
from our Zionism. 

Can we, in our own strength, by "re-
sistance" and by "militant opposition" 
achieve that which God has promised 
Why are the efforts of Zionism failing? Is 
it not because from the very inception of 
the plan it was fraught with boastings as 
to what "WE CAN DO", leaving God en-
tirely out of the picture? Even some of the 
pious rabbis opposed Zionism on this very 
ground. No matter how we would like our 
people to have a haven in Palestine, yet we 
must reckon with the fact that Zionism 
which refuses to reckon with the God of 
Zion eau not continue very long. 

WHAT IT MEANS TO TRUST GOD 

Some will protest that they do trust 
God. However, how can one say, I trust 
God, when he refuses to reckon with the 
revelation which God gave us first by our 
prophets and finally in the Person of our 
Messiah, the Lord Jesus Christ? How can 
one say, I trust God, when at the same 
time he leans upon the arm of flesh ? How 
can one say, I trust God, when his sin sep-
arates him from the knowledge of God 
as we read in Isaiah 59 :2, "Your iniquities 
have separated between you and your 
God"? We are in need of an atonement, 
and there is no atonement outside of 
Christ. If we say we trust God, then we 
must also believe Him whom God sent us 
and accept Him as our Messiah and as 
our Saviour. But as long as we do not 
know Him, we are estranged from God 
and we are like Samson, shaking ourselves, 
not knowing that the Lord is departed 
from us. 

The motive of Zionism is, we are told, 
to lead us out of captivity. A very noble 
ideal ! However, what . are we expected 
to do after we come into the land ? Shall 
we build a Jewish Babylon there? Is that 
what God has in view ? Not at all! When 
God sent Moses to Pharaoh, He said : 

"Thus saith the Lord, Let my people go, 
that they may serve me." (Ex. 8:20). 

Released from the burdens of the task-
masters to worship God ! That is the mo-
tive in our deliverance, to serve God. Israel 
needs to take to heart God's promises 
through the prophets and their fulfillment 
in the Lord Jesus Christ. He promised to 
send us the Messiah and He did send Him 
at the appointed time to bring us sal-
vation and deliverance. 

When we, as a nation, «•ill accept our 
Saviour and believe in Him, then we shall 
not be tossed to and fro by our enemies. 
We shall be a Christian nation having 
"Emanuel" in Our midst (Isa. 7:14). Then 
will also be fulfilled the prophecy of Zech-
ariah : 

"Ten men shall take hold out of all lang-
uages . . . even shall take hold of the skirt 
of him that is a Jew, saying. 'We will go with 
you: for we have heard that God Is with you." 
(Zech. 8:23) 

Dear reader, believe in the Lord Jesus 
Christ who is called — Emanuel", and our 
deliverance will be assured, because 
"Emanuel" means, "God is with us."
