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ISRAEL, AWAKE! 

THE TRUMPETS SOON WILL BLOW! 

Your Rosh Hashana is not God's Rosh Hash-
ana; your New Year is not God's New Year. 
You have mixed your dates, and you have 
confused God's Word. 

What and when is Rosh Hashana ? This 
question we ask of every earnest truth-
seeking Jew. Because if such a Jew will 
face the facts, he will discover, perhaps 
to his utter amazement, that when he ob-
serves the first day of Tishri and calls it 
"New Year" or "Rosh Hashana" he is 
making one of the greatest mistakes of all 
of his religious practices, and he is dis-
obeying flagrantly God's commandment. 

Tishri is the seventh month of the year, 
and not the first. Every intelligent. Jew 
knows this. But when you ask him why 
he insists on calling the first day of Tishri 
New Year's day when Tishri is the seventh 
month of the year, you will find him 
speechless ! Because, in truth, he has no 
answer. All he knows is that the rabbis 
told him so, and the rabbis' grandfathers 
told them so, and so on it goes back and 
back into the limbo of nebulous Fable. On 
such flimsy fabrics are built up so many 
practices of Jewish ritualism and cere-
monial. 

Now let us get at the facts :—the only 
place in T'Nach, our Jewish Old Testa-
ment, where Rosh Hashana is mentioned 
or spoken of, is Exod. 12:2. The verse 
reads :— 

"This month (Nisan) shall be unto you the 
beginning of months; it shall be the first month 
of the year to you." 

The expression "first of the year" is 
in the Hebrew, Rosh Chadashim, which 
means "the head, the beginning, of the 
months." The remaining part of the verse 
says, "it shall be unto you the first of 
the months of the year." The word for 
first is Rishon which comes from the same 
stein as the word Rosh, and in each ease 
the meaning is first, or head, or beginning. 
And so here we find the first and only 
mention in the Word of God about Rosh 
Hashana. 

And here is the astonishing fact that we 
wish every Jewish reader to face :—that 
Rosh, or head or first month of the year, is 
Nisan, and not Tishri ! Why then do the 
Jewish people fool themselves year after 
year by calling the first day of Tishri, Rosh 
Hashana ? Ask the Rabbis ! 

REDEMPTION IN NISAN 

It was in the month of Nisan that God 
delivered our forefathers from the yoke of 
bondage in Egypt. It was on the 14th day 
of that month, on the stroke of midnight, 
that the angel of death passed through the 
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land of Egypt, and smOte ;all the first born 
of every home where the blood of the Pass-
over Lamb had not been applied. Pharaoh, 
in great consternation and fright hurriedly 
sent for Moses and Aaron and beseeched 
them "Rise up, and get you forth from 
among my people . . . take your flocks and 
your herds . . . and be gone !" 

And thus a new nation was born, the 
nation of Israel, which had literally been 
redeemed by the strong and mighty arm 
of God from the yoke of the Pharaohs ; and 
that redemption had been brought about 
by blood. And it was only after such 'a 
redemption that God took the disorganized 
hordes of the Israelite tribes, and whipped 
them into the makings of a great and 
mighty nation and gave them His laws on 
Mt. Sinai. But notice that before He could 
do all these things, there had to be re-
demption first. And so you see what great 
importance God put upon such redemption 
when He told Moses so carefully and so 
distinctly "This month (Nisan) shall be 
unto you the beginning of months; it shall 
be the first month of the year to you.". 
Exod. 12 :2. Think therefore of the terrible 
wrong, that year after year, the rabbis have 
said to the Jews, "No, Nisan shall not be 
the first month of the year, but Tishri shall 
be the first month of the year !" Why have 
our Jewish leaders made such a stupid 
blunder ? Why do they continue in that 
mistake ? 

SATAN IS ENEMY TO GOD 

The answer is to be found in just one 
word—Satan. This evil person has made 
it eternally his business to defy Goa, and 
to persuade the human race to disobey Him. 
He has tried to bring to naught all of God's 
plans and purposes. It is lie, for instance, 
who is at the bottom of the present world 
wave of Jew-hate. God loves His Jewish 
nation, whom He has called His peculiar 
people, with an everlasting love, even 
though He is punishing us now for our 
sins ; but Satan is persuading the nations of 
the world to hate the people whom God 
loves. 

THE TRUE TISHRI MEMORIAL 

Now God has a purpose in the instruc-
tions He has given us concerning a special 
feast to be celebrated in the month of 
Tishri. God did really give us a holy cele-
bration to be held in the month of Tishri, 
the 7th month of the year. But, God did 
not call it New Year. Here is the command-
ment itself, taken from Lev. 23 :24:— 

"In the 7th month. in the first day of the 
month, shall ye have a Sabbath, a memorial 
of blowing of trumpets, a holy convocation." 

