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SUCCOTH — THE FEAST OF BOOTHS 

(Israel's Golden Age—No more Hamans. no 

more Hitlers; but everlasting peace and joy) 

Succoth — what reminiseenses the 
word brings to mind ! No one but a Jew 
can appreciate the feelings of joy, content-
ment and security that come at the very 
thought of this most happy and satisfying 
of all the Feasts which God gave to our 
people. It is the one feast called "Hag-Je-
hovah", the Feast of Jehovah, because 
• God Himself took great. delight in the 
splendid destiny of His people typified by 
this greatest of all the celebrations of the 
Jewish sacred year. 

The harvest was finished. From the 
trees, the vines, the ground itself, the 
abundance of God's material blessings had 
been picked, gathered together, and 
brought to the barns and storehouses, and 
the nation of Israel knew that once more 
God had provided for them generously for 
the coming year. That is why this Feast 
has also been called "the Feast. of In-
gathering." See Exod. 23 :16. God 's com-
mandment in the celebration of this soul-
satisfying Feast was :- 

"And ye shall take you on the first day the 
boughs of goodly trees, branches of palm 
trees, and the boughs of thick trees, and wil-
lows of the brook; and ye shall rejoice be-
fore the Lord your God seven days. And ye 
shall keep it a feast unto the Lord seven days 
in the year. It shall be a statute for ever in 
your generations: ye shall celebrate it in the 
seventh month. Ye shall dwell in booths 
seven days; all that are Israelites born shall 
dwell in booths: That your generations may 
know that I made the children of Israel to 
dwell in booths, when I brought them out of 
the land of Egypt: I am the Lord your God." 

Leviticus 23:40-43. 

The Feast of Trumpets had come and 
gone. The terrible days of soul affliction 
followed, bringing with them deep agony, 
mortification of soul, penitence and sorrow 
for sins committed, the plea that God 
might wipe out the memory of those sins 
forever, and the solemn reconsecration of 
the Jewish heart and soul to God, coupled 
with the vow to live a life more holy and 
pleasing in His presence. Then came the 
great day of Atonement, when upon the 
scape-goat were placed the sins of the 
nation, and when, in response to the 
nation's faith in God, the people of Israel 
became purged and God could look upon 
them as a nation whose sins had been for-
given. And then, after the night of sor-
row and tears, came the brilliant efful-
gence of this joyous feast, the Feast of 
Booths, or Tabernacles. Among Christian 
people the most joyful feast of the year 
is perhaps the one known as Christmas,  

-,vhen the birth of the little Babe in Beth-
lehem, Ivhcme name was to be JESUS, be-
cause He was to save His people from their 
sins, is celebrated. The joy of the Feast 
of Tabernacles is somewhat like that.. 

GOD'S REDEMPTION GOAL 

But what does this Feast oi! Tabernacles 
typify, or foretell? Of the thinking Jew 
we would ask the question, "Can it mean 
anything else but that God has revealed 
in this Feast the goal toward which He 
has been directing all of His marvelously-
planned program of redemption?" Not 
only redemption for the Jelkish nation, but 
through them, eventually, redemption for 
the entire world. Every Jew knows, or can 
think back to his childhood days and re-. 
call, those evensongs that followed the 
festal Sabbath meals, the Z'meeroth, the 
heart-touching melodies which expressed 
the hope that some day the Messiah would 
come back to establish us once more in 
the Homeland, where we would live in 
millennial joy for a thousand years that 
would be "all Sabbath", all peace, all 
quiet and joy. It was the prophecy con-
tained in the Feast of. Tabernacles that 
those Sabbath Z'meeroth had in view; and 
that. wistful singing brought memories of 
sadder melodies, spoken of in Psalm 137, 
in which our forefathers expressed with 
groaning the burdens and sorrows of the 
Babylonian captivity :- 

"There they that carried us away captive 
required of us a song; and they that wasted 
us required of us mirth, saying, Sing us one 
of the songs of Zion! How shall we sing the 
Lord's song in a strange land?" Psalm 137: 
3,4. 

And so God has given us the pledge, 
through the setting up of the. beautifully 
significant calendar of Jewish Feasts, of 
His divine purpose to bring to this earth, 
through the nation of Israel, an age of 
eternal joy and bliss, a time when every 
man shall sit under his own vine and fig 
tree, and none shall make him afraid. Such 
is the wonderful future that God still has 
in store for a redeemed 'Israel, who will 
yet obey and worship Him with sincerity 
of heart. Of that day Zechariah tells us :- 

"Thus saith the Lord of hosts: In those 
days it shall come to pass, that ten men shall 
take hold out of all languages of the nations, 
even shall take hold of the skirt of him that 
is a Jew, saying, We will go with you: for 
we have heard that God is with you." Zech. 
8:23. 

This means that the Gentile nations of 
i he world will come.  to the reborn people 
of. Israel and say to them, "Please show 
us the wan to God !" It will be much like 
that whicli the dear Moabite girl Ruth, 
said to her Jewish mother-in-law, Naomi:- 

"For whither thou goest, I will go: and 
where thou lodgest, I will lodge: thy people 
shall be my people, and thy God my God: 
Where thou diest, will I die, and there will 
I be buried." 	Ruth 1:16,17. 

