and vice versa. 
But. such an incongruous topsy Curvy 

state of things these half and three quart-
er, and even the fully baked Jewish Com-
munists could not stand. They turned 
away with disgust from this unnatural 
and unholy alliance. 

But now what shall they do with them-
selves these young people! They have lost 
their God, their ideal, their occupation—
because their Communist managers knew 
well how to keep these young people busy, 
making them to work hard for their Com-
munism, in the expectation that their 
labor would surely usher . in the Golden 
Age in the quickest time. 

Poor deluded young people! While they 
took their Communism so seriously here 
in America laboring and running to meet-
ings and paying their dues and spending 
their time and strength to make some-
thing respectable out of their Commun-
ism, their God Stalin in his Communistic 
heaven, Moscow, had all the time been 
forgetting them, and finally made a big 
joke out of it all! 

Well, this has always been the case with 
runners after strange gods, idols that 
cannot see nor hear nor understand. They 
always end in failures, and their worship-
pers are left a cruelly disappointed and 
a laughing stock. 

But now, what shall they do, these dis- 

appointed and abandoned young people? 
This problem, though at first sight ap-

pearing before us in the form of a present 
and new emergency, had been heard of 
before; it is in truth a very old problem! 

And to this old problem there is just 
one very satisfying and conclusive old 
answer. TWO thousand years ago, in Jeru-
salem, this question was asked. We read 
it in the New Testament, in the story 9f 
the Acts of the Apostles. A multitude 
of people, having discovered that they, 
too, had made a fatal mistake and were 
on the wrong track, cried out to the dis-
ciples of Jesus and said, "Men and 
brethren, what shall we do?" 

And the disciples of Jesus gave them 
the only reply that answered their case: 
"Believe in the Lord Jesus Christ, repent 
of your sins, confess His name, and you 
shall be saved!" . 	 • . 	. . 	. 

Jesus truly •came to save young people 
and old and all people, in the olden days. 
as well as at the present time and at all 
times! He came to• save and put again on 
the right track all who made mistakes, 
had fallen into delusions, had made •a 
mess of their lives ! He came to save even 
our present discouraged, disillusioned 
Jewish young people. 

The only condition is : Come to Him!. 
No doubt, it appears more difficult to 

accept Jesus the Jewish Messiah, than 
the Russian Stalin. Stalin does not de-
mand his followers to become better and 
cleaner men and women. They can re-
main the same as they were before, cheat-
ing, lying, and doing all kinds of dirty 
and unseemly things—Land yet be good 
and ardent Communists. 

It is not so with Jesus Christ. He is 
holy and pure and full of love ; and He 
demands His followers also to be holy and 
pure, and to love and help their fellow 
men. 

And .more than this. Jesus Christ came 
to be a sacrifice for the sins of men, iii 
order to give them hope and eternal life. 
The only way to help our fellow men is 
on the way of holiness and sacrifice and 
love. By cleansing us from our sins He  
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makes of us children of God and mem-
bers of the heavenly family. 

This may be difficult to understand for 
some of our readers. But this is what is 
understood to be true Judaism; and it is 
also true Christianity. There is no higher 
and nobler purpose in life than this. 

Jesus said: "Blessed are the pure in 
heart, for they shall see God." 

Now a final word: Do you want to 
know what to do with your young life? 
Dedicate yourselves to the service of God! 
How can we do this you ask? Accept, 
Jesus Christ as your guide and teacher, 
and He will guide you into true service 
and true living. He is the Jewish Messiah 
and the rightful King of Israel. 

A JEWISH JURY 

FOR A NAZI CHIEFTAIN

We . still remember the case of Fritz 
Kuhn. He is the former leader of the 
German-American Bund, a Nazi organiza-
tion, organized to spread Jew-hate in Am-
erica. Kuhn was tried and convicted last 
year on the charge of misappropriating 
funds belonging to his organization, as 
well as on other charges. He is now serv-
ing sentence in prison. 

While that anti-Semite was on trial the 
well-known Jewish weekly, the American 
Hebrew, • printed a very interesting edit-
torial to the effect that some newspaper 
reported Mr. Kuhn as saying that he 
would welcome a JURY OF JEWRY to 
try him as the most likely chance for his 
receiving a fair trial. This report, though 
hardly credible, drew the following re-
marks in that editorial which have caught 
our attention in a particular way :— 

"We swell out our chests in pride at . . . 
the thought that if anything so fantastic 
were to occur as a jury of Jews to try Hit-
ler himself, the trial would be fair . . . Jews 
simply will not allow themselves to be drawn, 
into the reeking mess of hatred and injustice 
. . . They will never permit desire for re-
venge to adulterate their advocacy and prac-
tice of decency, justice and mercy." 

We heartily commend the editors' high 
esteem for our people. It cannot be de-
nied that Jews as a. people have excelled 
by their genuine sense of justice, and thSa.t 
they possess to their credit a distin-
guished array of jurists in many lands. 
Our experiences through the - centuries 
have undoubtedly taught us many hard 
but valuable lessons, namely to hate in-
justice and persecution. Yet there is one 
matter outstanding which threatens to nul 
lify this our boast of "decency, justice 
and• mercy": It is our attitude, not to-
ward a stranger and au enemy, but to-
ward our own brother: Jesus of Nazareth. 

Among the problems and questions east 
up in these troublous days in which we 
live, the following has become very acute 
in Jewry—What is to become of our Jew-
ish young people at the present time? 

Many of them have for years been half, 
three quarter, and full-fledged Commu-
nists; they have labored under the delusion 
that Russian Communism was the only 
thing that could make this world a better 
place to live in, but this delusion all of 
a sudden had collapsed and communism 
proved to be a foolish and empty dream!

