Greetings, my . Jewish friend! • The 
writer used to hate the Jews with all his 
heart, taking pleasure in reviling •them, 
and ever wishing no good to befall them. 
Many years ago that attitude towards 
them altogether changed, and I now have 
a genuitte interest in their blessing as the 
people of God. 

One important factor in changing my 
attitude came through the reading of the 
Jewish Bible, which I indeed' believe to 
be, both Old and New Testament, the 
Word of the God of Abraham, Isaac, and 
Jacob. 

And because my reading of that Book 
wrought such great changes in my life, 
including the change toward the Jews, 
and gave understanding of God's plans 
and purposes for His chosen people, I 
write this to you, as a genuine friend, to 
make a heartfelt suggestion. 

My suggestion, 2 that YOU READ 
THE BIBLE FOR YOURSELF! 

Read the New Testament particularly, 
for you probably are familiar with the 
Old Testament. You will then learn why 
the Book has transformed so many lives 
during the past nineteen centuries. 
• The Book was written for both Jews 
and Gentiles, and its writers were Jews. 
And if you pr4de yourself on being a Jew, 
surely you owe it to vpurself to read the 
New Testament. And.44on can rest assured 
that the God of Abrahaw will show you 
the truth if you honesty ask Him to do 
so. 

Of course you know that the Old Testa-
ment contains a great many prophecies 
relating to the promised Messiah. Many 
such prophecies are shown in the New 
Testament • to have been perfectly and 
minutely fulfilled by the one and only 
Messiah; and others, which have to do 
with His coming again, will be just as 
surely, and as literally, fulfilled. 

BEFORE YOU READ, 

DO THESE THREE THINGS 

First; ask God for guidance nnd under-
standing in the reading. 

Second; before opening the Book, make 
up your mind to read it without hatred 
or prejudice. 

Third; read slowly and carefully; note 
how many passages deal with prophecies 
in the Old Testament, and are fulfilled in 
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the New. You will be astonished at their 
number. 

,One thing . which the reading of the 
Book will help you understand as you 
never understood before, will be the dis-
tinction between the world-wide mass of 
so-called "Christians" and the real New 
Testament Christians. This will explaiii 
many things which have offended you.

THE PICTURE THAT IS YET TO BE 

"It doth not yet appear what we shall be." 
I John 3:2.

Ontario, and a profound lover of the Jews;

. One day a visitor came to the studio of 
a famous artist in New York City and 
asked William Merritt Chase to show him 
his best picture. Mr. Chase pointed to a 
piece of plain white canvas and said, "I'm 
sorry I can't show you that picture. I am 
always trying to paint it. I have painted 
it in my mind a thousand times, and per-
haps. sonic day I will be able to transfer 
it to the canvas. You see, sir, my greatest 
picture is the picture that is yet to be." 

When I read the words of the New 
York artist, they preached a sermon to 
me. They set me thinking of the Master 
Painter, who, like William Merritt Chase, 
sees the picture that is yet to be. Our God, 
the God who paints the beauty into hu-
man life and human chareter, our God 
sees the picture that is yet to be. That is 
why we often fail to understand God and 
God's way. We can only see the white 
canvas, but God sees the picture that is 
yet to be. 

1. He sees a nation in a man. He looks 
upon childless Abraham, whose home, ac-
cording to human reckoning, will never 
know the patter of baby feet, and God 
says: "Abraham, I will make your des-
cendants' numberless as the sand on the 
shore, and countless as the stars in the 
sky." Abraham didn't know how God was 
going to do it, but he was sure that the 
Lord was powerful enough to perform a 
biological miracle, so he believed God, 
and as a result of his faith and God's 
power "there sprang from one and him 
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as good as dead as many as the stars of 
the sky in multitude, and as the sand 
which is by the, sea-shore innumerable." 
God saw the countless children of Abra 
ham away back there in the long ago. He 
saw a nation in a man. 

2. God sees a king in a boy. When the 
first monarch of the chosen people failed, 
and Israel needed a new king, God's eye 
fell upon a boy. Few knew anything about 
the lad on the farm at Bethlehem, and no 
one dreamed that he was destined to sit 
upon a throne. Left to his own unaided 
choice, Samuel, the Lord's prophet, would 
never have anointed David. Had his father 
Jesse been commissioned to select Israel's 
king from among his sons, he would no 
doubt have picked one of the elder mem-
bers of the family. These other brothers 
had found their place in Israel's national 
life. They were known to the ruler and to 
the military leaders. They were considered 
important. And yet when God wanted a 
man for the throne, He selected the youth 
who had been left to mind a few sheep. 
Why? Because God saw a king in a boy. 
He saw the picture that was yet to be. 

3. God sees a saint in a sinner. Did 
you ever wonder why a God who loves 
holiness will pick up a drunken, unright-
eous sinner and start him on the way to 
heaven? The sinner has nothing to boast 
about. But God, the God of infinite love, 
the God of illimitable power, sees in a 
broken, battered piece of humanity, a 
fragment that can be transformed by the 
miracle of the new birth and made a saint. 
Isn't that wonderful? Pin so glad that 
our God is a God who sees the picture 
that is yet to be. When He has finished 
with us and has put the last touches to 
the picture and He Himself appears, "we 
shall be like Him." I John 3:2. 

