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CHRISTIAN woman tells us the fol-
owing incident : 

A young man, accused of a criminal 
offense, was brought before a Jewish 
judge. When this young man saw that it 
was a Jewish judge who was sitting on 
the bench, he told his lawyer he objected 
to being judged by a Jew. 

The judge, hearing of this, looked at 
the man sternly and, taking off his glass-
es quietly, laid them on the desk, and 
turning to the accused, said: "Young man, 
do you not know that in the final divine 
Judgment Day you will be judged and 
sentenced by a Jew ?" And, turning to his 
lawyer, the judge said, "Proceed with the 
case." 

This judge must have been acquainted 
with the New Testament and no doubt the 
following words were in his mind: 

Because He hath appointed a day in the 
which He will judge the world in righteous-
ness by that man whom He hath ordained; 
whereof He hath given assurance unto all men, 
in that He hath raised Him from the dead." 

Acts 17:31 

But why, you may ask, dq we tell you 
about this? The answer is that we want to 
draw your attention to the fact that a 
Jew of high education and social position 
—a judge of the American courts—public-
ly acknowledged the claims of the Lord 
Jesus Christ. We salute this judge for his 
courageous act. We wish that many other 
Jews that know this truth, but are afraid 
to acknowledge it, had the courage to 
confess it with the same boldness. They 
are .afraid that if they would come out 
on the side of the Lord Jesus, they would 
suffer for it. The truth is that very few 
people are willing to allow anything to 
interfere with their accustomed course of 
life. The majority of mankind is satisfied  

to go on quietly in the ancient beaten rut, 
along the line of least resistance. When 
they are told of something new which 
they suspect would interfere with their 
habits of living and thinking, they instinc-
tively rebel against it. 

OUR FOREFATHERS WORSHIPPED IDOLS! 

The Word of God contains many such 
examples. Soon after the destruction of 
the first Temple, the Jews kept up the 
custom of their fathers which consisted 
in serving idols. God sent them the *pro-
phet Jeremiah with the warning to give 
up idol worship and cease offering incense 
to the "Queen of Heaven." The prophet 
remonstrated: "Your idolatry is the cause 
of the destruction of the Temple and your 
being driven into capitivity. Turn away 
from your idols! Turn back to God and 
He will have mercy upon you and bring 
you back to your own land!" (See Jere-
miah 44.) 

However, all these arguments and warn-
ings were of no avail. To those Jews the 
words of the prophet sounded as if he 
wanted them to abandon Judaism and 
accept a new religion. They therefore re-
fused to listen to Jeremiah, and continued 
to follow the customs of their fathers al-
though it meant direct opposition to God. 
They did not take the trouble to investi-
gate the truth according to the Word of 
God. They blindly followed the customs of 
their fathers who had been deceived by 
false prophets and teachers. 

WHY THEY HATED JESUS 

Now we can understand the cause of 
the terrible tragedy which took place in 
Jerusalem ninteen hundred years ago. 
Jesus of Nazareth was hated and con-
demned by the leaders of the Jewish peo-
ple not because He said or did anything 

that was wrong, but because He wanted 
to tear them away from the strange doc-
trines and customs into which they had 
fallen and bring them back to the pure 
knowledge of the Word of God. To the 
admirers and interpreters of the Rabbin-
ical and man-made traditions, the words 
of Jesus sounded like a strange un-Jewish 
religion. They actually thought that they 
were acting in the interests of Judaism 
when they persecuted and condemned the 
Lord Jesus, while in reality they, in re-
jecting Jesus their Messiah, were rejecting 
everything that was holy and worthwhile 
in the Jewish religion. 

BREAK THE CHAINS OF HABIT 

The Jewish people were so fettered and 
bound to the customs and practices of the 
Rabbis that they had no power to liberate 
themselves from their chains. When the 
Lord Jesus began to wake them up to 
their condition and commanded them to 
return to the pure Word of God, they be-
came His mortal enemies. This hatred 
without a cause has passed on as an 
inheritance from one generation to an-
other until it has reached our own day. 
The majority of Israel still want to do 
as their fathers have done. However, at 
all times there have been many in Israel 
who have not followed blindly the opin-
ions of the majority. They have refused 
to be swayed by the psychology of the 
mass. 

But at no time has God been so poverty-
stricken that He has not had a few people 
who have chosen to follow Him rather than 
the mass. Even in the days of the idola-
trous King Ahab when all Israel seemed 
to have sunk to the worship of Baal, God 
said to Elijah, "I have left for Myself 
seven thousand men who have not bowed 
the knee to Baal." I Kings 19:18. 

Exactly the same thing was the case 
in the days of the Pharisees in Jerusalem. 
Many Jews who had succeeded in shaking 
off the fetters of the mass believed in and 
followed the Lord Jesus. This is true in 
every generation. There are always Jews 
who seek the truth, whatever the mass of 
men may think or say. The only true Jews 
are those who seek the truth. 

Whenever a man is found who fears 
God and really wants to know the truth, 
God helps him find it. "Search from the 
Book of God !" urges the prophet Isaiah 
(Isaiah 34). And the Book of God has 
just one theme from beginning to end, and 
that is the Messiah who is the Lord Jesus 
Christ Who fulfilled all that Moises and 
the Prophets spoke concerning Him. 

We therefore again salute the courag-
eous Jewish judge for his bold testimony 
to the claims of the Lord Jesus Christ!

