Will They Psycho analyze God Next? 
How Stupid to Seek in Psychoanalysis the Answer to Jew-hate 

WE JEWS are a peculiar people. 
From the time, over three thou-
sand years ago, when our fore-

fathers turned to the sin of the worship 
of the 'golden calf, up to the present hour, 
the history of Israel has been one of con-
tinuous rebellion against God, and against 
His commandments and plans for us. 

In the welter of the present tidal wave 
of Jew hate, that threatens to engulf 
America, our Jewish people seem to 
grow ever more desperate in their at-
tacks upon those whom they call anti-
Semites. 

The literature that has been put out by 
those who have sought to defend Israel 
from the attacks of the Jew haters, this 
literature, we are saddened to say, is too,  
often honeycombed with absurdities. 

Recently one of the important and re-
spected Jewish publications Caine out 
with a "psychoanalytic study" of Hitler's 
anti-Semitism. We had to rub our eyes 
when we read the trash and the fantasies 
presented as sober truth. And we could 
not help thinking that if this is "psycho-
analysis," may God help the victims of 
that dubious delusion. And if this is the 
best that our Jewish people can put for-
ward by way of meeting the vicious as-
saults of the Jew haters, we are in for an 
awful beating before this cyclone passes 
over. 

('AN JEW HATE BE PSYCHOANALYZED? 

If it were not so pitiful. one would 
have to laugh at the childish silliness of 
this "psychoanalytic study." Shades of 
Sigmund Freud ! What nonsense and 
what lunacy that man brought into the 
world! We do not have the least idea 
who could be Oedipus, unless we want to 
swallow the pagan mythologies of the 
Greek hallucinations, but it is certainly 
more than laughable to read in these 
"psychoanalysis studies" about the "Oedi-
pus complex !" Can we never discuss a 
concrete problem like anti-Semitism with-
out sinking to the mire of sex sensualism ? 

IS THE JEW AN OSTRICH? 

It is said that the ostrich has the habit 
of sticking his head into the sand when-
ever troubles come along, and he thinks 
that by thus burying his head, the trou-
bles will disappear. 

Has it.come to a situation that we Jews 
have tailed-spinned down to the level of 
the ostrich ? Why not face the issue 
squarely and honestly ? It will be for our 
best. good in the end ; at least, we will 
know where we are and where we are 
going. Is it not passing strange that 
many of these so-called "analyses" of 
Jew-hate seem, either out of ignorance, 
or out of sheer stubbornness, to evade 
the root of the whole matter ? 

Are we not a miracle nation? Is not 
our preservation through the centuries of 
massacres and drownings and wild blood-
letting, the surest evidence that God 
has preserved us through all these hectic 
years of hell upon earth? And if we are 
a miracle nation, to whom should we turn 
in the hour of our distress ? Is it not to 
God and to God alone? Why then do we 
ignore God, and why do we proceed as 
though there never was a God, as though 
there never was a miraculous deliverance 
of our people from Egypt, as though 
there never was a guiding hand through 
all the wilderness journeys into the prom- 
ised land of . Palestine ? If our God of. the 
ages past cannot help us now, we may as 
well throw in the sponge and commit 
Hara-Kiri as a nation and call the job 
done. 

Let us look for a moment at what God 
has to say about this matter. We turn 
with aching hearts to such a passage as 
Deuteronomy 28:15-25: 

"But it shall come to pass. if thou wilt not 
hearken unto the voice of the Lord thy God. 
to observe to do all his commandments and his 
statutes which I command thee this day; that 
all these curses shall come upon thee, and 
overtake thee: Cursed shalt thou he in the city, 
and cursed shall thou he in the field. Cursed 
shall be thy basket and thy store. Cursed shall 
be the fruit of thy body, and the fruit of thy 
land, the increase of thy kine, and the flocks 
of thy sheep. Cursed shalt thou be when thou  

