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Israel's Coming Glory 

"BLESSED is He that cometh in the 
Name of the Lord." These words are the 
precious heritage of Israel. They embrace 
the restoration and exaltation of Israel, her 
elevation to headship over the nations, the 
fulfillment of all that the prophets have 
spoken concerning the people of God, the 
final blessing of all the dwellers on earth, 
and the universal acknowledgment of Mes-
siah as Kings of kings, and Lord of lords. 

We learn from the Book of the Prophet 
Isaiah this truth: "And the Redeemer shall 
come to Zion, and unto them that turn from 
transgression in Jacob, saith the LORD" 
(Isaiah 59:20). ". . . for out of Zion shall 
go forth the law, and the word of the Lord 
from Jerusalem" (Isaiah 2:3). At another 
place in the Holy Scriptures we read: "Jeru-
salem shall be trodden down of the Gen-
tiles until the times of the Gentiles be ful-
filled (Luke 21:24) but afterward " . . . 
shall the God of Heaven set up a Kingdom 
which shall never be destroyed: and the 
Kingdom shall not be left to other people, 
but it shall break in pieces and consume all 
these kingdoms, and it shall stand forever" 
(Daniel 2:44). In Psalm 2 Verse 6 the Al-
mighty God has said with absolute finality: 
"Yet have I set my king upon my holy hill 
of Zion" thus anticipating the establishment 
of His Kingdom. Continuing in this same 
Psalm, God says: "Thou art my Son . . . ask 
of me and I shall give thee the nations for 
thine inheritance, and the uttermost parts of 
the earth for thy possession. Thou shalt dash 
them in pieces as a potter's vessel." 

Mr. W. E. Pietsch, a well-known Bible 
teacher of a few decades ago, said: "Three 
factors are necessary for the establishment 
of any kingdom: First—The King, Second 
—a Land, Third—A People true and loyal 
to the king. If any one of these factors is 
missing a kingdom could not be established. 
Two thousand years ago God sent His King. 
He came to The Land, but He did not find 
a prepared people; "He came unto His own, 
but His own received Him not." They said: 
"We will not have this man to reign over 
us." When He returns he will find a pre-
pared people. "Thy people shall be willing 
in the day of Thy power" (Psalm 110:3).

MESSIAH WAS TO SUFFER 

When Messiah came the first time He did 
not come to establish His kingdom, but 
rather as our "Korban-pesach" to die and 
shed His blood as the perfect sacrifice for 
our sins and thus prepare a people for His 
return, to take from Jew and Gentile "a 
people for His Name."

Yes, Israel's King 
comes as King of kings, and Lord of lords, 
and Eretz-Yisroel will be in truth The Land 
of Israel. 

"Sing and rejoice, 0 daughter of Zion: 
for lo, I come, and I will dwell in the midst 
of thee, saith the LORD. And many nations 
shall be joined to the Lord in that day, and 
shall be my people, and I will dwell in the 
midst of thee, and thou shalt know that the 
Lord of Hosts hath sent me unto thee. And 
the Lord shall inherit Judah his portion in 
the holy land, and shall choose Jerusalem 
again" (Zechariah 2:10-12). 

"For I, saith the LORD, will be unto her

2:5).

"The LORD saith unto my Lord, Sit 
thou at my right hand until I make thine 
enemies thy footstool. The LORD shall send 
the rod of thy strength out of Zion: rule 
thou in the midst of thine enemies. Thy 
people (Israel) shall be willing in the day 
of thy power" (Psalm 110:1-3).

He comes to 
His own Land and to His own purchased 
people; His by creation, and His own, pur-
chased at the price of His shed blood, His 
redeemed, ready and prepared to receive 
Him in that day, and who will with heart 
sincerity cry, "Blessed is He that cometh in 
the Name of the LORD."

There 
shall be "one world," but not the spurious 
one world of the imaginations of men. Its 
capital will not be Moscow, nor Washing-
ton, nor London, but JERUSALEM; and 
within the heart of every true Jew, whether 
expressed or not, are the words of. Psalm 
137:5-6, "If I forget thee, 0 Jerusalem, let 
my right hand forget her cunning. If. I do 
not remember thee, let my tongue cleave to 
the roof of my mouth; if I prefer not Jeru-
salem above my chief joy." 

Yes, "God shall choose Jerusalem again," 
nevermore to be trodden down of the na-
tions, but to be the head of the nations. "For 
unto us a child is born, unto us a SON is 
given, and the government shall be upon 
his shoulder: and his Name shall be called 
Wonderful, Counsellor, The Mighty God, 
The everlasting Father, The Prince of 
Peace.
