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MESSIAH PROMISED TO OUR JEWISH PEOPLE 

TO OUR JEWISH friends and neighbors 
Jewish holidays are generally synonymous 
with good food, the aroma of fresh challah 
baking, steam pouring forth from the kettle 
of chicken soup, homemade gefilte fish, and 
special cakes. Dear Jewish friend, there is 
much more to being a Jew — a descendant 
of Abraham — than delighting the senses of 
touch and taste. 

Likewise, we associate the high holy days 
with going to synagogue. However, this 
alone does not prepare us to meet a holy 
God. One must know and understand God's 
holy Word, the Tenach, even as Moses di-
rected in Deut. 6:4-9: 

Hear, 0 Israel: The LORD our God is one 
LORD: And thou shalt love the Loan thy 
God with all thine heart, and with all thy 
soul, and with all thy might. And these 
words, which I command thee this day, shall 
be in thine heart: And thou shalt teach them 
diligently unto thy children, and shalt talk 
of them when thou sittest in thine house, 
and when thou walkest by the way, and 
when thou liest down, and when thou risest 
up. And thou shalt bind them for a sign 
upon thine hand, and they shall be as front-
lets between thine eyes. And thou shalt 
write them upon the posts of thy house and 
on thy gates. 

The Word of God is as powerful today as 
it was in the time of Abraham, Isaac, and 
Jacob. Moses gave to us the Law, yet our 
God had much more planned for us when 
He anointed His servant David as king. 

David was the greatest king the Jewish 
people have ever known. This is revealed to 
us through both history and the Scrip-
tures. Have you a Tenach handy? Open it to 
I Samuel 16:1 and see how God speaks 
through His prophet Samuel and brings 
about the anointing of a king: 

And the LORD said unto Samuel, How 
long wilt thou mourn for Saul, seeing I have 
rejected him from reigning over Israel? fill 
thine horn with oil, and go, I will send thee 
to Jesse the Bethlehemite: for 1 have pro-
vided me a king among his sons. 

Herein lies the historical basis of King 
David's beginning. David was expressly 
chosen by God. Samuel, the prophet of God, 
obedient and making ready for the anointing, 
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finally located David, a son of Jesse. David 
was lowly and meek, a shepherd boy from 
an obscure background; yet divinely chosen. 
The anointing having been accomplished, the 
Spirit of the Lord came upon David: 

Then Samuel took the horn of oil, and 
anointed him in the midst of his brethren: 
and the Spirit of the LORD came upon David 
from that day forward (1 Sam. 16:13). 

The pouring of oil upon David's head sig-
nified kingship, authority and leadership, a 
direct application of the Hebrew word 
M'shiyach (Messiah — anointed one). Not 
only was David a type of the Messiah, but 
Scripture traces the Messiah's genealogy to 
David, King of Judah. 

Behold, the days come, saith the LORD, 
that I will raise unto David a righteous 
Branch, and a King shall reign and prosper, 
and shall execute judgment and justice in 
the earth. In his days Judah shall be saved, 
and Israel shall dwell safely: and this is his 
name whereby he shall be called, THE LORD 
OUR RIGHTEOUSNESS (Jer. 23:5,6). 

Also, 

He shall be great, and shall be called the 
Son of the Highest: and the Lord God shall 
give unto him the throne of his father 
David (Luke 1:32, Brit Hadasha). 

There comes to mind another like David, 
one who was lowly, meek, and obscure. This 
same Yeshua, Immanuel, (God with us) 
took on the form of a commoner. 

For the Servant of God grew up before 
Him like a tender plant, and as a root out  

of dry ground; He has no beautiful form 
or comeliness that we should look at Him, 
and no beauty that we should desire Him 
(Amplified O.T. Isaiah 53:2). 

Yes, it did please the Father to exalt this 
One to eternal power and kingship, the King 
of Kings and Lord of Lords. David was 
meek and lowly, yet the greatest King of 
the Jews; so Yeshua HaMeshiach is sovereign 
King of all mankind. David was anointed to 
reign; likewise is the Messiah anointed for 
godly kingship. David was obscure; so too 
was Yeshua HaMeshiach. 

And she shall bring forth a son and thou 
shalt call his name JESUS: (Yeshua) for he 
shall save his people from their sins. Now 
all this was done, that it might be fulfilled 
which was spoken of the Lord by the 
prophet, saying, Behold, a virgin shall be 
with child, and shall bring forth a son, and 
they shall call his name Emmanuel, which 
being interpreted is, God with us (Matt. 
1:21, 22, 23 New Testament). 

Therefore will the Lord himself give you 
a sign: behold, this young woman shall con-
ceive and bear a son, and she shall call his 
name "Emmanuel" (God with us). (Isaiah 
7:14 Hebrew Publishing Co. translated by 
Isaac Leeser). 

Dear reader, won't you trust in God and 
the Bible? By simple faith in God's Word 
you too can have the Messiah as your own 
personal atonement (kippur) for your life. 
Not only will you bask in fulfillment of 
prophecy, but you will be a completed Jew 
living with the Messianic promise and the 
hope of an eternity beyond the grave. There 
is hope in the God of the Jews.

