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THIS WE BELIEVE 

WHETHER YOU are a new reader of 
our monthly magazine or a subscriber of 
long standing, we want to make clear here-
with the basics of our beliefs. 

BELIEF IN THE GOD OF ABRAHAM 

First of all, we believe in the God of Abra-
ham, Isaac, and Jacob, the creator and sus-
tainer of the Universe. We join with King 
David and Isaiah in saying, 

The heavens declare the glory of God, 
and the firmament showeth his handiwork 
(Tehilim — Psalm 19 : 1 ) . 

It is he who sitteth upon the circle of the 
earth, and the inhabitants thereof are like 
grasshoppers; who stretcheth out the heavens 
like a curtain, and spreadeth them out like 
a tent to dwell in (Isaiah 40:22). 

BELIEF IN TORAH 

We also believe in the full Torah, the 
Prophets and the Writings, the Tenach, in-
cluding the Brit Hadasha, as it is expressed 
in Psalm 119:160, 

Thy Word is true from the beginning, and 
every one of thy righteous ordinances en-
dureth forever. 

BELIEF IN MESSIAH 

We want to state clearly and emphatically 
that we also believe in Messiah who came 
the first time to be a korban for our sins and 
will come a second time for His people and 
to rule in Zion and Jerusalem. The reasons 
for our belief in Him are as follows: 

1. Because He Fulfilled Prophecy 

A. The Hebrew prophets say that 
Messiah was to be born in a super-
natural way in the town of Bethlehem 
of Judea and be given meaningful di-
vine names: 

Therefore the Lord himself shall give you 
a sign; Behold, the virgin shall conceive, 
and bear a son, and shall call his name 
Immanuel (Isaiah 7:14). 

For unto us a child is born, unto us a son 
is given, and the government shall be upon 
his shoulder; and his name shall be called 
Wonderful, Counselor, The Mighty God, 
The Everlasting Father, The Prince of Peace 
(Isaiah 9:6). 

But thou, Bethlehem Ephrathah, though 
thou he little among the thousands of Judah, 
yet out of thee shall he come forth unto me 
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that is to he ruler in Israel, whose goings 
forth have been from of old, from ever-
lasting (Micah 5:2, Hebrew Micah 5:1). 

In the historical record of the New Testa-
ment we find that all this was fulfilled in the 
One Person of Jesus the Messiah. Read the 
New Testament, Matthew Chapters I & II 
and Luke Chapters I & II. 

B. The prophets agree that the time of 
His coming was to be before the second 
temple was destroyed by the Romans 
in A.D. 70. Jacob the patriarch says: 

The scepter shall not depart from Judah, 
nor a lawgiver from between his feet, until 
Shiloh come; and unto him shall the gather-
ing of the people be (Bereshit-Genesis 
49:10). (Judea ceased to exist in A.D. 70. 
The resurrected Jewish state is now called 
— ISRAEL.) 

Haggai, who prophesied during the 
time when they constructed the second 
temple, says, in God's name: 

And I will shake all nations, and the de-
sire of all nations shall come: and I will 
fill this house with glory (Haggai 2:7). (The 
"desire of all nations" had indeed come just 
a few decades before "this house" was de-
stroyed by the Romans.) 

Daniel, the prophet, after much prayer 
and confession had a special revelation: 

Know, therefore, and understand, that 
from the going forth of the commandment 
to restore and to build Jerusalem unto the 
Messiah the Prince shall be seven weeks, 
and threescore and two weeks; the street 
shall be built again, and the wall, even •in 
troublous times. And after threescore and 
two weeks shall Messiah be cut off, but not 
for himself; and the people of the prince 
that shall come shall destroy the city and 
the sanctuary (Daniel 9:25-26). (Only 
Messiah Jesus was "cut off, but not for 
himself" just before the "city and sanctuary  

were destroyed" by the Romans.) 

C. The manner of His death is de-
scribed; It would be by piercing His 
hands and His feet: 

My strength is dried up like a potsherd; 
and my tongue cleaveth to my jaws; and 
thou halt brought me into the dust of death. 
For dogs have compassed me; the assembly 
of the wicked have enclosed me; they pierced 
my hands and my feet. I may count all my 
bones; they look and stare upon me. They 
part my garments among them, and cast lots 
upon my vesture (Psalm 22:15-18). (All 
this was fulfilled in detail on the day Messiah 
Jesus gave His life a sacrifice for sin.) 

