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THE MIRACLE OF ISRAEL 

ABOUT A CENTURY ago the great 
American bard, Henry Wadsworth Longfel-
low, wrote his well-known poem entitled 
The Jewish Cenzetery at Newport. This poem 
breathes love, sympathy, and admiration for 
the Jewish people, and carries a rebuke and 
condemnation for the so-called Christians 
who "mocked, jeered and spurned" the Jew-
ish Mordecais. 

Anathema maranatha! was the cry 
That rang from town to town, from street 

to street: 
At every gate the accursed Mordecai 
Was mocked and jeered, and spurned by 

Christian feet. 

Pride and humiliation hand in hand 
Walked with them through the world 

where'er they went; 
Trampled and beaten were they as the sand, 
And yet unshaken as the continent. 

POETRY VERSUS PROPHECY 

Longfellow was a great poet and a friend 
of the Jewish people; but he was either ig-
norant of God's Word, or he chose to ignore 
what the Bible has to say concerning the 
future of the Jewish people. Otherwise he 
would not have concluded his poem as 
follows: 

But ah! what once has been shall never be 
more: 

The groaning earth in travail and in pain 
Brings forth its roses, but does not restore, 
And the dead nations never rise again. 

Had the poet carefully studied the Bible 
and believed God's Word, he would not have 
ended his sublime poem on such a desperate 
note; for, though it may be true that as a 
principle "dead nations never rise again," 
this principle does not apply to Israel. In his-
tory we know of a long list of nations which 
died and never rose again. Some of these 
nations were mighty and influential, some 
even world powers like the Hittites, Baby-
lonians, Assyrians, and Aztecs; yet, they all 
died and never rose again. But, the Bible 
singled out one nation, the Jewish people, 
to he a peculiar treasure unto God above all 
people. (Cf. Ex. 19:5). We know now that 
this exceptional "dead nation," the Jewish 
people, did rise again and is now a well 
established State, the Land of Israel. Long-
fellow, great friend of the Jews, would have 
been happy to see that his own secular phi- 
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losophy does not apply where God is at 
work. 

EXEMPLIFIED BY EZEKIEL 

The prophet Ezekiel's vision about the 
"dead bones" of the house of Israel probably 
took place also in a Jewish cemetery, in exile. 
The prophet, like the poet, saw a dead na-
tion in the dead bones; but unlike the poet 
he foresaw that this exceptional "dead na-
tion" shall rise again. We read in the Book: 

The hand of the LORD was upon me, and 
carried me out in the spirit of the LORD, and 
set me down in the midst of the valley which 
was full of bones .. . 

And he said unto me, Son of man, can 
these bones live? And I answered, 0 Lord 
GOD, thou knowest 

Then said he unto me, Prophesy unto the 
wind, prophesy, son of man, and say to the 
wind, Thus saith the Lord GOD: Come from 
the four winds, 0 breath, and breathe upon 
these slain, that they may live. 

So I prophesied as he commanded me, and 
the breath came into them, and they lived, 
and stood up upon their feet, an exceeding 
great army. 

Then he said unto me, Son of man, these 
bones are the whole house of Israel: behold, 
they say, Our bones are dried, and our hope 
is lost: we are cut off for our parts. 

Therefore prophesy and say unto them, 
Thus saith the Lord GOD: Behold, 	my 
people, I will open your graves, and cause 
you to come up out of your graves, and 
bring you into the land of Israel. And ye 
shall know that I am the LORD, when I have 
opened your graves, 0 my people, and 
brought you up out of your graves, And 
shall put my spirit in you, and ye shall live, 
and I shall place you in your own land: then 
shall ye know that I the LORD have spoken 
it, and performed it, saith the LORD (Ezekiel 
37). 

Probably we shall never know whether the 

poet read this chapter of the prophet before 
writing his poem but did not have that 
mighty faith that laughs at impossibilities and 
says, "It can be done;" or, whether the poet 
just did not have time to compare his in-
spiration on a "Jewish cemetery at New-
port" with the divine inspiration of a Jewish 
prophet on a cemetery somewhere in great 
Babylon. 

PAUL'S PROPHECY ABOUT HIS PEOPLE 

The apostle Paul also knew the principle, 
"dead nations do not rise again," but by faith 
he knew that this principle did not apply to 
his own people Israel. He wanted the Chris-
tian believers in Rome to know what most 
people do not know, namely that Israel is a 
MYSTERY, an exception, a MIRACLE 
among the nations: 

For I would not, brethren, that ye should 
be ignorant of this mystery, lest ye should 
be wise in your own conceits; that blindness 
in part is happened to Israel, until the full-
ness of the Gentiles be come in. 

And so all Israel shall be saved: as it is 
written, There shall come out of Zion the 
Deliverer, and shall turn away ungodliness 
from Jacob (Romans 11:25-26). 

