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Can A Jew Believe In The 
Virgin Birth

EARLY in any discussion of the 
Bible with our Jewish friends, the 
important question of the virgin 

birth of the Lord Jesus Christ from the 
!• virgin Mary comes to the foreground. 

The Jew will often insist that this Chris-
tian teaching is based on myth, fable, or 
legend. He claims he cannot as a Jew be-
lieve in the virgin birth of the Messiah, 
that is, of Jesus of Nazareth. The ques-
tion of the birth of Jesus puzzled the 
Jews in the time of Christ. On the one 
hand, they accused Him of being of blem-
ished birth. They said (John 8:41) : "We 
were not born of fornication." On the 
other hand, they took for granted that 
He was the natural son of Mary and 
Joseph. In Luke 4:22 we read: "And all 
bare him witness, and wondered at the 
words of grace which proceeded out of 
his mouth : and they said, Is not this 
Joseph's son?" But the fact remains that 
thousands of Jews have believed in the 
virgin .birth of the Messiah, the Lord 
Jesus Christ, and thousands DO today. 
What is more, any Jew anywhere can 
believe in the virgin birth if he believes 
the truth of the Bible. 

Belief in the virgin birth of the Mes-
siah depends on, first, 

THE POWER OF GOD 

With God all things are possible. Jere-
miah, the prophet of the Old Testament, 
asks a most important question and an-
swers it in Jeremiah 32:27 and 32:17. He 
says, "Behold, I am the Lord, the God of 
all flesh : is there anything too hard for 
me ?" and answers, "Ah Lord God ! be-
hold, thoti hast made the heavens and 
the earth by thy great power and by 
thine outstretched arm; there is nothing 
too hard for thee." God made Adam from  

the dust of the earth. Think of the won-
derful properties of the human body—the 
system of perspiration alone. Man is 
fearfully and wonderfully made. Then 
God made Eve from Adam's rib. This 
same God gave Abraham a child, Isaac, 
when he was a hundred years old and 
Sarah was advanced in years. You may 
laugh at the virgin birth of the Messiah, 
just as Sarah laughed at the prospect of 
having a child at her age, but the one is 
as true as the other. Both were perform-
ed by the power of God, the omnipotent 
Creator. God gave children to Rebekah, 
Rachel, Hannah, Samson's mother, and 
the others who were barren and who at 
times even despaired of having the privi-
lege of motherhood. God is abundantly 
able, dear friend! 

Dr: Len G. Broughton, a noted preach-
er of another generation, told of the time 
when he was a medical student and could 
not accept the supernatural birth of 
Christ. He went to a learned minister, 
who reasoned with him and left him in 
greater perplexity than ever. When his 
medical education was finished, he went 
to the backwoods to begin his practice, 
and one Sunday morning a backwoods 
preacher at an old country meeting house 
knocked out more skepticism in one half 
hour than he had gotten in three years, 
and this is the way•he did it. He said: "If 
there is anybody here troubled about the 
mystery of God becoming man, I want 
to take you back to the first chapter of 
Genesis and the first verse. 'In the begin-
ning God.' " He looked down into the 
congregation very searchingly, and, said 
Broughton, "I felt that he was looking 
directly at me." He continued, "My bro-
ther, let me ask you this : Do you believe 
that God was in the beginning? that is  

to say, that before the beginning God 
was ?" I said to myself, "Yes, I believe 
that." "Now," he said, "if you believe 
that God was ahead of the beginning, you 
believe the only mysterious thing in the 
universe. If I believed that, God knows I 
could believe anything else in the world." 
I had gone to college, said Broughton, 
and traveled through the mysteries of 
the theory of reproduction and cell for-
mation, and had come out to realize that 
I was just a common fool; that if God 
was in the beginning, that was the one 
supreme mystery of all mysteries of this 
mysterious universe of God. If we be-
lieve in an omnipotent and eternal God, 
we need not limit His power in the mat-
ter of the virgin birth. 

Faith in the virgin-born Messiah, the 
Lord Jesus Christ, is bound up, secondly, 
with 

THE PROMISE OF' GOD 

It is one thing for God to be able to do 
a thing, and another for Him to do it. 
Did He ever say He would bring about 
a virgin birth ? Yes, the Jew can believe 
in the virgin birth of the Messiah Jesus 
on the ground that God solemnly promis-
ed it. When Adam. and Eve sinned in 
Eden, God foretold to the serpent (Gen-
esis 3 :15) : "And I will put enmity be-
tween thee and the woman, and between 
thy seed and her seed (mark these words 
well) : he shall bruise thy head, and thou 
shalt bruise his heel." Isaiah predicted 
(7:14) : "Therefore the Lord Himself will 
give you a sign: behold, a virgin shall 
conceive, and bear a son, and shall call 
his name Immanuel." The prophet Jere-
miah declared : (31 :22) : "The Lord hath 
created a new thing in the earth : a wo-
man shall encompass a man." The prom-
ise of God stands sure. It always has and 
always will. His word cannot be broken, 
and His word cannot fail. He is faithful 
that promised. 