Here then is the holy day for Tishri, the 
7th month, not the first month. It is called 
" the feast of the blowing of trumpets." 
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And now what is meant by the blowing of 
trumpets ? What do such blowings signify ? 
If we can understand the importance of the 
memorial itself, we will better understand 
the reasons why Satan has blinded our 
rabbis and whole Jewish nation these many 
years, that they should not know the truth. 

THE USE OF TRUMPETS 

One does not need to go back into history 
very far, to understand the meaning of the 
blowing of trumpets. We can see such 
meaning and such practice even in tie pre-
sent day of civilization. Let us be at some 
great public meeting, where a dis-
tinguished statesman is to make the ad-
dress, and what do we see and hear ? Trum-
pets ! Sometimes a whole battalion of 
trained trumpet blowers, or cornetists, will 
blast out the attention-compelling and air-
piercing fanfare of trumpets ; and suddenly 
appears on the scene the speaker or the 
event of the moment. 

In old time Jewish practice, the blowing 
of trumpets was an important and fixed in-
stitution, and was used, first, for the call-
ing together of special solemn assemblies; 
second, as signals for breaking up of the 
camp; third, as sound of alarm in time of 
danger ; fourth, on such occasions as we are 
now considering, in the month of Tishri, 
when the trumpets were to be blown "over 
your burnt offerings, and over your sacri-
fices of peace offerings, for a memorial be-
fore your God." 

And this word memorial means a remind-
ing of God of things yet to come. And in-
deed so it is in this very case of Tishri, for 
no sooner is God finished with telling us in 
Lev. 23 :24 to keep the reminder to Him of 
the blowing of these trumpets, than the 
very next thing is that God tells us in the 
27th verse,' 'to keep the day of atonement," 
the most solemn day for Jewry in.  all the 
year. This is the day when the Jewish na-
tion must afflict its soul, and suffer great - 
anguish of both body and soul, before God. 

And so, in God's revelation to us of His:,  
program for the final redemption and es-
tablishing of the Jewish nation as His 
people, reigning once more in peace and 
blessing, in the land of Palestine, the land 
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which God gave to our fathers, Abraham, 
Isaac and Jacob, He has given us this feast 
of the blowing of trumpets, always as a re-
minder that some day, and perhaps a great 
deal sooner than many of us now think 
possible, He is going to bring us back to the 
land of His promise, and there He will 
allow the whole nation to undergo the ex-
periences of the day of Atonement. It is 
in that day that our nation will mourn, 
with deep heart affliction. In Lech. 12 :1U 
God tells us about this terrible day of 
mourning, for we read as follows :— 

"And I will pour upon the house of David, and 
upon the inhabitants of Jerusalem, the spirit 
of grace and of supplications; and they shall 
look upon rue whom they have pierced, and 
they shall mourn for him, as one mourneth for 
his only sun. and shall be in bitterness for him, 
as one that is in bitterness for his first-born." 

And so here at last the secret is out—
our Jewish nation will mourn because of 
having pierced the Lord Jesus Christ, 
God's only begotten Son. And here is also 
the secret exposed why Satan has been so 
busy blinding our leaders to the real mean-
ing of the first day of the 7th month of the 
Jewish calendar, Tishri, the memorial of 
the Blowing of Trumpets, and not the New 
year. Satan does not want our people to 
know the real meaning of the blowing of 

. trumpets, he does not want Ls to know that 
such trumpets are going to usher in some 
day the great day of Jacob's trouble. But 
any Jew who will use the common sense 
God gave him, cannot possibly look around 
over the world today without realizing that 
things are pretty bad for the Jews, and the 
clouds are getting darker and darker every 
day. To smart Jewish leaders who lived in 
Jerusalem 1900 years ago, the Lord Jesus 
Christ said one day :— 

"When it is evening. ye  say it will be fair 
weather: for the sky Is red. And in -the morn-
ing it will be foul weather today for the sky 
is red and lowering. 0 ye hypocrites, ye can 
discern the face of the sky, but can ye not 
discern the signs of the times ?" blatt. 16:2,3 

Dear Jewish reader, will you not take 
this heart searching question and apply it 
to yourself in this tragic hour of Jewish 
history? May it not be possible that a 
Hitler with his hordes of Nazis frenzied 
with Jew-hate, a Roumania reeking with 
the blood of innocent Jews, a Russia, slow-
ly exterminating every trace of Judaism in 
her borders, a whole world, indeed, sudden-
ly on the hunt for the Jew, as a pack of 
dogs is on the hunt for the fox—may not 
these alarming events be as the Blowing 
of the Trumpets by God, Trumpets which 
fairly shriek, "Awake, oh Israel, Awake I" 
It is yet not too late .for you to accept the 
salvation offered you through the Lord 
Jesus Christ, be truly born again as a child 
of God, and be an heir to eternal salvation 
and everlasting life. In this way only can 
you escape the terrible days of tribulation, 
and the time of Jacob's trouble, and the 
fulfillment of the omens of the day of 
Atonement, in your own life and experi-
ence.