And so in this sense the Feast of Booths 
will also be the "Feast of Ingathering". 
Fur as the Feast of Booths was meant to 
celebrate each year the harvest of the 
laud, so in that blessed era known as the 
millennium, or in the Jewish teaching as 
"All Sabbath", the world will witness 
the gathering of all the nations to Christ. 
Even though the gathering of many peo-
ples to Christ has already been going on 
for centuries as Jacob prOphesied, "and to 
Him shall be the gathering of the peoples" 
((men. 49:10), yet at that time "all the 
nations shall flow" unto Him. It will be 
a true "Feast of Ingathering." 

Zechariah also tells us about that woii- 
derful millennial era of Tabernacles, for 
lie says :- 

"And I will pour upon the house of David, 
and upon the inhabitants of Jerusalem,, the 
spirit of grace and of supplications: and they 
shall look upon me whom they have pierced, 
and they shall mourn for him, as one mourn-
eth for his only son, and shall be in bitterness 
for him, as one that is in bitterness for his 
first-born." 	Zech. 12:10. 

This will be the beginning, the entrance 
door, to the blessed age to come. The 
nation of Israel will repent of the awful 
sin of rejecting the Lord Jesus Christ, and 
then, turning to the Lord Jesus Christ for 
forgiveness, the nation will be born again 
and will serve God with all its heart and 
soul. Then will God recognize them, for 
He says, in Zechariah 13 :9 :- 

"They shall call on my name, and I will 
hear them: I will say, It is my people: and 
they shall say, The Lord is my God." 

Again God describes to us the glory and 
splepdor of that great Feast of Taber-
nacles to come, in Zechariah 14:8-11 we 
read these beautiful words :- 

"And it shall be in that day, that living 
waters shall go out from Jerusalem; half of 
them toward the former sea, and half of them 
toward the hinder sea: in summer and in 
winter shall it be. And the Lord shall be king 
over all the earth: in that day shall there be 
one Lord, and his name one. All the land 
shall be turned as a plain from Geba to Rim-,  
mon south of Jerusalem: and it shall be lifted 
up, and inhabited in her place, from Ben-
janiin's gate unto the place of the first gate, 
unto the corner gate, and from the tower of 
Hananeel urkto the King's winepresses. And 
men shad divell in it, and there shall be no 
more utter destruction; but JeEusalem shall 
be safely inhabited." 

But dear Jewish reader, all of these 
things God will accomplish only after a 
series of terrible plagues come upon the 
earth. tl:2 most frightful purgings that 
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ever the world has known. When the 
world will have failed utterly to realize 
its own schemes of peace and plenty and 
happiness, then God will step in and do 
the work. God had to intervene in the af-
fairs of mankind many times in previous 
ages. He did so when Adam and Eve sin-
ned against Him; when foolish men, like 
so many ants on a hill, tried by building 
the tower of Babel to unseat God from His 
throne. God interposed in the affairs of 
the world when He called out Abraham, 
when He took the Israelites out of Egypt, 
and established them in the land of Pales-
tine. We could go on naming case after 
case of God's supernatural interventions 
in the affairs of mankind. All of this would 
only strengthen the argument that God 
must once more eome down from the hea-
vens to establish order out of the chaos 
in the earth. 

NO .110PE APART FROM CHRIST 

But, in the meantime, those who die in 
the present period without faith in the 
Lord Jesus Christ are forever lost. If they 
are Jews, they can never partake of the 
Feast of Tabernacles and the splendor of 
millennial glory and happiness. If they are 
Gentiles, they too, without Christ, can 
have no pal t in the blessings of the king-
dom to be ruled over by great David's 
greater Son, the Lord Jesus Christ.; for it 
is the solemn truth that there is no future 
hope for any man or woman apart from 
salvation through the Lord Jesus Christ. 
No one has any assurance that he will 
survive until the coming of the millennial 
age. But the very joys and blessings that 
Cod has prepared for the world in that 
great day of the Tabernacles Feast, these 
joys and blessings each individual Jew 
e'u possess now if he will turn to the Lord 
Jesus Christ for forgiveness of sins and 
allow Him to possess his heart and soul. 
Then through each one of us can go out 
st.,:.7ains of living water that shall bring 
refreshment to individuals and to nations 
new gasping for the very breath of life. 
Such were the blessings that our Jewish 
forefathers brought to the Gentile world 
1900 years ago. It was Paul, a Jew, who 
bravely went forth to plant the Gospel of 
the Lord Jesus Christ upon every known 
Continent and among every known nation 
and tribe. Do you not envy Paul? What 
would you not give if you could have it in 
your power to do what Paul did, to sail 
upon every sea, to cross every Continent, 
everywhere to find people arising to call 
you blessed? Well, dear reader, you can 
have that privilege if you really want it. 
It is in your grasp this very moment if 
you wish to surrender yourself to the 
Lord Jesus Christ and let Him use you. 
Then you will have a Feast of Tabernacles 
in your heart and in your soul that shall 
begin from this very moment and con-
tinue through all eternity. It is yours for 
the asking, and for the humbling of your 
heart before God, and of the accepting of 
His only begotten Son as your Messiah 
and Saviour. .