THE JEWISH SUPREME COURT OF JUSTICE 

It is high time therefore that we should 
openly and publicly reexamine His ease. 
He was brought before the Sanhedrin, the 
then existing Jewish Supreme Court of 
Justice. Did He get a fair trial? If, even 
such a man as Hitler would be given a 
fair trial at the hands of Jews, surely Je-
sus who is our own flesh and blood, and 
who did so much good for us and for the 
world, ought to be given an impartial 
trial in a Jewish court. We ask you to be 
the judge in this case as we bring you the 
evidence. 

I. Jesus of Nazareth, the defendant, 
was, according to Josephus, the famous 
Jewish historian, "a teacher of such men 
as receive the truth with pleasure." He 
was known_ for His miraculous powers in 
healing the sick, the maimed and the 
blind, and even in raising the dead. He 
was no pretender, because all His teach-
ings and all His miraculous works were 
done in the open and in many places, and 
He never asked for nor received any fees 
for His services. He ministered to both 
the rich and the poor alike and was no 
respecter of persons. 

II. Not only was He a teacher of right-
eousness He also practiced what He 
preached. He denounced hypocrisy and 
corruption in religious life wherever He 
found it, and taught that a clean heart 
and a pure conscience and right motives 
were far superior to religious formality. 
Jesus was a friend of sinners, and. always 
sought to lead them back to God through 
real heart repentance. 

III. When He announced His Messiahship 
He always did on the ground of our holy 
writings, urging the people to search the 
Scripturps and see whether or not they 
testified of Him. He gave glory to God, 
His Father; and to prove that He came 
from God He showed them by His divine 
works that His testimony was true. 

IV. He was arrested by order of the 
priests and elders who had no definite 
charges against Him, except that He said 
He was the Son of God, and here is an 
authentic record of the trial:— 

"The chief priests and all the council 
sought for witness against Jesus to put him 
to death, and found none. Though 1114111Y, 

came and bore false witness against him,, 
yet their witness agreed not together." 

"And the high priest (Kohen Godol) stood 
up and asked Jesus saying, Answerest thou 
nothing? But Jesus held his peace. Again 
the high priest asked him, I adjure thee by 
the living God, that thou tell us whether 
thou be the Messiah, the Son of God. Jesus 
saith unto him, I am." 

"The high priest rent his clothes and saith, 
What need we any further witnesses? Ye 
have heard the blasphemy: what think ye? 
And they all condemned him to he guilty of 
death." (Matt. 26:57-68: Mark 14:53-64: John 
18:12-24) 

Now, you be the judge. 
Can we not see that the whole proceed-

ings against Jesus were all born of jea-
lousy and hatred against Him? This was  

in fulfillment of that Messianic prophecy : 
"They that hate me without a cause . . . 

they that would destroy•  me, being mine 
enemies wrongfully, are mighty" (Ps. 69:4), 

It was that small group of "mighty" and 
influential leaders of our people who re-
fused to surrender their own powers to 
Him to Whom power belongs, and they 
were the ones who set aside all "decency, 
justice and mercy" to protect their own 
interests. Thus it was that our Messiah 
was condemned to die upon the cross 
without being given a fair trial. This be-
ing the ease, let us openly confess the 
wrong done, and thus wipe off that blot 
from our history. Many have done so in-
dividually. It now remains for us to voice 
this confession, as a people. 

We do not take up the cry of some Jew 
haters who point their own guilty fingers 
at the Jew and say, "Christ killer." 
Rather we wish to quote a few lines from 
the New Testament:— 

"Brethren. I know that through ignorance 
Ye did it, as did also your rulers. But those 
things, which God before had shewed by the 
mouth of all the prophets, that Messiah 
should suffer, he hath so fulfilled. Repent ye, 
therefore, and be converted, that your sins 
may be blotted out?' (Acts 3:17-19) 

God is love. Yet He permitted all these 
things to come to pass, so that out of the 
death of the Messiah, out of the very 
blood and wounds which were inflicted 
upon Him salvation should come to the 
Jew as well as to the Gentile. God 
"shelved by the mouth of all the prophets, 
that Messiah should suffer." The San-
hedrin simply fulfilled the Word of God. 
God gave His own Son to be an atone-
ment for our sins; for without the shed-
ding of blood there is no atonement and 
no remission of sins. 

Someone may ask, "if that be the case, 
why then are we blamed for the death 
of Christ?" Our answer is in the form 
of another question: "Who blames us for 
that?" It is not God who blames us. The 
Lord Jesus prayed for the very execution-
ers who hung Him on the cross, "Father, 
forgive them, for they know not what they 
do." Neither the Sanhedrin nor we today 
arc condemened by God for that shameful 
act in our history. What does condemn men 
is unbelief, refusal to believe that Jesus 
is the Messiah, and that God gave Him to 
die as a sacrifice for our sins. Apart from 
Him we are left without a sacrifice for 
sin; and God says through the prophet, 
"the soul that sinneth, it shall die." God 
does not point an accusing finger at us; 
He simply stretches out His arms to us 
and says, "Repent ye, that your sins may 
he blotted out." And once our sins are 
blotted out by the blood of our Messiah, 
once we place our faith in that atoning 
blood, God casts all of our sins behind 
His back and remembers them no more. 
Isaiah 38 :17) 

Or as the same prophet says in another 
place: "All we like sheep have gone 
astray, we have turned every one upon his 
own way, but the Lord hath laid upon 
him the iniquity of us all." (Isaiah 53:6) 
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