4. He sees a preacher in a blasphemer. 
Look at Saul of Tarsus travelling toward 
Damascus. See the lettters sticking out of 
his pockets! Those are documents author-
izing him to put Christians in jail. Saul 
hates the followers of the Nazarene. 
Christianity is his pet aversion. And with 
all the concentrated zeal of his intense 
nature he has determined to stamp out 
every vestige of the religion of Jesus 
Christ. Would you pick out that arch-per-
secutor as good material for the Gospel 
ministry? Would you? Well, that is the 
man whom Jesus Christ met on the road 
to Damascus. That is the man whom the 
Saviour chose to write most of our New 
Testament. That is the man who was used 
to plant Christianity in nearly every 
strategic centre of the Roman world. Why 
did God select Saul/ Because God saw the 
picture that was yet to be. In Saul, the 
blasphemer, ,He saw Paul, the Apostle. 
And after the Saviour's grace and power 
had done their work, men looked at God's 
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messenger, and said, "He which perse-
cuted... in times past, now preachetli the 
faith which once he destroyed." Gala-
tians 1:23. 

5. God sees a Conquest in a Cross. 
Why did Jesus go to Calvary? Why did 
He submit to the Cross? It was because 
He saw the picture that was yet to be ! 
"Who for the joy that was set before Him 
endured the Cross, despising the shame." 
"And I, if I be lifted up from the earth, 
will draw all men unto me." Jesus saw 
in that Cross a weapon to destroy sin and 
death and shame. Jesus saw the possibili-
ties of the Cross. He saw the millions who 
would find cleansing in Calvary's foun-
tain. He saw a great multitude that no 
man can number, with white robes and 
palms and songs—a multitude of precious 
lives, redeemed through His atoning 
death. He saw the picture that was yet 
to be! 

6. Are you in God's picture? The 
tragedy of the Jew is that he has failed to 
be the picture which God intended him to 
be ! See with what hopes and longings 
God laid out the plan for Abraham's seed 
to be the picture that He wants them to 
be: 

"And the Lord said, Shall I hide from Abra-
ham that thing which I do; Seeing that 
Abraham shall surely become a great and 
mighty nation, and all the nations of the 
earth shall be blessed in him? For I knew 
him, that he will command his children and 
his household after him, and they shall keep 
the way of the Lord, to do justice and judg-
ment; that the Lord may bring upon Abra-
ham that which he hath spoken of him." 
Genesis 18:17-19. 

So it was that God wished and hoped 
and is still yearning that the children of 
Abraham shall "keep the way of the 
Lord, to do justice and judgment." But, 
has Israel kept the way of the Lord? Af-
ter God sent to our forefathers prophet 
upon prophet, messenger upon messenger, 
He in a last desperate effort sent His' only 
begotten Son; He accredited Him with a 
Bath Kol, a Voice from Heaven. The hea-
vens were split open, the Spirit of God 
came down in the form of a dove, and the 
heavens rang with the announcement, 
"This is my beloved Son, in whom I am 
well pleased, hear ye him!" 

Did our forefathers obey this Voice 
from Heaven, "Hear ye him?" A few did, 
but the great mass of the priests, the 
scribes, the Levites, these politicians who 
made merchandize of the things which be-
longed to God, these were the ones who 
shouted "Crucify Him ! Away with Him !" 
Is it not so, even to the present day? 
There are a few Jews, most of them hum-
ble, not having much of this world's 
goods, but earnest sincere souls, who now 
also believe on the Lord Jesus Christ. But 
as it was in those days, so now, the rabbis, 
the priests, the Levites, they are the ones 
who persist in blinding the common man.  

How pathetic is the heartache of the Lord 
Jesus Christ when He gives vent to the 
lament, 

"Oh Jerusalem, Jerusalem...how often 
would I have gathered thy children together, 
even as a hen gathereth her chickens under 
her wings, and ye would not'." Matthew 
23:37. 

What are we to do ? You need not ask us, 
for God gives the answer ! 

"0 Israel, return unto the Lord thy God; 
for thou hast fallen kry thine iniquity. Take 
with you words, and turn to the Lord: say 
unto him, Take away all iniquity, and receive 
us graciously. . . t will heal their backsliding, 
I wil love them freely: for mine anger is 
turned away from him." Hosea 14:1-5. 

And if we do all this what will happen? 
Yes, God will make us a blessing to the 
world of nations, and not a curse; we will 
then become the picture, "that is yet to 
be." If only we will come before Him and 
confess that we sinned grievously when 
we rejected the Lord Jesus Christ as our 
Saviour, and if only we will turn to Him 
for forgiveness, through that blood which 
was shed for us on that shameful tree, the 
Cross of Calvary, then will happen the 
greatest miracle, the world ever saw, for 

"The Gentiles shall see thy righteousness, 
and all kings thy glory: and thou shalt 
be called by a new name, which the mouth 
of the Lord shall name. Thou shalt also be a 
crown of glory in the hand of the Lord, and 
a royal diadem in the hand of thy God." 
Isaiah 62:2, 3 and 4. 

And not only will we be a royal diadem 
in the hand of God, but that very title of 
Diadem implies rulership, and there will 
be fulfilled through us the electrifying 
picture of Isaiah 2:2, 3. In other words, 
God will see a redeemed and reborn Is-
rael, because we have humbled ourselves, 
we have repented of our sins, we have 
acknowledged the Lord Jesus Christ as 
the Son of God, and we have bowed the 
knee to Him; God will use such a re-
deemed people as the diadem, the scepter 
through which will come universal peace 
upon the earth, and orderly Government, 
and a time when nation shall no longer 
lift up sword against nation.