Proskauer Prosecutes 

Protestants 

JUDGE Joseph M. Proskauer recently 
wrote a pamphlet entitled "Brother-

hood," on the first page of which occurs 
the following paragraph: 

"The centuries have shown us the mad dance 
of death in which Christian slew infidel and in-
fidel Christian; in which Catholic murdered 
Protestant and Protestant Catholic; in which 
the disciples of the Evangelical Faiths suffered 
agonies for their beliefs; in which all, with 
that inexplicable hatred of those who chose a 
different path along which to walk with their 
God, all turned against the Jews, who have 
survived steadfast in their allegiance to an an-
cient faith upon which is reared the structure 
of the Hebraic Christian civilization." 

The distinguished judge, I am sure, 
would be the last man to accuse any indi-
vidual without due investigation. .Yet in 
this pamphlet he is making use of words 
which bristle with prejudice and false ac-
cusation. He is taking to task, among 
others, the Christians, accusing them of in-
dulging in the century-long habit of slay-
ing the infidels. 

My dear Judge, do you know what kind 
of people the "Christians" are whom you 
are thus accusing? Unfortunately, the 
Jews call every Gentile who is not a Jew, 
a Christian. But you, as a judge, should 
not be carried away by popular ignorance. 

PROSECUTING THE WRONG PARTY 

Every dictionary tells us that a Chris-
tian is a follower of Christ, the corollary 
being that if a person, no matter of what 
nationality, is not a follower of. Christ, he 
is not a Christian. The Lord Jesus Himself 
has put certain unmistakable marks upon 
the Christian, by which we should recog-
nize him. Here are some of them: 

"A new commandment I give unto you, That 
ye love one another; as I have loved you, that 
ye also love one another. By this shall all men 
know that ye are my disciples, if ye have love 
one to another." 	(John 13:34,35.) 

Love your enemies, bless them that curse 
You, do good to them that hate you, and pray 
for them which despitefully use you. and per-
secute you; that you may be the children of 
your father which is in heaven. 	(Matthew 
6:44,45). 

These, then, are the marks of the Chris-
tian! Do you discover among them the in-
dulgence of slaying the infidel? If not, 
then those who indulge in such a practice 
are not Christians! You are therefore ac-
cusing the wrong party. Christians arc 
not perfect, by any means. Yet the Lord 
Jesus is their example and their master. 
He is the object. of their love, and they en-
deavor to the utmost to please and to fol-
low Him. 

THE BEST FRIENDS OF THE JEWS 

Now, if it is not "the Christians" who 
habitually are doing the slaying, who then 
are they ? Well, they must be, then, people 
who are not Christians—namely Gentiles, 
people who do not know Christ, and do 
not obey Him ; who obey their own lusts, 
their own hates, their own greed, rather 
than the Law of Christ. 

We Jews do ourselves a great injury, 
if we, in this off-hand manner, condemn 
or speak disparagingly of the Christians. 

Finally, after presenting such a distress-
ing picture of Protestants, Christians, 
Catholics, the judge proceeds to give his 
own clients, the Jewish people, a clean 
slate. He informs us, by way of contrast., 
that they alone have survived steadfast in 
their allegiance to their ancient faith! 

YOU MUST HAVE FORGOTTEN SOMETHING 

Isn't this a little too boastful and un-
fair, my dear Judge? Are Jews not also 
subject to the common failings of human-
ity? I think you must have forgotten that 
God Himself through the lips of a Jew 
once declared that, "There is' no man that 
sinneth not". I Kings 8:46. Which means 
that none of us can honestly boast that he 
has been steadfast in the faith. Sin, as you 
know, is the direct opposite of steadfast-
ness ill allegiance to God. 

It was also a great prophet in Israel 
who in the name of God cried out with a 
bleeding heart : 

Ah, sinful nation, a people laden with in-
iquity, a seed of evildoers, children that arc 
corrupters: they have forsaken the Lord, they 
have provoked the Holy One of Israel unto 
anger, they have gone away backward (Isaiah 
1:4). 

We Jews too need to beat our breasts 
in shame, and confess that we also have 
gone backward; we have not remained 
steadfast. 

NOT A MEDAL OF MERIT 

For the last two thousand years we 
have been in Golus (captivity). Golus cer-
tainly is not a medal of merit for stead-
fastness in allegiance to God. This is how 
Golus comes: 

But they mocked the messengers of God, 
and despised His words, and misused His pro-
phets. until the wrath of the Lord arose 
against his people, till there was no remedy. 
Therefore he brought upon them the King of 
the Chaldees 	(2 Chronicles 36:16,17). 

We ourselves confess in our Davnen 
(prayers), "Because of our sins we have 
been driven out of our land, and have 
been thrust far from our soil.... " 

My clear Judge, this is what we lack 
most as a people: Knowledge of our sins. 
Unless we have that knowledge, we can-
not understand what it means to turn to 
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God in repentance. We keep on blaming 
others for our misfortunes, forgetting that 
others cannot help nor harm us without 
the will of God. The only solution of our 
problem is, first of all, to get right with 
God. 

It does not mean to do more mitzvahs 
(good deeds). It does not mean more , 
"davnen" (liturgical prayers). It does 
mean to do what God Himself in His holy 
Word told us to do: 

"And now, 0 ye Kings, be wise. and be ye 
instructed, 0 ye judges of the earth: Kiss the 
Son, lest he be angry, and ye perish from the 
way. Blessed are all they that put their trust 
in Him!" (Psalm 2:10,12.) 

This "Son" is spoken of earlier in the 
Psalm as God's Messiah. By rejecting 
Him, we perish from the way. By honoring 
1-lini, we are 011 the right way, because 
He is the Way, the Truth, and the Life. 
(John 14.) 
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