comest in, and cursed shalt thou be when thou 
goest out. The Lord shall send upon thee 
cursing, vexation, and rebuke, in all that thou 
settest thine hand unto for to do, until thou 
be destroyed, and until thou perish quickly: be-
cause of the wickedness of thy doings, whereby 
thou halt forsaken me. The Lord shall make 
the pestilence cleave unto thee, until he have 
consumed thee from off the land, whither thou 
goest to possess it. The Lord shall smite thee 
with a consumption, and with a fever, and with 
an inflammation, and with an extreme burning, 
and with the sword, and with blasting, and 
with mildew; and they shall pursue thee until 
thou perish. And thy heaven that is over thy 
head shall be brass, and the earth that is under 
thee shall be iron. The Lord shall make the 
rain of thy land powder and dust; from heaven 
shall it come down upon thee, until thou be 
destroyed. The Lord shall cause thee to be 
smitten before thine enemies: thou shalt go 
out one way against- them, and flee seven ways 
before them; and shalt be removed into all the 
kingdoms of the earth.— 

So you see, that with all of the above 
terrifying array of punishments for which 
God Himself assumes the responsibility, 
Hitler had no connection. 

IS GOD AN ANTI-SEMITIC? 

According to our own Holy Word, it 
is God who takes responsibility for the 
outbursts of Jew hate that we have suf. 
fered through the black centuries as we 
have sped our way down the corridors of 
time. So, why waste your time to psycho-
analyse a Hitler, or a Haman, or a Pelley, 
or anyone of the other thousands of Jew 
haters that have crossed the stage of 
world drama ? Why not go directly to 
God? 

GOD WILL JUDGE 

It is true that while God has allowed 
these things to come to our people, yet 
He will also bring to judgment those de-
mon haters of Israel. God allowed our 
people to bleed and sweat and die under 
the lashes of the brutal Egyptians, but

to account, and when God balanced the 
ledger, the Egyptians were at the bottom 
of the Red Sea. 

Now look what God has "to 'say about 
the way in which He will bring to our 
people deliverance and the blessings that 
we used to have in the days when we 
obeyed Him. We quote from Leviticus 
26:40-45 : 

"if they shall confess their iniquity, and the 
iniquity of their fathers, with their trespass 
which they trespassed against me, and that 
also they have walked contrary unto me; and 
that I also have walked contrary unto them, 
and have brought them into the land of their 
enemies; if then their uncircumcised hearts be 
humbled, and they then accept of the punish-
ment of their iniquity; then will I remember 
my covenant with Jacob, and also my coven-
ant with Isaac, and also my covenant with 
Abraham will I remember; and 1 will remember 
the land....And yet for all that, when they 
he in the land of their enemies, I will nott -cast 
them away, neither will I abhor them, to des-
troy them utterly, and to break my covenant 
with them: for I am the Lord their God. But 
I will for their sakes remember the covenant 
of their ancestors, whom 1 brought forth out 
of the land of Egypt in the sight of the heath-
en, that 1 might be their God: I ant the Lord." 

So you see it has been only our own 
sins that have brought us to our present 
desperate dilemma. God is waiting only 
for the time when we shall face these sins 
squarely and honestly, and then having 
made confession to Him, we will find that 
like a father He will receive us, and will 
restore us to our former splendor. Of that 
time God Himself tells us once more, this 
time through Zechariah 12 :10-14 : 

IN the horrible events which befell 
European Jewry we ought to see that 

a supernatural power wants to tell us 
something of great importance. And it is 
for us to decide whether we want to un-
derstand this language. 

The Jewish nation in the present crisis 
is like a shadow; without spirit and with-
out life. The holy personalities and the 
precious hopes have vanished from the 
heart of the nation. The longing for the 
Messiah, which- has dominated the hearts 
of the greatest Jews for centuries, has 
been destroyed by a false idealism and by 
an empty materialism. Drinking from the 
springs of , murky European ideologies, 
the greatest and best of our nation have 
been deceived. 