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Lee and I were both born into Orthodox 
Jewish homes and lived the first twenty or 
so years of our lives in the East Bronx. We 
married at an early age in 1943 after my 
induction into the Army. After my tour of 
duty overseas, in which I was wounded, I 
was discharged from the Army in 1946. 

If you can remember those days, you will 
recall that apartments were just not avail-
able. However, we were given a choice of 
apartments in Manhattan Beach, Brooklyn, 
or in Fox Hills, Staten Island, and we chose 
the latter. By this time we had two sons, one 
age 22 months, the other 9 months old. We 
moved into a two-room apartment in Staten 
Island. Soon after, we noticed something 
very wrong with our older boy. He was ob-
viously bleeding internally. The doctor had 
us rush him to Mt. Sinai Hospital where his 
ailment was diagnosed as leukemia. We were 
advised to take him home inasmuch as there 
was nothing that could be done for him. 

I Cried Out To God! 

After having a good cry, we cried out, 
"God help us." That night I awoke out of 
my sleep, and a voice clearly told me that 
my son would be alright. This was miracle 
enough, but I somehow knew the voice was 
that of Jesus! Having had no previous 
knowledge of Jesus nor ever being asso-
ciated with anyone who had anything to do 
with him, this was a miracle indeed. I just 
told Lee that God had answered our prayer. 
I couldn't tell her it was Jesus who answered 
US; nor was I sure why, when I prayed to 
God, He answered us. 

The hospital called the next day and told 
us that our son did not have leukemia and 
asked could we please leave him for further 
observation. During the next four years my 
son underwent six life-and-death operations. 
The doctors had given up all hope for his 
life, but each time he would somehow pull 
through. The one thought in my mind was 
the voice of Jesus saying, "Your son will 
be alright." During the ten intervening years, 
we had relocated to the Pelham Parkway 
section of the Bronx and then to Norwalk, 
Connecticut. 

Who Is Jesus? 

In Norwalk my wife met a Gentile woman 
who went out of her way to be friendly. 
This woman questioned my wife about the 
Passover holiday and when Lee told her all 
she knew about the holiday, the woman went 
on to tell Lee much more than she ever 
knew. Amazed at her knowledge and interest 
in Jewish things, Lee asked her where she 
had obtained her information. She replied, 
"From your Jewish book, the Bible." She 
invited us to attend a Bible study class in 
her home, and when Lee asked if I would  

go, I jumped at the opportunity. You see I 
had now carried about with me the burning 
questions, "Who is Jesus?" and "What do I 
as a Jew have to do with him?" This was 
ten years after the original incident of God 
answering our prayers. 

At the very first class, the New Testament, 
the Gospel of John was being studied. I 
quote the first fourteen verses of Chapter 1, 
as 1 read them that night: 

In the beginning was the Word, and the 
Word was with God, and the Word was 
God. The same was in the beginning with 
God. All things were made by him; and 
without him was not anything made that 
was made. In him was life; and the life was 
the light of men. And the light shineth in 
darkness; and the darkness comprehended 
it not. There was a man sent from God, 
whose name was John. The same came for 
a witness, to bear witness of the Light, that 
all men through him might believe. He was 
not that Light, but was sent to bear witness 
of that Light. That was the true Light, which 
lighteth every man that cometh into the 
world. He was in the world, and the world 
was made by him, and the world knew him 
not. He came unto his own, and his own re-
ceived him not. But as many as received 
him, to them gave he power to become the 
sons of God, even to them that believe on 
his name: Which were born, not of blood, 
nor of the will of the flesh, nor of the will 
of man, but of God. And the Word was 
made flesh, and dwelt among us, (and we 
beheld his glory, the glory as of the only be-
gotten of the Father,) full of grace and 
truth (John 1:1-14). 

As I read this, I knew who Jesus was. 
Quietly in my own heart as I sat on the 
couch, I said, "my Lord and my God" and 
received Him as my own. 

From that time I read the Old Testament 
constantly and incessantly and could see 
Jesus on almost every page. My wife became 
extremely angry with me. Our sons were 
studying for Bar Mitzvah at the Orthodox 
synagogue; and, as she put it, if I wanted to 
be a "goy" I should change my name and 
leave her and the children alone. We studied 
with the Rabbi as well as continuing with 
the Bible class in the home of our Gentile 
friends. At Lee's request, we discontinued 
studies with the Rabbi for she said that he 
did not have the answers to her questions. 

We were then introduced to other Hebrew 
Christians and after a short while my wife 
received Jesus as her Messiah. One son is 
married, and the other has also found him-
self a young lady with whom he wants to 
share the rest of his life. They are all be-
lievers in the Messiah. 

Do we have any regrets? Not on your 
life! Yeshua is the sweetest name we know. 
We now know why we are Jews. We now 
know how our heritage as Jews is com-
pletely fulfilled in Him. 

For in him (Messiah) dwelleth all the 
fulness of the Godhead bodily. And ye are 
complete in him (Colossians 2:9, 10). 
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