D. The outcome of His ministry is that 
He will be not only the glory of His 
people Israel but He also will be a light 
to the nations. 

And he said, It is a light thing that thou 
shouldest be my servant to raise up the 
tribes of Jacob, and to restore the preserved 
of Israel; I will also give thee for a light to 
the nations, that thou mayest be my salva-
tion unto the end of the earth (Isaiah 49:6). 
(Only Messiah Jesus became a light for. the 
nations and has followers in all the ends of 
the earth.) 

2. 	Because Of His Perfect Personality 

We believe that He is Messiah because 
history has not produced another pel 
person like He was. He alone could f:tf:; 
crowd of people who were against Him :71'.1  

challenge them saying: 

Which of you convicteth me of sin? And 
if I say the truth, why do ye not believe me 
(John 8:46). 

Of Him alone it could be said: "He hath 
done all things well" (Mark 7:37). We are 
also convinced that He alone is the Messiah 
of Israel and the nations. 
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3. Because Of His Transforming Power 

Anyone reading the New Testament with 
an open mind cannot help being impressed 
with the person of Messiah Jesus and with 
the transformed personalities of His follow-
ers. Here was this Jewish man, Levi, son of 
Alpheus, a tax collector for the hated Ro-
mans, of whom the record says: 

And after these things he went forth, and 
saw a tax collector named Levi, sitting at 
the tax office; and he (Jesus) said unto him, 
Follow me. And he left all, rose up, and 
followed him (Luke 5:27-28). 

This Levi became the famous Matthew 
the Apostle who not only gave up all his 
material goods and ceased being a Roman 
tax collector to the detriment of his own 
people, but he also gave up his life and died 
a martyr. 

Another despised tax collector of the Ro-
mans, when he came in touch with the Lord 
Jesus said: 

Behold, Lord, the half of my goods I give 
to the poor; and if I have taken anything 
from any man by false accusation, I restore 
him fourfold (Luke 19:8). 

4. Because Of The Perfect Peace He Gives 

I was reared in Dallas, Texas in a Re-
formed Jewish family, and I can trace the 
beginnings of my Christian roots back to 
1963, the year I was confirmed at Temple 
Emanu-El. The confirmation class was given 
a comparative religion course to acquaint us 
with the "Christian World." We studied 
most religions of the modern world, all 
grouped together as Gentile with emphasis 
on specific points of church doctrine. The 
"learning" of each religion had the general 
format similar to the following for Presby-
terians: "The Presbyterians believe in pre-
destination. Of course, we don't behave in 
robot fashion. Judaism believes in each per-
son having a freewill to do anything he 
wants." Nothing was mentioned about 
Christianity being the acceptance of the 
same Messiah who was foretold by Jewish 
prophets. It was mentioned that a man 
called Jesus pretended to be the Messiah 
and that He is the basis of the Gentile, 
Christian world. 

The same year I went to many activities 
with my high school Christian friends at a 
liberal Protestant church. These activities 
consisted of a short lesson from the Bible 
followed by socializing and refreshments. 
Even though I thought Christianity was just 
for the Christians, I began to read and ask 
questions about the different Christian re-
ligions. 

I enrolled at Dallas Baptist College and

my understanding of Christianity deepened. 
I could see that some of these people had 
something in their lives that was unusual and 
I sought out those who would answer my 
questions. I was looking for an intellectual 
answer to religion, and I came to the point 
where I was a Jew, but couldn't discount 
Christianity as being a fable. Still, I was 
afraid I would have to give up my Jewishness 
by accepting Christ. It took me two years in 
college and the guidance of many friends 
and teachers for me to see that a Jew re-
tained his Jewish heritage when he accepted 
the Jewish Messiah. 

During these first college years I had con-
tact with Beth Sar Shalom in Dallas and met 
many Hebrew Christians. I also attended a 
Passover dinner held at the First Baptist 
Church. Beth Sar Shalom showed me that 
Jesus was for the Jews too. I can now see 
how God guided me closer and closer to 
Him in every step. One Sunday morning I 
realized that Jesus was the Jewish Messiah 
who died for my sins, and I asked Him into 
my life and became a completed Jew. I knew 
that I was really on the "inside" before God. 

In the following three years the Lord gave 
me much fellowship with other Jewish be-
lievers. I have graduated from college and 
plan to go to medical school and look for-
ward to a future walking by faith in God 
having accepted the Jewish Messiah, Jesus 
Christ, into my life. 
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