A large part of Israel may he spiritually 
blind as regards the Messiahship and divinity 
of thc Lord Jesus Christ, but the Gentile 
Christian is in an equal state of blindness if 
he cannot see that God still has a plan and 
a purpose for His Jewish people. The 
Church, composed of Gentiles and Jews, is 
not a substitute for the nation of Israel which 
is now being regathered physically. How-
ever, one day Israel will also be saved spirit-
ually according to the prophecies in the He-
brew Scriptures and in the New Testament 
Scriptures. 
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MORE TO COME 

The above mentioned prophecies are part 
of our glorious future. Other prophecies are-
being fulfilled before our very eyes; still 
others are in the process of fulfillment and 
the rest await fulfillment in the very near 
future. 

Joseph H. Hunting, well known Australian 
writer and friend of Israel, lists other prophe-
cies which have been fulfilled in the last 
decade, as follows: 

1. The prophecy concerning the ancient 
high places. 

"Thus saith the Lord GOD; Because the 
enemy hath said against you, Aha, even the 
ancient high places are ours in possession 
(Ezek. 36:2). 

On this Dr. Hunting remarks: 

Not every generation is privileged to witness 
prophecy becoming history in the short space 
of six days. Yet old borders were made ob-
solete overnight and on June 7th, 1967, 
Jerusalem was wrenched from Jordan's 
grasp, and the Temple Mount and the Wail-
ing Wall, the most sacred of all the "high 
places", were liberated from the enemy. 
(Israel—A Modern Miracle, p. 6) 

2. The prophecy concerning Israel's reaf-
forestation programme. 

"Ye mountains of Israel . . . Thus saith the 
Lord GOD: Because they have made you 
desolate . . . But ye, 0 mountains of Israel, 
ye shall shoot forth your branches, and 
yield your fruit to my people of Israel; for 
they are at hand to come." (Ezekiel 36:3,8). 

To quote again Dr. Hunting: 

During this long dispersion, the once beauti-
fully wooded hills of Galilee and Judea be-
came denuded of trees and pitifully eroded 
from neglect . . . One can only marvel at 
the tremendous change that has taken place 
in Israel ... Once again the sycamore, tama-
risk and myrtle trees have been planted by 
the tens of thousands . . . Entire forests have 
now reclothed the once-barren Judean hills 
. . . 200,000,000 trees have already been 
planted . . reclothing the hills and moun-
tains with trees makes us most conscious of 
the Divine promise, "0 mountains of Israel, 
ye shall shoot forth your branches . . . 
(Israel—A Modern Miracle, p. 11,12). 

3. The greatest prophecy yet to be fulfilled. 

We have seen that the prophets foretold 
events which have been fulfilled throughout 
the history of the human race, but especially 
in these last years, when their predictions 
have come to pass with supernatural exact-
ness. This happened, because it was God the 
Ruach Hakodesh (Holy Spirit) who spoke 
through them. 

On that basis we know and can be abso-
lutely sure that the greatest events which all 
prophets foretold will also happen with the 
same exactitude. 

We mentioned that the great disciple of 
Rabban Gamaliel, Saul of Tarsus the apostle  

Paul, knew and foretold the salvation of his 
own people saying, "all Israel shall be saved" 
(Romans 11:26). This he knew by direct 
revelation from God and also by the predic-
tions of the prophets of the Hebrew Scrip-
tures; for, they all spoke with one accord of 
Israel's physical restoration to the land of 
Israel and her spiritual restoration through 
the Messiah Yeshua, the Lord Jesus Christ. 

It is Him that the prophet Isaiah sees as the 
Suffering Servant of Jehovah, whom our peo-
ple will recognize, and they will say: "Who 
hath believed our report? . . . Surely he hath 
borne our griefs and carried our sorrows; 
yet we did esteem him stricken, smitten of 
God, and afflicted. But he was wounded for 
our transgressions, he was bruised for our 
iniquities . . ." (Isaiah 53). 

The prophet Jeremiah sees Him as the 
Righteous Branch of David's house and says, 
"In his days Judah shall be saved, and Israel 
shall dwell safely: and this is his name where-
by he shall be called Jehovah Tsidkenu, 
THE LORD OUR RIGHTEOUSNESS." 
(Jeremiah 23:6). 

Zechariah the prophet sees Him as the 
Pierced One to whom our people will look 
up and be saved: 

"And I will pour upon the house of David, 
and upon the inhabitants of Jerusalem, the 
spirit of grace and of supplications, and they 
shall look upon me whom they have pierced" 
(Zechariah 12:10). 

God is true; His Word is true. We invite 
you to look on Him who was pierced and 
died as your korban for sins, and be re-
deemed and forgiven. This is God's invita-
tion to you, today.