The incident is told of an old man who 
was visited by his pastor. He was held 
fast to his chair by rheumatism, but he 
had his Bible open in front of him. The 
minister noticed the word "proved" was 
written continually in the margin. He 
turned over a few pages and found: "God 
is our refuge and strength, a very pres-
ent help in trouble." "Proved." And so it 
went on through the book. The dear old

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man had taken God's book and written 
his own experience on the margin. Be-
side each promise as he found it had 
come true in his own life, he had written, 
"Proved." And so it is in God's time with 
all of God's promises. They are fulfilled. 
As a Jew you must believe God, and He 
has promised the virgin birth of the Mes-
siah. 

Confidence in the virgin birth of Christ 
depends on, thirdly, 

THE PURPOSE OF GOV 

It is not only fully within the power of 
God to bring about a virgin birth, and 
clearly His promise is that He would bring 
about a virgin birth, but He had a glor-
ious purpose in the virgin birth. The vir-
gin birth depended on the purpose of 
God. In the first place, if the Messiah 
were born of a human mother and human 
father, where would be the necessary di-
vine nature to fulfill the passages that 
speak of Him as God as well as man ? 
Hear Isaiah (9:6,7) : "For unto us a child 
is born, unto us a son is given ; and the 
government shall be upon his shoulder : 
and his name shall be called Wonderful, 
Counsellor, Mighty God, Everlasting 
Father, Prince of Peace. Of the increase 
of his government and of peace • there 
shall be no end, upon the throne of David, 
and upon his kingdom, to establish it, and 
to uphold it with justice and righteous-
ness from henceforth even forever. The 
zeal of the Lord of hosts will perform 
this." Jeremiah is equally as clear in his 
message : (23 :5,6) : "Behold, the days 
come, saith the Lord, that I will raise un-
to David a righteous Branch, and he shall 
reign as king and deal wisely, and shall 
execute justice and righteousness in the 
land. In his days Judah shall be saved, 
and Israel shall dwell safely ; and this is 
his name whereby he shall be called : the 
Lord our righteousness." In the second 
place, if Messiah were not born of a vir-
gin, but of a human mother and a human 
father, how could he escape the contam-
ination of sin which is in all the human 
race ? Listen to our great king David as  

he admits : (Psalm 51:5) : "Behold,- I was 
brought forth in iniquity ; and in sin did 
my mother conceive me." But of the 
coming birth of the Messiah the angel 
Gabriel said to Mary, (Luke 1:35) : "The 
Holy Spirit shall come upon thee, and the 
power of the Most High shall overshad-
ow thee: wherefore also the holy thing 
(note this carefully) which is begotten 
of thee shall be called the Son of God." 
In the third place, if the Messiah were 
not born into the human family at all, 
how could He become the Sin-bearer of 
the world in a human body ? 

The Sailor's Home in Liverpool, Eng-
land, was once on fire in the dead of 
night, and a great cry of fire was raised. 
When the people gathered they saw in 
the upper stories some men crying for 
help. The fire escape did not nearly reach 
where the men were. A long ladder was 
brought and put against the burning 
building ; but it was too short. A British 
sailor in the crowd, seeing the state of 
affairs, rushed up the ladder, balanced 
himself on the uppermost rung with his 
foot, and seized the window-sill with his 
hands, and said, "Quick, men, scramble 
over my body, on the ladder, and down 
you go." One by one the men came down 
until they all were saved, and then the 
sailor came down, his face burnt, his hair 
singed, and his fingers blistered; but he 
had saved the men. The ladder did not 
go all the way and before the men could 
be saved, it needed the length, the body 
of a man. Men may try all methods to 
get to God, but they fail because of their 
sin. It requires the length of a man, the 
body of a man, but a man who can reach 
God as well as reach down to man. This 
Christ alone could do and did, when He 
became man and saved us from our sin. 
The most important feature of the virgin 
birth is the purpose for which it happen-
ed : to save you and me and any believing 
one in Israel. Will you trust and believe 
in Him now ?