The brutalities of World War II-  des-
troyed our faith in the greatness of the 
Twentieth Century. We arc now doubting 
humanity and the nobility of the Euro-
pean civilization. We have been ravished, 
murdered, burned, treated and driven like 
wild beasts by those we considered to be 

"And I will pour upon the house of David, 
and upon the inhabitants of Jerusalem, the 
spirit of grace and of supplications: and they 
shall look upon me whom they have pierced, 
and they shall mourn for him as one mourneth 
for his only son, and shall tie in bitterness for. 
him, as one that is in bitterness for his first-
born. In that day shall there be a great 
mourning in Jerusalem, as the mourning of 
Hadadrimmon in the valley of Megiddon. And 
the land shall mourn, every family apart; the 
family of the house of David apart, and their 
wives apart; the family of the house of Nathan 
apart, and their wives apart; the family of the 
house of Levi apart, and their wives apart; the 
family of Shimei apart, and their wives apart; 
all the families that remain, every family 
apart, and their wives apart." 

And here we come to the heart of the 
problem. Read it, dear friend, and then 
turn to God for mercy : "They shall look 
upon me whom they have pierced, and 
they shall mourn for him as one mourn-
eth for his only son." So you see where 
our guilt lies. It is ill the fact afat we re-
jected the Lord Jesus Christ, the Messiah 
and the only hope of our people, and for 
that rejection we have been paying the 
price of world exile, of world hate, of 
agony of body and soul, of the bitter, 
bitter dregs of bloodshed, murders and 
massacres. 

Dear Jewish reader, will you wake up ? 
Will you face these questions honestly 
and stop fooling yourself with so called 
"psychoanalysis" and all the other philo-
sophical hallucinations ? Christ is the only 
answer to our difficulties, and He stands 
ready to' help us if and. when we once 
turn to Him and repent of our sin of two 
thousand years ago. 

the culture sources of humanity ! 
Our eyes arc turned now to the land 

of our forefathers. But if the holy land 
should become our Jewish national home, 
will that mean for us rebirth and new 
life ? Already our Jews, thinking only of 
material things, profane the holy land 
as they occupy it ! 

Somewhere in a corner of the Jewish 
heart must be awakened a feeling of 
shame—shame of ourselves for all the 
ugliness with which we have become 
saturated, and shame of ourselves before 
Clod for the diaspora and for the Jewish 
land. 

We 1 ews who were appointed by God 
to be "a kingdom of priests, and a holy 
nation" (Exodus 19:6), became merchants 
and beggars spiritually and physically. 
We, sons of Abraham and brethren of the 
prophets, became spiritually poor only be-
cause we followed after the teachings of 
our ringleaders—the rabbis—instead of 
obeying the voice of God. For almost all 
of the misery we have gone through since 
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the destruction of the Second Temple, our 
leaders are responsible ; they have set 
aside the Holy Scriptures from the na-
tion's life and replaced them with the Tal-
mudic literature. 

TORAH, Olt TALMUD? 

How little weight they laid on the 
Holy Scriptures (the Torah, the prophets 
and the writings) can be illustrated by the 
following sentence which is found in the 
Talmud, Treatise Baba Metziah, chapter 
33 :71—"When one devotes hithself to the 
study of the Scriptures, it is a virtue and 
not a virtue ; when one devotes himself to 
the study of the Mishnah (collection of 
traditional laws), it is a virtue, and he 
gets reward for it; but when one devotes 
himself to the study of the Talmud—
there is not a greater virtue than this!". 

The Holy Scriptures have become to 
our nation a closed book. And herein lies 
our tragedy :—there has grown up a gen-
eration of Jews who know nothing about 
the faith taught ill the Bible. 

And because our nation is removed 
from the teaching of the 'prophets, the 
teaching of Jesus the .Messiah, the Pro-
phet of prophets, is strange to us, and re-
jected by us. He lived and taught in the 
spirit of the prophets. For Him the Holy 
Scriptures were His daily bread. 

THE ONLY WAY OUT 

The spiritual leaders of our nation two 
thousand years ago, rejected this truth, 
because even then there existed an abyss 
between them and the prophets. That is 
why there was such a clash between the 
Master of Nazareth and the leaders of 
the people. In the most important mom-
ents of His life, the words of the Bible 
were His only weapons, and His last 
words on the Cross were the words of 
the Holy Scriptures. (See Luke 23 :46 ; 
Psalms 31 :5). 

His teaching is the quintessence of the 
law of Moses and the prophets ; He is the 
only One Who can give us new life; for 
He Himself said, "I am the way, the truth 
and the life ( John 14:6). Will you follow 
the Way ?"
